enya is making
strides in its fight
against climate
change and pur-
suit of environmental sus-
tainability. The country has
set a lofty target of planting
15 billion trees by 2032, a
goal that has gained sig-
nificant traction through
recent tree-planting ini-

tiatives spanning various
counties.

President William Ruto
took the helm of a nation-
wide tree-planting cam-
paign on Friday, leading
the effort in Kiambicho
Forest, Maraguia, Murang’a
County. This day was des-
ignated by the Cabinet to
honor those who perished
in the devastating floods

that have struck different
regions of the country.
President Ruto empha-
sized that tree planting is
not only a gesture of re-
membrance but also a vital
strategy to mitigate climate
change impacts, such as se-
vere droughts and destruc-
tive floods. The government
had set a target for Kenyans
to plant 200 million trees

nationwide.

After planting trees at
Karua grounds in Maragua,
President Ruto announced
a continuous six-month-
long initiative commencing
on Monday, with Cabinet
Secretaries taking an active
role.

State to build dams to

Ndumago Irrigation Project,
which has been delayed for
over 10 years, the PS men-
tioned that the dams will
also control the breaking of
river banks during heavy
rains.

Kimotho further ex-
plained, “During this sea-
son, we have mapped out
rivers that are overflowing
as well as seasonal ones with
the intention of construct-
ing dams and water pans.
The dams will not only con-
trol floods but also provide
water for irrigation.

We are also undertak-
ing some land reclamation
activities.”He was accom-
panied by area MP Alice
Ng’ang’a, officials from the
National Irrigation Author-
ity and local leaders.

On the Ndumago pro-
ject, the PS said about 80
per cent of the project is al-
ready done adding that the
remaining 20 per cent will
commence next month.

He said Sh40 million for
the completion of the pro-
ject has already been set
aside and called on residents

to support it.

Once operational, he
added, the project will ben-
efit 1,500 farmers from the
semi-arid area and is ex-
pected to generate half a
billion shillings from agri-
cultural earnings annually.

“This is a life changing
project that once completed,
will change the economy of
this semi-arid region. It is
expected to generate half a
billion shillings from agri-
cultural earnings annually
which is a huge impact,”
Kimotho said.

He added that the gov-
ernment has undertaken
the construction of several
dams and water pans for
irrigation in other areas of
Kiambu county including,
Gatundu, Lari and Kikuyu
sub-counties.

Ms Ng’ang’a said the pro-
ject will improve the liveli-
hoods of residents who over
the years relied on rain fed
agriculture.

She said through irriga-
tion, residents will be as-
sured of getting better yields
and stop relying on relief
food.

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Base Titanium to shut
Kwale mine in December
due to resource depletion

wale-based Aus-
tralian mining firm
Base Titanium is

shutting down its large-
scale mining operations at
the end of this year due to
resource exhaustion in the
area.

The Kwale mine is ac-
credited as a Kenya Vi-
sion 2030 flagship mining
project and represents a
significant impact on the
local and national econ-
omy.

Mine closure is a process
undertaken when the op-
erational stage of a mine
has ended, and final de-
commissioning and mine
rehabilitation are being
carried out.

Base Titanium’s Exter-
nal Affairs General Man-
ager, Simon Wall, says the
mining firm is closing its
operations due to resource
exhaustion and that the
firm is slowly transitioning
into a progressive rehabil-
itation and mine closure
plan.

The Kwale Mine Opera-
tion featured a high-grade

ore body with a high-
value mineral assemblage,
rich in rutile, ilmenite,
and zircon, all considered
critical minerals.

Base Titanium took over
the Kwale sand operations
from Canada’s Tiomin
Resources and started its
mining operations in 2013.

Shipment of ilmenite,
rutile, and zircon started
in 2014.

“Our mining opera-
tions will officially end in
December this year when
our ore reserves are fully
exhausted,” Wall said.

He said as mining rep-
resents a transient use of
the land, the goal of mine
restoration projects is re-
storing functionality or
preparing the site for other
beneficial social, histor-

ical, environmental,

or economic uses while
minimizing interference
with sensitive ecosystems
and restoring biodiversity.

He said as minerals have
been exhausted, the mine
area must undergo envi-
ronmental rehabilitation
and restoration to mini-
mize land loss and ensure
it benefits society once
again as natural land-
scapes.

“We are undertaking
sound environmental
rehabilitation and res-
toration works to mini-
mize land loss and ensure
mined-out sites are re-
turned to their original
state before any mining
took place,” he said.

He went on “our re-
habilitation activities are
focused on reforestation,
increasing biodiversity
and developing agricul-
tural opportunities for our
host communities.”

He also noted that ex-
ploration activities sur-
rounding the mine site
have failed to identify ad-
ditional mineral deposits
of commercial value that
could ensure the continu-

ation of mining operations
that began in 2013.

Wall was speaking at the
Kenya School of Govern-
ment Matuga campus in
Kwale County during the
unveiling of a Post Mining
Land Use (PMLU) com-
mittee chaired by State
Department of Minin
Principal Secretary (PS
Elijah Mwangi.

The PMLU committee
was officially inaugurated
by Cabinet Secretary for
Mining, Blue Economy,
and Maritime Affairs Salim
Mvurya. This committee is
chaired by the PS Mining
and has amongst its mem-
bers the PS for Environ-
ment and Climate Change,
officials from the State De-
partment for Mining,

Kwale County Govern-

ment, Base Titanium, Na-
tional Treasury, State Law
Office, NEMA, National
Land Commission, State
Department for Industry,
Kwale County Commis-
sioner and a representative
of Kwale elected leaders.

Wall said the mining
company will develop
its closure plans in ac-
tive consultation with
the PMLU committee and
other stakeholders and
provide progressive reha-
bilitation for shared eco-
nomic, environmental,
and social benefits.

He said Base Titanium,
which accounts for 65
per cent of the country’s
mineral exports, will give
greater attention to inte-
grating social, economic,
and environmental factors

into its mine closure pro-
grammes.

He added that Base Ti-
tanium currently has over
37,000 indigenous trees
in stock at the Kwale Op-
erations Indigenous Tree
Nursery ready for land re-
habilitation and reforesta-
tion. “We are out to ensure
that ecological rehabilita-
tion is integrated into our
mine planning process,
with progressive rehabil-
itation plans in place to
ensure continuous land
reclamation throughout
the mine life,” he said.

He welcomed the for-
mation of the committee
noting that the mining
firm is committed to re-
storing the land that has
been impacted by mining
activities.

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Ministry distributes treated mosquito nets
in Lamu, Tana River amidst heavy flooding

he Ministry of Health has
| launched a programme to
distribute treated mos-
quito nets to residents in areas
in Lamu and Tana River Counties
which bore the severest brunt of
ravaging floods caused by heavy
rains to fight malaria.
According to the Principal
Secretary fpor Public Health and
Professional Standards Ms Mary
Muthoni Muriuki (pictured), the
initiative comes as a response to
the heightened risk of mosqui-
to-borne diseases, particularly
malaria, in flood-affected areas.
Ms Muriuki noted that Lamu
and Tana River Counties have
been grappling with severe
flooding in recent weeks, lead-
ing to displacement, destruc-
tion of property, and increased
health hazards with many com-
munities cut off from essential
services due to impassable roads
and submerged infrastructure,
accessing affected populations
has posed a significant challenge

for authorities.

In light of these challenges,
the PS said, Ministry of Health
has teamed up with local health
agencies and humanitarian or-
ganizations to ensure the timely
distribution of mosquito nets to
vulnerable communities.

By prioritizing hard-to-reach
areas, she noted, the distribu-
tion efforts aim to reach those
most in need, including women,
children, and the elderly.
Speaking in Tana River County

where she visited to assess the
situation, the Principal Secre-
tary emphasized the importance
of pro-active measures in miti-
gating the impact of flooding on
public health. “In times of crisis,
such as flooding, preventive in-
terventions like the distribution
of mosquito nets can make a
significant difference in reduc-
ing the burden of disease,by
reaching communities in hard-
to-reach areas, we aim to ensure
that no one is left behind in our
response efforts.” the PS said,

The Ps added that,the distri-
bution of mosquito nets in Lamu
and Tana River Counties reflects
the government’s commitment
to prioritizing public health
amidst natural disasters.

“As floodwaters continue to
pose challenges to communi-
ties across the region, initiatives
like these serve as a lifeline for
vulnerable populations, offer-
ing protection against the dual
threats of flooding and mosqui-
to-borne diseases.

National Government
seeks tighter control
over liquor licensing

BY DPCS

he Deputy President,
I Rigathi Gachagua,
has pleaded with
county governors to sup-
port the national govern-
ment’s bid to transfer the
mandate of licensing bars
and liquor businesses
from county governments
to the State’s anti-drug
agency, NACADA.

The Deputy President
stated that the national
government intends to
amend the Alcoholic
Drinks Control Act to
tighten the control of
manufacturing, distribu-
tion, sale, and consump-
tion of liquor following
the proliferation of killer
drinks.

“The Government is im-
plementing measures to
curb illicit brews, drugs,
and substance abuse. We
are seeking your support
and cooperation in this
initiative.

“It is our proposal that
the mandate of licensing
bars and liquor businesses
be spearheaded by the
National Authority for the

Campaign against Drug
and Alcohol Abuse (NAC-
ADA), and the mandate of
revenue collection goes
to county governments,”
the Deputy President said.

“We need your help
in regulating the sale of
alcohol so that every es-
tablishment is not turned
into a bar. Before taking
the proposed amendment
to Parliament, it will be
given to the Council of
Governors for input. We
want a sober nation for
socio-economic develop-
ment,” he added.

He was speaking during
the 23rd Ordinary Session
of the Intergovernmen-
tal Budget and Economic
Council (IBEC) meeting
at the official residence in
Karen.

The Deputy President
explained that of concern
is the second-generation
alcoholic drinks, which
have not only resulted in
deaths of people besides
other grave socio-eco-
nomic effects.

In February this year,
at least 17 people in Kan-
gai Village, Kirinyaga

County, died after con-
suming illicit brew.

Mr Gachagua said the
trade, consumption,
and abuse of illicit alco-
hol, narcotics drugs and
psychotropic substances
now ranks as one of the
five key national security
threats.

“The Government is
implementing a num-
ber of immediate, short
and long term measures
to curb this menace. The
Government has adopted
a national security pos-
ture in the management
of this concern with a fo-
cus on how to sustainably
eliminate the counterfeit
and sub-standard liquor
from the source,” said the
Deputy President.

He added that

The state is
implement-
ing measures
to curb illicit
brews, drugs,
and substance
abuse-Gachagua

through various leader-
ship and regional con-
sultative forums and
technical engagements
on the fight against illicit
brews and drug abuse, a
number of gaps have been
identified.

The gaps include leg-
islation and regulatory
frameworks, the Deputy
President said.

The Deputy President
said another gap of con-
cern is the quality and
standards leading to pro-
liferation of counterfeits
and substandard alcohol
and alcoholic drinks in
the market.

He urged the county
governors to set aside
funds collected from li-
censing of bars and liquor
businesses to facilitate

construction of special
wards in hospitals to deal
with recovering alcohol
and drug addicts.

Mr Gachagua at the
same time urged the
county bosses to back the
ongoing reforms in the
coffee sub-sector, stating
that some counties are
undermining the process
by issuing multiple trad-
ing licences to millers and
marketers.

“We must stick to the
interventions that we
agreed on to ensure suc-
cess in the reforms in the
coffee sub-sector.

“Some counties like
Kiambu and Uasin Gishu
have gone contrary to
what we agreed, includ-
ing issuing multiple li-
censes to actors in the

value chain.

“We agreed that millers
cannot be marketers; but
some have been issued
with the multiple licenses
to mill and market coffee.
Let us work together to
ensure the reforms suc-
ceed,” he stated.

During the session it
was resolved that the
Council of Governors
should pay the eligible
pending bills on a First in
First out (FIFO) frame-
work.

The council noted a 5.4
per cent drop in pend-
ing bills, an equivalent of
Sh8.61 billion as of March
31, 2024, compared to the
start of the fiscal year.

The outstanding pend-
ing bills stand at Sh150.66
billion.

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Owalo urges African nations
to seize control of digital future
at data protection forum

he Cabinet Secre-
I tary for Information,
Communication and
the Digital Economy Eliud
Owalo has emphasized
the critical importance
of digital sovereignty
and data governance for
African nations. Speak-
ing at the opening of the
two-day Network of Af-
rican Data Protection
Authorities Conference
(NADPA-RADP) 2024,
Owalo highlighted how
proper data governance
can attract investment,
foster job creation, and
spur economic growth
across the continent.
Acknowledging the
complex landscape Af-
rican countries face in
asserting control over
their digital future, Ow-
alo underscored the need
to balance global inter-
ests while ensuring that
partnerships contribute to
sustainable development.
He recognized the role of
initiatives like the African
Union Convention on Cy-
bersecurity and Personal
Data Protection (Malabo
Convention) in promoting
e-commerce, enhancing
cybersecurity, and foster-
ing the digital economy.
Owalo also empha-
sized the significance of
cross-border data trans-
fer, noting its potential to
drive economic growth by
facilitating access to cut-
ting-edge technology and
services on a global scale.
By advocating for robust
data governance frame-
works and digital sover-
eignty, Owalo’s remarks
underscored the impera-
tive for African nations to

harness the power of data
for their development
while navigating the chal-
lenges of the digital age.

Addressing delegates
during the opening a
two-day Network of Af-
rican Data Protection
Authorities Conference
(NADPA-RADP)2024,
Owalo observed that
proper data governance
can help attract more in-
vestment to the continent,
create jobs and grow the
economies.

The CS recognized the
unique challenges and op-
portunities faced by Afri-
can nations in asserting
control over their digital
future, while navigating
the influence of global
competing interests and
ensuring that partnerships
contribute to sustainable
growth and job creation.

Owalo lauded the sig-
nificance of the confer-
ence in alignment with
the African Union Con-
vention on Cybersecurity
and Personal Data Protec-
tion (Malabo Convention)
which seeks to promote e-
commerce by securing the
cyber space by combating
cybercrime, enhancing
personal data protection
and promoting the Afri-
can digital economy.

He emphasized the im-
portance of cross-border

data transfer noting

Our duty as
protectors of
privacy is to
ensure data col-
lection adheres
to data privacy
principles

its benefits to drive the
digital economy by allow-
ing businesses and con-
sumers to access the best
available technology and
services globally.

The CS however ex-
pressed concern over the
vulnerability of children
who are early adopters of
ICTs, further calling on
NADPA members to pro-
mote child safety through
ensuring that data holders
undertake age verification
and seek consent when
processing personal data
relating to children.

The CS noted that Kenya
through his ministry is
currently reviewing the
legal, policy and regula-
tory framework with a
view of proposing reforms
and new policies including
the adoption of emerging
technologies to align with

the Bottom-Up-Economic
Transformation Agenda
(BETA).

“I encourage NADPA
members as implementers
of data protection laws in
your respective countries
to continuously review
the data protection legal
frameworks and ensure
adoption of new technol-
ogies in a data privacy se-
cured environment,” the
CS said.

The Chief Justice and
President of the Supreme
Court of Kenya, Lady Jus-
tice Martha Koome noted
that balancing provision
of secure services with the
protection of individuals’
privacy rights is a com-
plex and multi-faceted
endeavor which requires
careful consideration of
the trade-offs between
security measures and
privacy safeguards.

Koome further noted
that the importance of
data protection lies not
just in compliance with
laws, but in upholding the
trust and confidence that
citizens place in public
institutions. “Our respon-
sibility as regulators and
protectors of privacy is to
ensure that data collection
adheres to stringent data
privacy principles,”the CJ
said.Speaking during the
closing ceremony of NA-
DPA, ICT and the Digital
Economy, Principal Sec-
retary, Eng. John Tanui
said Africa needs to es-
tablish a collaborative ap-
proach in order to navigate
the complexities of global
data privacy.

Tanui pointed out that
harmonizing regulations,
promoting transparency
and enhancing cross-bor-
der data flows, can pave
the way for a secure and
prosperous digital future
for the region.

The PS appreciated that
during the NADPA Con-
ference, officials from
various data authorities
across Africa deliberated
on navigating the global

data privacy landscape
and promoting data flows
with a major focus on
cross border data govern-
ance, challenges and op-
portunities.

The PS noted that in
their deliberations, the
delegates managed to ex-
plore the present state of
digital sovereignty and
data governance in Africa
and discuss strategies for
shaping a successful dig-
ital landscape in the age
of emerging technologies
such as Artificial Intelli-
gence (Al).

Kiambu County to offer affordable Al services for farmers

airy farmers in
Kiambu County
are benefiting from

subsidized Artificial In-
semination (Al) services
offered by the county
government to upgrade
breeds of dairy cattle
and improve earnings for
farmers in all sub-coun-
ties.

The County Executive
Committee for Agricul-
ture, Wilfred Mwenda,
said the initiative aims
to provide dairy farmers
with improved breeds that
can increase milk pro-
duction from the current
seven liters to around 12
liters per cow per day,

County Government of Kiambu through the Department
of Agriculture, Livestock and Irrigation received semen
and liquid nitrogen from the Kenya Animal Genetic
Resource center to be distributed to farmers across in
all sub-counties.

enabling farmers to earn
more money from the sale
of milk.

“We are calling upon
all of the county’s cattle

farmers to visit our sub-

county offices in their
areas and take advantage
of our certified semen
and liquid nitrogen from
the Kenya Animal Ge-
netic Resource Center,”
Mwenda said. Initially,
farmers would pay be-
tween Sh1,000 to Sh2,000
for each served cow, but
the initiative has seen this
drop to Sh500 per animal.

He added that through
the initiative, the Depart-
ment’s sub-county offices
have been provided with
semen, nitrogen tanks,
and technical expertise to
offer Al services to dairy
farmers. “The ultimate
goal of this program is to
ensure that farmers in-

crease their milk produc-
tion and get more value
from it so that they can
uplift their living stand-
ards,” he said.

The Al services support
project is a partnership
between the county gov-
ernment and the Kenya
Animal Genetic Resource
Center (KAGRIC).

“The initiative has sig-
nificantly reduced the
cost of Al services, while
at the same time im-
proving the quality of the
breeds the farmers get,
this will translate into in-
creased milk production
when the calves mature
to start milk production,”
Mwenda noted.Farmers,

whose cows were served
last year, when the initi-
ative was launched have
already calved and are ex-
cited looking forward to
high milk production in
coming years.

One of the beneficiary
farmers, Grace Wanjiku
from Githunguri Sub-
County, whose cows
have calved said she has
increased her herd from
two to five cows’ courtesy
of the support from the
county government.

The national produc-
tion per cow every day
stands at 10.1 liters, while
Kiambu has been regis-
tering a production of 12.6
liters per cow per day.

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MoH takes measures
to combat health risks
amidst flooding crisis

he government

I has underscored

its commitment to
safeguarding the health
and well-being of all Ken-
yans, particularly during
the ongoing floods.

Public Health and Pro-
fessional Standards Prin-
cipal Secretary, Ms. Mary
Muthoni Muriuki, stated
that as the floods persis-
tently continue to affect
various regions, ensur-
ing access to safe and
nutritious food remains
paramount in the govern-
ment’s efforts to protect
public health.

“Food-borne illnesses
pose a significant threat to
our communities, with di-
arrhoea outbreaks largely
attributed to the con-
sumption of contaminated
food and water,” Muriuki
explained.

The PS said typhoid,
dysentery, gastroenteri-
tis, aflatoxin poisoning,
brucellosis, and cholera
are among the prevalent
diseases plaguing the na-
tion, adding that these
health risks underscore
the critical importance
of prioritizing food safety
management, especially
in the wake of natural dis-
asters like floods.

According to the PS,
key factors contributing
to food-borne illnesses
include cross-contamina-
tion, unsafe food sources,

proper storage, and poor
personal hygiene prac-
tices.

“Recognizing these
risks, the Ministry of
Health remains vigilant
in its efforts to mitigate
the spread of diseases and
safeguard public health,”
she said.The PS said that a
particular concern amidst
the current flood crisis
is the contamination of
maize flour, cereals, and
pulses with aflatoxin, ex-
acerbated by heavy rains.

She explained that fac-
tors such as improper har-
vesting, drying methods,
and inadequate storage
significantly contributed
to aflatoxin contamina-
tion, posing serious health
risks to consumers.

“In collaboration with
our partners, the Ministry

gaged in initiatives aimed
at protecting consumers
from the adverse effects
of unwholesome foods. By
fostering cooperation and
collective action, we can
ensure the safety and in-
tegrity of our food supply
chain,” Muriuki said.

The PS underscored
the importance of every-
one playing their role
including food business
operators as she called for
regular updates on food
safety management plans
and adherence to good
hygiene practices to pre-
vent food safety incidents.

“For our food consum-
ers, we would like to urge
everyone to use clean
water for drinking and
food preparation, thor-
oughly clean and sanitize
all surfaces and utensils
exposed to floodwaters,
monitor refrigerated or
frozen foods during power
outages, practice proper
hand washing before
handling food, cook food
thoroughly and store dry
foods away from moisture,
refrain from consuming
maize that has changed
color and seek immedi-
ate medical attention if
experiencing symptoms
of food-borne illness,”
she said.The PS advised
for immediate assistance,

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Kenya, Somalia pledge to enhance
trade and investment relations

enya and Somalia have
Kcommitted to deepen-

ing their bilateral rela-
tions and economic ties in trade
and investment with the aim of
boosting the economies of both
nations.

Following a meeting be-
tween Deputy President Rigathi
Gachagua and Somalia’s Prime
Minister Hamza Abdi Barre in
Nairobi, the two countries also
discussed joint efforts to elimi-
nate cartels and promote trans-
parent and sustainable trade
practices that benefit all stake-
holders.

The official visit comes on
the heels of the third session
of the Joint Commission of Co-
operation (JCC) between the
two countries held in Nairobi
from May 3 to 5, 2024. “The
two leaders reaffirmed their
commitment to deepening bi-
lateral relations in trade and in-
vestment. They recognized the
opportunity for both states to
complement each other’s re-
sources, goods, services, and
personnel, resulting in a cohe-
sive bilateral trade system,” said

Kenya’s Prime Cabinet Secre-
tary and Cabinet Secretary for
Foreign Affairs, Musalia Muda-
vadi, in a joint communique.

In his remarks, Mr Gachagua
noted that despite the rich his-
torical and cultural ties between
the two neighbouring nations,
bilateral trade is still minimal.

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CS calls for tech solutions
for land management

he Ministry of Lands,

I Housing, and Urban

Development is keen

on leveraging technology

to enhance land use stud-

ies and land cover classifi-
cation.

Cabinet Secretary Ms.
Alice Wahome has stated
that her ministry will con-
sider the use of Artificial
Intelligence (AI) and Ma-
chine Learning to achieve
the vision of secure land
tenure and a sustainable
built environment for all.

Speaking in Mombasa
during the Pre-AGM con-
ference of the Institution
of Surveyors of Kenya
(ISK), Ms. Wahome em-
phasized the critical role
of the Ministry in utilizing
technological advance-
ments.

The two-day confer-
ence, themed “Harness-
ing Artificial Intelligence
(AI) for an Environmen-
tal, Social, and Govern-
ance (ESG) compliant
Surveying,” brought to-
gether professionals from
the Land and Built Sec-
tors from both public and
private sectors, as well as
academia.

“Ongoing developments
such as population growth
and connected issues of
food security and urban-
ization have put land and
water resources under
considerable pressure,”
stated the CS. “There is,
therefore, a need to em-
ploy Al and ML for smart
administration and man-
agement of land as a scarce
and finite resource,” she
added.

Al, the CS observed,
is advancing at a record
speed, and has become
a prevalent topic of dis-
cussion for a variety of
industries and sectors,
including the surveying
industry.

Ms Wahome advised
surveyors, valuers, es-
tate agents and property
managers, to employ ML
algorithms to effectively
analyze data, to stay afloat
in their competitive envi-
ronment.

“Al-powered software
and tools will continue
to help surveyors collect,
process, and analyze large
amounts of data, making
it easier to map out land
features, identify poten-
tial hazards, and assess the

impact of development
projects,” the CS stated.

She challenged the sur-
veyors to see how the use
of specialized drones and
other unmanned airborne
vehicles could be utilized
to provide real-time map-
ping for decision-making
and property manage-
ment.

By leveraging Al, the
ArdhiSasa platform, Ms
Wahome noted that this
will revolutionize land ad-
ministration and manage-
ment, making processes
more efficient, transpar-
ent, and accessible to all
citizens.

To resolve the chal-
lenges posed by varying
charges for endorsing
sectional plans across
different counties, the
CS said there is a need to

make changes to

the regulations to make it
clear what counties should
charge for endorsing sur-
vey plans.

She further called upon
the Director of Surveys,
the Land Surveyors’
Board, the Association of
Licensed Land Surveyors
of Kenya (ALLSK), and
ISK to ensure that clear
standard operating pro-
cedures are drafted in the
form of a user manual that
will go a long way in pro-
viding guidance when-

ever sectional properties
surveys are carried out or
processed.

To address the current
shortage of valuers across
many of the registries
country-wide, the Minis-
try of Land and the Public
Service Commission is fi-
nalizing the employment
0f 100 valuers.

“My Ministry is now in
charge of collecting stamp
duty. This activity will
help enhance our opera-
tions and has the potential

of increasing revenue col-
lection as we also improve
on service delivery to the
citizenry,” CS Wahome
said, adding plans are un-
derway to employ survey-
orS.

On legal reforms, the
Ministry of Lands is keen
to have a bill that would
regulate land administra-
tion and management as
well as property develop-
ment, she said.

he government has

I reaffirmed its com-

mitment to protect-

ing endangered wildlife

species, including Moun-

tain Bongo antelopes,
from extinction.

First Lady Rachel Ruto,
speaking at the Mount
Kenya Wildlife Conserv-
ancy in Nanyuki, wit-
nessed the release of ten
Mountain Bongos into the
Mawingu Mountain Bongo
Sanctuary.

She emphasized that
protecting these endan-
gered species from ex-
tinction is a bold move
that has shown significant
progress.

“The release of ten
Mountain Bongos into the
Mawingu Sanctuary at
the Mount Kenya Wild-
life Conservancy today is
the hope and motivation
we all need to continue
safeguarding endangered
wildlife species and pre-
serving their valuable
ecosystems. We reaffirm
our dedication to their
survival and well-being,”
said the First Lady.

Mrs. Ruto stressed the
government’s commit-
ment to safeguarding crit-
ically endangered wildlife
species and protecting
their habitat to increase
their numbers.

The release of the 10
Mountain Bongos into the
Mawingu Mountain Bongo
Sanctuary brings the total
so far to 24 in the sanctu-
ary.

There are 78 in the
Mount Kenya Wildlife
Conservancy due to the
20-year campaign to
protect the critically en-
dangered antelopes from
extinction.

Speaking at the func-
tion, Tourism Cabinet

Secretary Alfred Mutua
said that the government
is keen to support conser-
vation efforts and ensure
that the tourism sector is

at its peak to create em-
ployment opportunities
for the youth.

“The Government’s Na-
tional Recovery and Ac-

tion Plan for the Mountain
Bongo provides a strategic
framework for our col-
lective efforts to save this
iconic Kenyan species

from the brink of extinc-
tion.

“We are laying a firm
foundation for the recov-
ery and sustainable man-
agement of the Mountain
Bongo population in Kenya
through targeted conser-
vation interventions,” the
CS said.

Kenya Wildlife Service
Director-General Dr Eras-
tus Kanga said the wild
animals’ recovery has
been rising steadily but
regretted that the Moun-
tain Bongo are only 100 in
the country.

He added KWS in col-
laboration with partners
is working to restore them
through situ breeding and
rewilding technologies.

“Kenya’s wildlife pop-
ulation has been steadily
recovering for most spe-
cies, as evidenced in the
recent National Wildlife
Census Report 2021. There
are a few exceptions for

some species, particu-
larly the Mountain Bongo,
whose population in the
wild is at precarious levels
of fewer than 100 individ-
uals occurring in isolated
populations in Aberdare’s
and other areas,” Dr.
Kanga said.

The Mount Kenya Wild-
life Conservancy patron
Humphrey Kariuki said
the number of the en-
dangered antelopes has
been increasing though
at snail’s pace for the past
20 years courtesy of the 18
Mountain Bongo brought
from the US, through na-
tional government’s ef-
forts.

He revealed that plans
are underway to import
more Mountain Bongos
from European zoos to
enhance the genetic di-
versity.

Kenya has also an am-
bitious plan to achieve
a national population of
750 Mountain Bongos in
the next 50 years, as en-
shrined in the long-term
vision of the Mountain
Bongo National Recovery
and Action Plan launched
in 2019.

According to the Inter-
national Union for Con-
servation of Nature (TUCN)
Red List, antelopes, which
are the largest species
found in the mountain
regions, have been on a
downward trajectory in
the past 50 years.

Kenya Marine Institute and ABDP in deal to revolutionize fish farming

enya Marine and

to develop innovative
mechanisms aimed at
boosting fish production
in fish ponds.

Speaking at the Re-
search Institute station in
Kegati, Kisii Central Sub
County, Kisii County, Dr.
Paul Orina, who is the
center Director, said the
two organizations were
introducing solar-pow-

ered aeration systems to
pump oxygen into the

farmers’ fish ponds to
stagger the numbers and

yield more harvest from
the units.

Dr. Orina, who is also
Assistant Director over-
seeing Freshwater Aqua-
culture in the country,
said they had introduced
capacity-building activi-
ties for farmers, especially
on innovative production
of fish feed ingredients
by using locally available
materials to help cut costs
and increase availability
to farmers.

He noted they were also
examining the fish feed
policy, which is undergo-
ing development, to en-
sure farmers find relief by
lowering commercial feed

prices to make them more
affordable and accessible.

To sustain ample pro-
duction, the collaboration
was looking into ways of
improving seed through
an improved breeding
program of Tilapia and F9
generation, which he ex-
plained was equivalent to
the Gift fish.

He noted that they were
developing improved
brood stocks, with Sagana
being the Apex of produc-
tion, after which the good
agricultural practices are
cascaded down to other
multiplication centers,
which in turn share with
private hatcheries.

This, he said, ensures
quality fingerlings are
readily available with an
aim to increasing pro-
duction, raising income
and bettering nutrition of
citizens at the household
level.

KMFRI carries re-
search activities in aq-
uaculture with an aim
of supporting both land
and cage fish farming in
small water bodies like
fish ponds and lake Vic-
toria, by guiding farmers
to do better investments
through ecologically
sound approaches.ABDP
is supported by IFAD from
Rome.

to propel economic
transformation in the
country.

professionals, thereby
contributing to the
country’s transforma-
tion.

“This body needs to
be anchored in law,
once it has its own act
of parliament, then
we will be able to have
that sync, right foot in
what we are doing,”
he stated.

Dr. Dokota, him-
self an accomplished
economist by profes-
sion, delivered a pres-
entation on the effects
of geo-political un-
certainties on climate
change that has led
to floods, prolonged
drought, and crop fail-
ure.

“These have created
export restrictions
whereby countries
have banned the ex-
port of certain com-
modities so that they
can protect their food
reserves and food se-
curity,” he explained.

The PS stated that
geopolitical uncer-
tainties have caused
mayhem and have af-
fected the global econ-
omy.

The Chairman of
ESK Dr. Dunstone Ul-
wodi said ESK is ready
to support transform-
ative policies that will
change the country.

he Government has

I distributed a total of

1,226,400 kilograms

of essential food supplies,

consisting of rice and

beans, to families affected

by the ongoing floods
across the country.

Government Spokes-
person Isaac Mwaura said
that the food was dis-
tributed to support the
affected communities in
Busia, Homabay, Kisumu,
Machakos, Makueni, Tana
River, Kilifi, Nakuru,
Garissa, Turkana, Isiolo,
Migori, Kajiado, Nairobi,
Nyandarua, Kiambu, and
Muranga Counties.

Speaking in Nairobi
while giving an update
on the ongoing floods,
Mwaura said that 30 pub-
lic health officials have
also been deployed for
a risk assessment of all
167 internally displaced
camps and evaluation
of safe drinking water,
sanitation, and hygiene
(WASH) points.

“The flooding situation
persists in most parts of
the country, with the lat-
est weather forecast indi-
cating that heavy rainfall
and thunderstorms will
continue in 31 counties.”

The affected regions
include the Lake Victoria
Basin, Rift Valley, Central
and the Eastern regions.
Occasional rainfall is also
forecasted in Nairobi and
along the Coast region,
affecting the Tana River,

He added that Lake Vic-

Additionally, Mwaura
said continuous heavy
rains in the Central Re-
gion and the overflow of
the Seven Forks Dams,
pose the risk of increased
flooding in the Tana Delta
and the Garissa, Tana
River, and Lamu Counties.

“These unfavorable
weather conditions con-
tinue to impact varied
sectors of our economy
including transport, hous-
ing, education, health,
and agriculture. We are

the rising death toll, and
we send our sincere con-
dolences to the affected
families and friends.

“As of today, we are
mourning the loss of a
total of 257 lives with 14
adults and five children
reported dead in the last
24 hours. A total 188 peo-
ple have been injured,
while 293, 661 people have
been affected and 54,837
households have been dis-

laced,” Mwaura said.

He said 61 health facil-
ities have been affected
in 11 counties and crops
on approximately 9,816

acres of land have been
destroyed.

“A total of 44 cholera
cases have been reported
so far, with the Ministry
of Health together with
the Kenya Red Cross con-
ducting medical outreach
programmes as well as
cholera control and other
waterborne diseases in
Tana River and Marsabit
Counties,” Mwaura said.

The Government
Spokesperson said the
flooding has an adverse
impact on railway lines
and train operations.
This includes the sec-
tion between Thika and
Nanyuki as well as within
the Chemelil and Kibig-
ori railway section on the
Nakuru- Kisumu branch
line. The Nairobi- Kisumu
and Nairobi-Nanyuki long
distance operations have
also been affected as op-
erations are yet to resume.

Repair works are cur-
rently ongoing, with the
Kenya Railways Authority
targeting to open the af-
fected lines by the end of
May 2024.

“Additionally, 192 dams
have been identified as
high risk, following a na-
tional assessment of all
dams. Consequently, var-
ied evacuation exercises
are being undertaken
across the country, fol-
lowing a 24-hour evacu-
ation notice, which was
effective on May 2nd,
and which was issued to
settlements in 33 coun-
ties that are within 178 of
high-risk dams and water

reservoirs,” Mwaura ex-
plained.
He said in Nairobi

County, the households
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residing within the 30 me-
ters riparian corridors and
other water causes, are
currently being evacuated
for their safety and evac-
uation notices have also
been given to all the resi-
dents in the areas prone to
landslides and mudslides.

“Further, notices have
been given to those in the
sections within the drain-
age pathways of the Kenya
railway tunnels, to give
way for the rehabilitation
of the railway infrastruc-
ture,” Mwaura said.

He continued, “There
are a number of search
and rescue operations
that are ongoing across
the country, to relocate
the affected individuals to
higher ground and to pro-
vide the affected house-
holds with medical and
related assistance.”

Mwaura added that the
county governments, the
Kenya Defense Forces,
Kenya Coast Guard Ser-
vice, Kenya Wildlife Ser-
vice, and the Kenya Red
Cross have responded to
emergencies and suc-
cessfully evacuated resi-
dents in Kisumu, Narok,
Machakos, Nakuru and
Tana River Counties.

“We, nevertheless, ad-
vise all Kenyans to stay
safe and to adhere to the
weather forecast and
evacuation notices that
are being provided by the
government and other
agencies. The affected
individuals and fami-
lies can also reach out
for assistance through
the emergency toll free
line 0800721571,” said
Mwaura.

growing trees,” he observed, as he asked each
citizen to plant at least 50 trees, particularly
the fruit species.

So, how does tree planting help in reversing
climate change effects? First, trees isolate and
absorb carbon dioxide from the atmosphere,
therefore, reducing emissions as they store
the carbon in the trees and soil and release
oxygen into the atmosphere.

According to Peter Olucheho, a botanist,
broadleaved tree species like oak and beech
do the job much better as their large leaf
surfaces generate more photosynthesis, while
conifers absorb more heat.

Further, trees help in stabilising land by
preventing soil erosion thus boosting soil
fertility besides mitigating pollution and
evaporation of moisture.

“And by planting trees, one can also engage
in carbon credit trading. Carbon credits

represent the reduction of one tonne of carbon
dioxide and are sold in the international
market,” explained George Wara, an ecosys-
tem conservator at the Kenya Forest Service.
Trees also act as water catchment areas by
holding moisture, therefore, attracting rainfall
whose water supply sustains plant and animal
life, increases agricultural production and
thus food security.

Environment CS Soipan Tuya notes that
the ongoing floods come as a stark reminder

How harmonisation of data laws
in Africa will benefit Kenya

Data sharing between
African countries is
expected to boost
continental trade,
tourism, health and
agriculture sectors

s Kenya hosted the Network of

African Data Protection Authorities

(NADPA/RADPD) Conference and
Annual General Meeting last week, one thing
stood out as delegates canvassed the various
issues - the country is keen on seeing Africa
share data for faster digital transformation.

ICT and the Digital Economy CS Eliud Owalo
set the tone of the meeting as he asked African
countries to harmonise data protection laws
to enhance free cross-border data transfer.

Mr Owalo observed that cross-border
data sharing would drive up the digital
economy through knowledge-sharing and
boost e-commerce, continental trade, tourism
and agriculture sectors.

Data, as they say, is the new oil, and it’s
powering the different sectors. In Kenya, it is
behind the various government and private
sector initiatives, including e-government

projects like E-Citizen, fertiliser subsidity
programme, digital payments, digital ID,
the new university funding model and the
Electronic Travel Authorisation system.

With Kenya pushing for increased inte-
gration of African countries, cross-border
data sharing would be key in the full op-
erationalisation of the African Continental
Free Trade Area (AfCFTA), which aims to
increase inter-Africa trade and develop a single
digital market. Therefore, data sharing and
developing continental interoperable digital
systems is crucial for the success of AfCFTA.

“We should come up with a clear roadmap
on data protection as a continent to develop
structures that we need to have and how to
strengthen our data governance authorities.
We also need to strengthen our data privacy
and protection to fully benefit from the digital
transformation,” said Mr Owalo.

In March, Kenya and the United Arab
Emirates signed an MoU that will see the con-
struction of the first-ever geothermal-powered
data centre. The centre, and others that are
being constructed or are already operational
including the Konza National Data Centre, are
expected to make Kenya a cloud business hub.

“Kenya like many other Africa countries
has developed ICT infrastucture including

data centres which have the capacity to
offer high-end cloud services to private and
government institutions,” said Mr Owalo.

Without the harmonisation of data gov-
ernance laws between African nations,
Kenya may not be able to benefit fully from
the opportunities that come with the cloud
business. African countries in 2022 adopted
the AU Data Policy Framework, which seeks
to strengthen and harmonise data governance
frameworks in Africa and thereby create a
shared data space and standards that regulate
the intensifying production and use of data
across the continent.

The harmonisation of data sharing frame-
works between countries across Africa would,
therefore, boost the AU agenda by enabling
countries to share ICT infrastructure and
further create opportunities for countries
and boost connectivity.

Mme Tchimaden Sanady, the chairperson
of NADPA, said the institution is working to
have every African country have laws on data
to enhance protection and governance.

She added that the network will harmonise
the laws as part of efforts to actualise Africa
Agenda 2063, a blueprint for transforming
Africa into the global powerhouse of the
future.

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KenGen secures approval for 42.5 MW
Solar PV plant at Seven Forks Dams

he Kenya Electricity
TGeneration Company

(KenGen) has secured
approvals to establish a 42.5
MW solar PV plant at the
Seven Forks Dams to scale
up power generation in the
country.

Through this initiative,
KenGen aims to utilize the
sun’s intensity during the
day to generate power and
conserve water at the coun-
try’s largest hydropower
dams for power generation
at night.

KenGen’s Managing Di-
rector, Eng. Peter Njenga,
stated that the project will
not only inject more power
into the national grid but
also ensure a stable supply
of electricity to catalyze
economic development.

Eng. Njenga added that
all approvals for the project
have been finalized, paving
the way for the construc-
tion phase, which will be
commissioned soon.

Speaking during the 12th
KenGen Good to Great
Global Innovation Seminar
in Kisumu, the MD empha-
sized that the new project
signifies the company’s
commitment to innovation

and embracing renewable
energy to meet the coun-
try’s energy needs.

KenGen, he added, is
embarking on several other
projects to maximise avail-
able resources to stabilise
power generation and pro-
vide affordable and com-
petitively priced electricity
for Kenyans.

He cited the Gogo Power
Station in Migori County
which is being upgraded
from the current 2MW to
8.6MW.

“This is one of our most

important stations at Ken-
Gen at the moment as it
carries the promise of our
growth at a time when ca-
pacity expansion seemed
impossible,” he said.
KenGen, he added, was
taking advantage of the
ongoing rains, to scale up
hydropower generation to
ensure more electricity is
available for Kenyans.
“Here in the Western
Region, we have increased
our hydro electricity gen-
eration at Sondu and San-
goro power stations as well

as Turkwel due to the in-
creased rainfall,” he said.

The dams under KenGen
management, he said, have
helped reduce the effects of
flooding, especially down-
stream of Tana River.

The hydropower dams in
the Seven Forks catchment,
he said, have reached full
supply capacity and now
hold a combined volume of
more than 2.6 billion cubic
meters against a total flow
from River Tana estimated
at five (5) billion cubic me-
ters.

“This means that our
Seven Forks Dams hold
the bulk of the water flow-
ing from River Tana, way
more than half the volume,
which would otherwise be
flooding areas downstream
of the dams thereby reduc-
ing the damage caused by
the ongoing rains,” he said.

Turkwel Dam however,
he disclosed, is far from
reaching its maximum ca-
pacity saying there was no
cause for alarm for those
living near the dam.

“As we speak, the dam
level is far from reaching
the maximum level of 1,150
meters above sea level. We
are at 1,136 meters,” he
said.
