isumu City is poised

[< for a major facelift
following the release

of a Sh300 million Urban
Development Grant (UDG)
by the World Bank to im-
prove infrastructure and
strengthen service delivery.
The grant, through the
Kenya Urban Support Pro-
ject IT (KUSP 1), will also see
the recently launched Ahero

Municipality receive Sh16.8
million to roll out similar
projects.

This comes after the suc-
cessful implementation of
KUSP I, during which the
city received Sh1.7 billion.

This funding was uti-
lized to construct a mod-
ern fire station, the Rotary
Youth Innovation Center, a
non-motorized transport
facility, upgrade Jomo Ken-
yatta Sports Grounds, up-

grade Jamhuri Gardens and
the botanical garden, con-
struct Nyamasaria bus park,
construct Kibuye Market,
and establish the Kaloleni
Community Centre.

Mr. Charles Hinga, Prin-
cipal Secretary of the State
Department for Housing
and Urban Development,
stated that the program has
greatly transformed Kisumu
by implementing infrastruc-
ture and structures that have

created a modern and resil-
ient city.

In aspeech read on his be-
half by the Administration
Secretary in the Department
Mr. Hiram Kahiro in Ki-
sumu during the launch of
the Kisumu Local Physical
and Land Use Development
Plan and Sustainable Mobil-
ity Plan, Hinga said KUSP II
which targets a number of

handed over to 47 counties

Ms. Mbaika stated that over
8,000 movable assets spread across
all the 47 counties were inspected
and valued with a consolidated
value of Sh3 billion during a valua-
tion exercise of the movable assets,
which included plant, motor vehi-

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was long overdue since the in-
ception of devolution, this is in
line with the Bottom-Up Eco-
nomic Transformation agenda
(BETA),” Ms Mbaika said.

The PS who handed over the
assets to Uasin Gishu Governor
Dr Jonathan Bii at the county
transport and mechanical yard,
further added that since the
passage of the 2010 Constitu-
tion, finalisation and transfer
of assets relating to the defunct
local authorities and those at-
tached to the devolved function
have remained pending for a
long time.

“To fully finalise this exercise
the tenth National and County
Government Coordinating
Summit held in February 2023
directed the State Department
for Devolution and IGRTC to
coordinate the exercise to com-
pletion,” she added.

Additionally, she said the re-
sponsibility now turns to the
individual county governments
to ensure that the valued assets
are updated in their asset reg-
isters and necessary steps to
change ownership are done to
safeguard and protect the pub-

lic assets.

“We have set a multi-agency
team consisting of the State De-
partment of Devolution, NTSA,
National Treasury and IGRTC to
support counties in the imple-
mentation of the next steps that
will involve transfers re-reg-
istration, de-registration and
disposal of obsolete assets,” Ms
Mbaika affirmed.

She called upon the county
government to address some of
the gaps identified in valuation
reports to safeguard the assets
recommending that they work
with National Transport and
Safety Authority (NTSA)and
other agencies to set up county
roads safety and transport plans
to ensure public assets are uti-
lised and road safety improved.

The government, in line with
the BETA plan will ensure coun-
ties are fully resourced, noting
that the handing over of the as-
sets will strengthen devolution
and service delivery to Ken-
yans, she said.

Governor Bii commended the
move by the national govern-
ment to ensure ownership of
the vehicles and other move-
able assets will promote devel-
opment in the county.

“When I came into
office in 2017, part
of my work was to
restore order in Ki-
sumu. [ found a city in
a mess, with traders
and hawkers selling
their wares all over
the streets. The pedes-
trians had nowhere to
walk. Even the traders
themselves worked in
distress,” he said.
“Today the traders
are happy in the new

markets we built.
Now they have shelter
over their heads and
a cleaner work envi-
ronment,” he added.
The county govern-
ment, he said, was
in the final stages of
implementing the
Geospatial Informa-
tion System (GIS) to
aid in planning the
city. Bondo
Member of Parliament
(MP) Gideon Ochanda
who represented the

National Assembly
Committee on Hous-
ing, Lands and Urban
Development lauded
the move by Kisumu
saying the two plans
were set to spur urban
renewal and develop-
ment in the city.

“It may sound am-
bitious but this is the
way to go. The west-
ern countries took the
same route and are
ahead of us. It must be
done,” he said.

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DP Gachagua assures
support for flood-
affected Kenyans

eputy President Ri-

D gathi Gachagua has

assured Kenyans

who have been affected by

ongoing heavy rains of the
government’s support.

Gachagua stated that
families who have been
displaced from their
homes by floods will re-
ceive humanitarian sup-
port until they are able to
return home.

He urged people living
in high-risk areas to re-
locate to safer areas while
the government works to
provide temporary shel-
ter and food, among other
basic necessities.

The DP spoke at Ngutu
Primary School in
Mathioya sub-county,
which is currently host-
ing more than 52 families
affected by the landslide
at Kijango village that left
six people dead.

Leading other leaders
to offer food and other
personal items, Gachagua
pleaded with those living
within landslide-prone
areas to heed the gov-
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Deputy President Rigathi Gachagua leads the distribu-
tion of personal items to victims of landslides who are
hosted at Ngutu Primary School in Mathioya

ernment’s directive and
move to safer places. “Do
not wait to be affected by
a landslide. If experts have
warned your area can be
hit by the disaster, just
move. The government is
working to cater for the
expenses of those who
have been displaced and
affected by the on-going
rains,’’ he said.

The Sunday night land-
slide swept away an area
of about three acres de-
stroying three homes

where a mother, her three
children and a man and
his wife perished.

More than 52 families
neighbouring the scene,
who were also at risk to
be hit by landslides, were
moved to Ngutu Primary
School. At the same time,
a team of Murang’a leg-
islators led by Kiharu MP
Ndindi Nyoro who had
visited the victims said
there are funds usually
allocated in both national
and county governments

to cater for emergency
cases.

Nyoro who chairs the
Parliamentary Committee
on Budget urged account-
ing officers of government
agencies entrusted to han-
dle disasters to release the
funds and assist victims of
the devastating rains.

He noted that Parlia-
ment will approve the
utilized funds on the
emergencies later saying
due to the havoc caused
by heavy rains, the Con-
stitution allows the use
of funds prior approval to
save lives.

Murang’a Senator Joe
Nyutu asked the County
Government of Murang’a
to use money meant for
emergencies to support
the families that were hit
by the landslide.

Nyutu noted that the
county has almost Sh200
million from the equita-
ble fund meant to cater for
emergencies which can be
used to relocate the fami-
lies saying their land was
completely destroyed and
there is no place which
can be used to bury those
who perished in the inci-
dent. The County Woman
Representative Ms Betty
Maina said officers from
the Ministry of Interior
assisted by those from the
Red Cross should assess
and inspect all high risk
areas and advise locals to
relocate to safer areas.

Africa Programme at a Nairobi hotel

he Ministry of
Health, in partner-

ship with Astra-
Zeneca, has launched the
Cancer Care Africa Pro-
gramme to improve can-
cer care in the country by
enhancing access and out-
comes of cancer diagnosis
and treatment.

Cancer has become a
major public health con-
cern in Kenya and across
Africa, with the latest
statistics from the World
Health Organization
(WHO) showing that there
were 44,726 cancer cases

and 29,317 cancer deaths
in Kenya in the year 2022.

These figures are set
against a regional context
that estimates a total of 2.1
million new cases and 1.4
million deaths annually by
2040 across Africa.

The Cabinet Secretary
for Health, Ms. Susan Na-
khumicha, said the launch
of the Cancer Care Africa
Programme in the coun-
try signifies a step towards
improving cancer care for
all. Nakhumicha made
the remarks in a speech
read on her behalf by the
National Cancer Institute
of Kenya, Chief Execu-
tive Officer Dr. Elias Melly

during the launch of the
programme at a Nairobi
Hotel. The CS said the col-
laborative initiative with
other stakeholders has the
potential to significantly
improve access to diag-
nosis, treatment and care,
saving lives and improv-
ing the well-being of the
country. The CS noted that
a few decades ago, can-
cer and other non-com-
municable diseases were
not a major concern for
the country while adding
that pre-occupation was
largely with the infec-
tious diseases such as HIV,
malaria and tuberculosis
among others.

“Today, however, can-
cer has emerged as a crit-
ical health issue across
Africa exerting a dispro-
portionately huge burden
on families and on our
healthcare system. Today,
cancer is ranked the third
leading cause of death in
Kenya behind infectious
diseases and cardiovas-
cular and the fifth in Af-
rica,” she said. The CS
said what most Kenyans
dread is a cancer diagno-
sis to a family member, as
such a diagnosis may not
only portend an early loss
of a loved one, but a cat-
astrophic financial burden
for the entire household.

She said the programme
will play a key role in can-
cer care and management
by challenging traditional
thinking and advocat-
ing for policy changes in
cancer care to improve
outcomes for all individ-
uals affected by the dis-
ease, regardless of their
demographic, geographic
Or socio-economic status.
In his remarks, Dave Fre-
drickson, the Executive
Vice-President, Oncology
Business Unit, at Astra-
Zeneca, said the Cancer
Care Africa Programme
will support early detec-
tion, increase timely diag-
nosis, and improve access
to treatment options for
patients in Kenya.

of Kenya’s highest foreign
exchange earners,” the PS
noted.

Mr. Mwadime was

Mwadime said Europe
remains one of the key and
popular destination coun-
tries for Kenyan Migrants,
with the region only rank-
ing second after America.

Water Services for All
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PS defends expenditure of Petroleum Development Levy funds

he State Depart-
I ment for Petro-
leum expended Sh
2,671,677,803 from the
Petroleum Development
Levy on fuel stabilization,
preparatory activities for
the Lokichar-Lamu Oil
Pipeline, and early mon-
etization of the First Oil
Project.

Speaking before the Na-
tional Assembly Special
Funds Account Committee
(SFAC), chaired by Migori
Women Representative
Ms. Fatuma Mohamed, to
address queries raised by

the Auditor General for
the financial years 2018/19
to 2021/22, Principal Sec-
retary Mohamed Liban
stated that the funds were
also allocated for LPG dis-
tribution infrastructure
and oil exploration moni-
toring.

Liban further informed
the committee that the
purpose of transferring
funds from the State De-
partment for Petroleum
was to provide budgetary
support for oil and gas
exploration under a Pro-
duction Sharing Contract
(PSC) between the State

Moﬁ-amed Liban

Department and the Na-
tional Oil Cooperation of
Kenya (NOCK), pertain-
ing to exploration in Block
14T.

The PS also defended the
annual transfer of Sh250
million to the National Oil
Corporation (NOCK) for oil
exploration in Block 14T.
He added that the Minis-
try is awaiting commercial
and financing agreements
for the Lokichar-Lamu oil
pipeline after three con-
sultants requested a three-
month extension.

The PS said once the
consultants present the
commercial and financing
agreements to the Energy
and Petroleum Regula-
tory Authority (EPRA) for
review in June, the Petro-

leum Cabinet Secretary
will have a month to re-
view the same and make
a decision on the Lokich-
ar-Lamu oil pipeline.

“We are now at the stage
of a field development
plan. EPRA is looking at
the documents from the
contractors. The CS will
receive the documents by
June 30, 2024 and he will
have one month thereaf-
ter to scrutinize the EPRA
findings, approve it and
subject the same to this
House,” Mr. Liban said.

Mr. Liban was accom-
panied by NOCK Chief

Executive Leparan Ole
Morintat , Senior Chief
Finance Officer (SCFO)
Dismas Ogot, Senior Dep-
uty Accountant General
(SDAG) Veronica Kamau
and Senior Principal Su-
perintending Geologist
Joseph Otieno. The NOCK
CEO told the Committee
that the State agency has
the capacity to explore oil
and gas in the country.
“We have the capac-
ity to conduct oil and
gas exploration.

(NSC) meetings since its
commencement and is
digitized for transparency
and accountability.

“To date, 5.9 million
nets have already been is-
sued to households across
nine counties, safeguard-
ing 11 million people,”
said Ms. Muriuki. She ex-

plained that the distribu-
tions include: Homa Bay
823,363 nets, Kisii 872,333
nets, Nyamira 412,747
nets, Kisumu 798,625
nets, Siaya 688,429 nets,
Migori 808,712 nets, Kwale
542,957 nets, Mombasa
800,556 nets, and Taita
Taveta 228,974 nets.
“Starting April 29th,
2024, and the susequent
weeks, households in the
specified counties will re-
ceive mosquito nets. Lamu

will be allocated 111,053
nets, Tana River 243,770
nets, Kilifi 1,121,621 nets,
Trans Nzoia 765,631 nets,
Busia 652,471 nets, and
Narok 895,161 nets,” the
PS said.

According to Ms Mu-
riuki, the NMCP is also

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Kenya to form credit
guarantee company to
support growth of MSMEs

The National Treasury
is in the process of
converting the Credit
Guarantee Scheme (CGS)
to the Kenya Credit Guar-
antee Company (KCGC) for
continuity and sustaina-
bility in supporting Micro
Small and Medium Enter-
prises (MSMES) to access
credit in the open market.

This follows the success-
ful implementation of CGS
under a pilot programme
to address the challenges
of access to finance by
MSMEs.

Rolled out on Decem-
ber 8th, 2020, CGS was
a risk taking sharing ar-
rangement between the
Government and financial
intermediaries lending to
eligible MSMEs affected by
COVID-19 pandemic.

The KCGC is poised to
address the financing gap
for MSMEs that need at
least Sh4 trillion which is
more than the Country’s
budget with the Kenyan
banks able to lend to the
business people only up to
Sh783 million.

“If we try to give funds
as county governments

or as the national govern-
ment to MSMEs we need
at least Sh4 trillion. Ken-
yans banks can only give
Sh783 billion. If we put too
much we will have a defi-
cit forcing the country to
borrow funds externally
which is not sustainable,”
he pointed out.

Speaking during a pub-
lic participation exercise
on the Credit Guarantee
Policy and Amendments to
the Central Bank of Kenya
Act, Senior Deputy Direc-
tor, Financial and Sectoral
Affairs at the National
Treasury Ronald Inyangala
said the financing gap has
impacted MSMEs who now
depend on informal lend-
ing institutions like Cha-
mas and shylocks whose
rates are high forcing some
MSMEs to operate mini-
mally or shut down.

“Stringent loan require-
ments, collateral limita-
tion, operating informally,
insufficient knowledge
about credit worthiness
and capacity challenges
on business management
have impacted nega-
tively to the potential of
MSMEs,” Inyangala noted.

He said the national gov-
ernment and county gov-
ernments have been trying
to intervene and support
MSMEs by establishing
kitty’s like the Women En-
terprise Fund, Youth Fund,
Uwezo Fund but have not
reached all Kenyans due to
moral hazards where loa-
nees fail to repay loans to
be used to support others.

“Moral hazards is where
you take loans and decide
not to repay. In devel-
oped countries failure to
repay loans will deny you
access to basic necessi-
ties like water, electricity
among other services,” he
noted. “So the government
is trusting MSMEs and can
take that risk as a guaran-
tor to support the MSMEs
to get funds from banks
to address the challenge
of market failure, where
MSMEs go to banks and
are not given funds due to
defaults and lack of collat-
eral,” he added.

He said financial insti-
tutions which will offer
credit to MSMEs through
the Credit Guarantee
Scheme will benefit from
capital relief.

The National Construction Authority is a state corporation established by the National Construction Authority Act No. 41 of 2011 with an overall mandate of
overseeing the construction industry and co-ordinating its development. It is also charged with the responsibility to promote and ensure quality assurance
in the construction industry.

The Authority notes that the country continues to experience high rainfall levels leading to flooding in many areas. In light of the above, preparedness and
pro-active planning by all parties in the construction sector is key in minimizing the impact of the heavy rains keeping emphasis on the potential hazards
below.

DANGERS OF HEAVY RAINFALL AND FLOODS:
* Structurally weakened structures: Due to compromised foundation soil properties from rainwater percolation, structures may collapse, posing a direct threat
to anyone nearby.
* Slope failure: Unsecured deep excavations can lead to slope instability and failure, especially with increased moisture/water content, which poses a risk
of burial or injury to workers.
* Substandard concrete mix: Heavy rains during concreting can alter water/cement ratios, resulting in substandard concrete mixtures that compromise
structural integrity, posing a risk of collapse leading to injury or loss of lives.
* Scaffold compromise: Rain events can compromise scaffolding stability, leading to collapse and potential injury to workers

due to lubrication or slippery of contact and joint areas.
¢ Increased likelihood of accidents on-site, including slips, trips, and falls due to slippery surfaces, high winds and reduced visibility.
¢ Lightning strikes: The abundance of metal on construction sites increases the risk of lightning strikes, posing a threat of electrocution, fires, or explosions,
particularly to workers near tall structures such as cranes and scaffolding.

In response to the heightened risks posed by heavy rainfall in the construction sector, ALL Parties in a construction site MUST prioritize safety to persons and
property by undertaking proactive measures including but not limited to:

* Keeping children and non-essential persons away from construction sites, boundary walls and suspected compromised structures;
* Training workers on safety protocols: Train construction workers on safety protocols specific to rainy weather conditions, including proper use of personal
protective equipment (PPE) and emergency response procedures;
* Ensuring personal protective equipment is used at all times: Do not work at heights or in deep excavations without proper

safety equipment and precautions in place;
* Monitoring excavations: Monitor excavations closely during rainy periods to prevent slope failures and cave-ins due to increased moisture content in the
soil. The correct excavation methodology MUST be applied at all times to ensure the safety of the site, construction workers and neighboring properties;
* Reinforcing of temporary structures: Reqularly inspect and reinforce temporary structures like scaffolding and shoring to ensure they can withstand heavy
rains and strong winds;
* Adequate scheduling of concrete pouring: Schedule concrete pouring during periods of low precipitation to avoid issues with water-cement ratio and ensure
the quality of the concrete mix;
* Monitoring weather conditions: Stay informed about weather forecasts and potential hazards, such as flash floods, to make informed decisions regarding
work activities and site operations;
* Cessation of new works: This applies specially to new excavations and works near waterways.
* Cessation of all works on site immediately it starts raining: When rainfall begins, all outdoor works should cease immediately, especially for tasks conducted
at heights or in deep excavations. Workers should seek shelter indoors or in designated safe areas until the weather improves. Safety should always take
precedence over work progress during severe weather conditions.

MITIGATION AGAINST ADVERSE EFFECTS
The Authority has been carrying out enhanced quality assurance activities on all ongoing constructions across the country since the onset of the rainy season.

The Authority is also collaborating with other government agencies to respond to emergencies and map out flood prone and riparian areas.

In addition, the public is strongly advised to check buildings and boundary walls after heavy rains or floods for any signs of structural damage such as cracks,
water intrusion, electrical hazards, leaning structures and debris blockage on drainage structures, and to alert the relevant authorities for inspection and/or
advice.

The Cabinet Secre-
tary spoke during the

(PASET) at a Nairobi hotel.
Present during the
panel discussion were the
Chair of PASET Govern-
ing Council and Minister
of State for Education in
Rwanda, Claudette Irere.
The forum attracted
academia, industry, and

governments across Af-
rica to discuss the fu-
ture of skills, education,
and entrepreneurship on
the continent under the
theme: “Leveraging Tech-
nical, Vocational, and
Technical Training (TVET)
in the knowledge and
skills ecosystem for Afri-
ca’s industrialization.”
Mr. Machogu stated that

the 100 percent transition
to secondary schools, cap-
itation for students who
enroll in TVET institu-
tions, rebranding of TVET,
and support for Special
Needs TVETs had led to
a massive enrollment of
students into the TVET
system. He added that
the government’s support
for TVET and the interest

shown by students had
outstripped the capacity
of the current infrastruc-
ture, equipment, and sup-
port facilities to meet the
training needs of the stu-
dents.

He further mentioned
that current enrollment
in TVET institutions is
389,962 students against
7,133 trainers.

The Communications Authority of Kenya (CA) is the regulatory authority for the communications
sector in Kenya. Established in 1999 by the Kenya Information and Communications Act, 1998, the Au-
thority is responsible for facilitating the development of the information and communications sectors
including; broadcasting, cybersecurity, multimedia, telecommunications, electronic commerce, postal
and courier services. CA is also responsible for managing the country’s numbering and frequency
spectrum resources, administering the Universal Service Fund (USF) as well as safeguarding the inter-
ests of consumers and users of ICT services.

It has come to the attention of the Authority that some private, public entities and landlords are deny-
ing access, or limiting access or locking-in specific telecommunication service providers and services
to their premises. Please note this is in contravention to the Constitution of Kenya Chapter Four on Bill
of Rights articles 33, 34 & 35 that grant free access to information and communication systems of any
nature by members of the public.

The Kenya Information and Communications Act further prohibits denial of access to communication
services and requires provision of equal opportunity for access to the same type and quality of service
to all customers. We make specific reference to the Sections of the Act below: -

84U. Denial of access No licensee under this Act shall deny access or service to a customer except

for delinquency of payment of dues or for any other just cause. 84V. Anti-competitive practices

and conduct A Jicensee shall provide equal opportunity for access to the same type and quality of

service to all customers in a given area at substantially the same tariff limiting variations to available

or appropriate technologies required to serve specific customers.

To this end, the Authority advises members of public, landlords, property owners and managers of the
importance of procuring telecommunication and courier services from duly licenced and compliant
entities. These are entities which are in possession of a valid licence and annual compliance certificate
and as provided for under the Kenya Information and Communication Act,1998.

For the avoidance of doubt the register of licensed entities is always posted routinely on the Authori-
ty’s website and is accessible at https://www.ca.go.ke/licensee-register and available free of charge
for public use. Members of public are further advised to desist from obtaining services from unlicensed
or non-compliant licensees in order to ensure better quality of services and robust consumer protec-
tion.

Committee urges
swift action on police
commission duties

he members
of the Parlia-
mentary Con-
stitutional
Implementation Over-
sight Committee want
prompt action to be
taken to probe and
solve the confusion
caused by the overlap-
ping of duties between
the National Police
Service Commission
(NPSC) Chair and the
Commission as a whole.
They particularly
emphasized the func-
tions performed by
the Inspector General
(IG) and the ex-officio

members of the NPSC.
They also expressed
deep concern about the
rise in reported fatal-
ities among police of-
ficers due to depression,
instances of inter-of-
ficer violence, incidents
of suicide, and the con-
fusion caused by the

overlapping of duties.
Speaking at a retreat
in Mombasa, the com-
mittee chairperson,
Gathoni Wamuchomba,
said the retreat was set
to deal with matters
that have been pending
concerning the imple-
mentation of the Con-
stitution by the NPSC.
Being an independent
commission, she noted,
its mandate is to over-
see the operations of the
National Police Service
(NPS) and ensure the
constitution is aligned

with its mandate to
serve the public.

“We have received
several letters from
the NPSC full of lam-
entations on matters
related to the infringe-
ment of their rights,
and of great concern is
the conflict of overlap
of duties between the
NPSC Chair and the
Commission in totality
in respect to the work
that is being done by
the Inspector General
(IG) and the ex-official
members of the NPSC,”
she said.“There is a
growing concern about
a significant number
of police officers re-
sorting to substance
use as a coping mech-
anism to contend with
life challenges which
is attributed to mount-
ing frustrations and
depression stemming
from various sources,”
Wamuchomba noted.

She emphasized that
it is important to have
a dialogue to look into
the matter and find
solutions because the
Police is a vital body in
the country.

Wamuchomba men-
tioned that there had
been a previous retreat
held in Nairobi, during
which, after extensive
deliberation and dis-
cussion, it was collec-
tively acknowledged
that the issues to be ad-
dressed were weighty
and warranted a two-
day retreat.

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Veterinary sector set
for overhaul with new
regulatory bodies

he Ministry of Ag-
I riculture and Live-
stock Development
is seeking ways to regu-
late veterinary services
by establishing two or-
ganizations: the Kenya
Veterinary Council and
the Veterinary Medicines
and Vaccines Authority to
achieve this goal.

According to a proposed
bill, the Veterinary Coun-
cil will be responsible for
training, business, prac-
tice, and employment of
veterinary surgeons and
para-professionals. Ad-
ditionally, the body will
register, issue licenses,
control, and regulate vet-
erinary practice among
other roles.

On the other hand, the
Veterinary Medicines and
Vaccines Authority will
enforce quality assurance
standards in the manu-
facture, distribution, and
use of veterinary med-
icines and vaccines to
safeguard human and an-

imal health, as well as the
environment.

The Authority will also
be responsible for cate-
gorizing veterinary med-
icines and vaccines and
qualifying persons au-
thorized to trade in each
category.

The Council will also be
the sole registrar of veter-
inary medicines and vac-
cines manufactured or
imported for use in Kenya
or for export from Kenya,
among other functions.

Ministry officials and
members of the task-
force involved in for-
mulation of the Draft
Veterinary Practice and
Veterinary Medicines
Bill held a stakeholder’s

stakeholders are collected
and collated by May 17,
2024, a final validation
forum will be held before
the Bill is sent to the Of-
fice of the Attorney-Gen-
eral for verification before
its transmission to Parlia-
ment for approval to be-
come law.

He clarified that if
passed, the Act will only
apply to training and li-
censing of diploma and
certificate holders.

A member of the task-

force involved in formu-
lation of the draft, Dr.
Maurice Ogutu said the
country has for long been
operating the veterinary
medicines and vaccines
under regulations, which
is against the interna-
tional law that requires
that it operates under an
Act of Parliament.

“The veterinary med-
icines and vaccines law,
as it is now, is being op-
erated under regulations
which are a secondary

law, not a primary law as
per international law re-
quirement,” he added.

Dr. Ogutu, who repre-
sents the pharmaceutical
industry said these laws
will ensure proper su-
pervision and regulation
of registration, manufac-
turing, importation and
exportation of veterinary
medicines in the country.

The proposed bill has
also spelt out penalties for
those contravening any of
the provisions.

The Information Minis-
try launched the National
Tree Growing Day in Kisii
in November 2023 by

Kisiang’ani.

According to the Kisii
County Forest Officer,
Manoah Oyioka, the
county has a tree cover of
26.6 percent and aims to
achieve 30 percent tree
cover by 2032.

Consequently, Oyioka
said that KFS is partner-
ing with private farms and
other institutions to plant
10 million trees in order to
achieve that goal by 2032.

The Forest Officer urged
the residents of Kisii to
plant trees in their own
private farms, especially
during this rainy season.

In addition, he encour-
aged the farmers to plant
fruit trees which can eas-
ily blend with other crops
in farmlands and enhance
food security.

This comes days after
Kisii Governor Simba Arati
distributed 200,000 avo-
cado fruit tree seedlings to
farmers as a way of ensur-
ing they access quality and
affordable planting mate-
rials to boost avocado pro-
duction in the region.

Some of the indige-
nous trees found in Kisii
County include makhamia
(Omwobo), croton (Omo-
socho), and briteria (Omo-
tatankanga), while the
exotic trees are eucalyptus,
grevillea, and pine trees.

State vows to complete pending
projects, enhance transport laws

he government has

I reiterated its com-
mitment to complet-

ing all pending projects
and ensuring amendments
to laws to reinvigorate the
country’s transport sector.

Transport Principal Sec-
retary Mohamed Daghar,
speaking at a Mombasa
hotel before the Depart-
mental Committee on
Transport and Infrastruc-
ture, stated that part of the
ambitious plan includes
a review of legislation to
align it with new emerging
developments in the trans-
port sector.

Daghar noted that the
review of legislation is
aimed at forestalling le-
gal hurdles for projects
undertaken by the Kenya
Airports Authority (KAA),
Kenya Railways Corpora-
tion (KRC), and the Kenya
Civil Aviation Authority
(KCAA).

He hailed the cordial
relationship between the
State Department and the
Parliamentary Committee,
which is crucial for driving
the legislative mandate of
the department.

He revealed that the

State Department is in the
process of revoking the le-
gal notice establishing the
Railway City Development
Authority to avoid dupli-
cation of functions with
the Kenya Railways Cor-
poration.

In his submission to the
committee chaired by Ndia
MP George Macharia, the
PS noted that the process
of reviewing the Draft 2023
Railway Bill to align it with
the Reviewed Integrated
National Transport Policy
is at an advanced stage.

“We are undergoing a
lot of legislation review, in
terms of policies and the
entire architectural legal
framework,” he said.

“A regulator like the
Kenya Civil Aviation Au-
thority is constantly un-
dergoing amendments of
its statutory instruments,”
he added.

The PS assured the legis-
lators of his State Depart-
ment’s determination to
ensure all pending projects
are completed on time,
adding that the govern-
ment is currently under-
taking a review of stalled
projects to establish what
has caused delays in taking

necessary actions.

The Committee was also
informed that KAA is in
the process of developing
an Airstrips Policy that
will address issues relating
to funding and manage-
ment of airstrips.

The committee observed
that airport land had been
encroached posing a se-
rious security threat to
the aviation sector in the
country.

Mr Macharia said the
committee had reviewed
the status of ongoing pro-
jects, challenges and how
they can resolve the bot-
tlenecks.

“As a committee, we
have devised ways on
how we can assist KAA to
efficiently undertake its
mandate of facilitating the
transportation of cargo
and passengers in our ma-
jor airports and airstrip,”
he said.

Admittedly, the Chair-
man said the Jomo Ken-
yatta International Airport
(TJKIA) faces numerous
challenges, but works are
ongoing to improve op-
erations at the country’s
major entry point for in-
ternational arrivals.

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NEMA calls for closure of
quarries in Murang’a as
heavy rains persist

he National Environ-
I ment Management
Authority (NEMA)
has written to the Mu-
rang’a County Security
Committee to suspend
operations of stone, sand,
and clay quarries as they
are at risk of collapsing
due to the heavy rainfall
pounding different parts
of the country.

Chiefs, their assistants,
and members of Nyumba
Kumi have been directed
to inspect quarries in their
areas of jurisdiction and
consider suspending op-
erations to save the lives of
artisanal miners working
there. Murang’a County
has many quarries in dif-
ferent sub-counties, and
in the recent past, the re-
gion has been experienc-
ing heavy downpours.

In the second week of
April, one quarry in the
Maragi area collapsed,
injuring two miners who
were admitted to Mu-
rang’a Level V Hospital
for several weeks. Some

parts of the county have
also witnessed mudslides,
blocking sections of roads
and destroying some
farms. NEMA County Di-
rector Sarah Waruo noted
that due to the wet con-
ditions, some quarries are
at the risk of collapsing,
hernce the need to sus-
pend their operations until
the rains subside.
“Murang’a County has
several quarries distrib-
uted in all the sub-coun-
ties. The quarries are
excavated either me-
chanically or manually
by artisanal miners. With
the current heavy rainfall

there is the likelihood of
quarries collapsing due to
wet conditions.

“This therefore is to re-
quest the county secu-
rity committee to be on
the lookout for any of the
quarry at risk of collapsing
and the same should be

closed immediately

This there-
fore is to
request the

to avoid the loss of lives in
the event of a collapse,”
she said in a letter ad-
dressed to various author-
ities. To show the gravity
of the matter, the Kenya
National Highways Au-
thority (KeNHA) ordered
for the closure of a section
of Murang’a-Kiriani road
following a mudslide at
Gaturi ward leaving mo-
torists exposed to danger-
ous ditches.

More than 10 sections of
the road have previously
been partly blocked by
debris and boulders that
were dumped on the road
as heavy rains continue
pounding the area.

Sections between Mu-
rang’a Post Office and
Mugeka were also closed
after the collapse of a road
embankment and mo-
torists had to use alter-
native routes including St
Mary- Gitugi - Kiriaini
and Gakonya- Mukurwe
ini roads to access parts
of Kiharu, Mathioya and
Othaya

Central Region KeNHA
Engineer Francis Kimata
said, “The Murang’a -
Kiria ini road is critical
and was recently allocated
to KeNHA from Kerra.”

In the past two weeks,
residents served by the
road had raised concerns
after mudslide incidents,
especially near the River
Mathioya Bridge.

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WRA calls on dam owners and operators to comply with
dam safety regulations to avert flooding and loss of lives

he Water Resources
| Authority (WRA)
has directed all dam
owners and operators
to adequately mitigate
against dam failures and
related incidences and
ensure dam safety in the
wake of the current heavy
rains wreaking havoc
countrywide.

The Authority, further,
put on notice all dam
owners and operators to
ensure that they have Dam
Operation Plans outlining
the procedures to notify
and protect downstream
inhabitants, infrastruc-
ture and ecosystems from
dam release in case of spill
overs.

Crucially, the Kenya Me-
teorological Department
has issued an advisory that
the coastal region is likely
to experience Cyclone Hi-
daya, which will result in
heavy rainfall, large waves
and strong winds that
could affect marine activ-
ities in the Indian Ocean.

Speaking to MyGov,
WRA CEO Mr Mohamed
Shurie said that the dam
owners and operators
must ensure the spillways
are properly maintained
and free of any obstruc-
tion and undertake regular
dam safety inspection and
assessment of the dams
when full.

Shurie called on mem-
bers of the public to adhere
to flood advisories during
this period and called on
communities downstream
of dams to remain vigilant
and adhere to alerts from

Water Resources Authority (WRA) CEO Mr Mohamed

the authorities and dam
owners and operators to
move to safer grounds to
avert loss of lives and de-
struction of property.

On the issue of dams,
the CEO pointed out that
there are many cases of
dams not complying with
precautionary measures
on dam safety adding that,
“The responsibility of Dam
Safety lies with the Dam
Owner or Operator pursu-
ant to Regulation 21 of Wa-
ter Harvesting and Storage
Regulations, 2021.”

The Authority has noted
that despite its efforts in
promoting compliance,
there are some owners and
operators of dams that are
still non-compliant to dam
safety regulations.

“All dam owners, contrac-
tors and operators are urged
to acquaint themselves and
comply with all the proce-
dures and legislation on dam
safety in the development
and management of dams.

“Notice is brought to the
attention of all dam own-
ers to ensure adherence to
the law; particularly, to en-
sure they conduct periodic
inspections, through the

relevant category of qual-
ified water professionals
prescribed under the Water
Harvesting and Storage Reg-
ulations 2021,” said Shurie.

The CEO appealed to
wananchi to identify and
use safe routes to evacu-
ate to higher safe ground in
the event of floods and de-
sist from approaching river
crossings, whether on foot
or in a motor vehicle un-
til the water levels subside;
though with utmost cau-
tion,” said the CEO.

Shurie noted that follow-
ing the heavy downpour
that has been experienced
in most parts of the Country
for the last one month, there
has been a substantial rise in
river flows, dams, lagoons
and subsequent overtopping
of the banks and flooding
of the adjacent low-lying
lands.

“Heavy rainfall has been
recorded in upper Tana
basin at Nyambene hills
catchment, Mt. Kenya and
Aberdare Catchments caus-
ing rapid rise in the seven
Folks dam levels and River
Tana.

“In Upper Athi basin,
areas of concern include

Nairobi City, Kiambu and
Machakos Counties. Lower
Tana Basin comprising of
Garissa, Tana River Coun-
ties and Tana Delta has also
been affected. Other areas
include flood prone areas of
Rift Valley, Lake Victoria ba-
sin, urban areas and counties
prone to flash floods from
laggas. These episodes have
led to massive loss of live-
lihoods and in some cases
life,” said the CEO.

He pointed out that ma-
jority of the flooded areas are
as a result of blockages, ob-
struction of water resources
and encroachment of ripar-
ian areas; acts which con-
travene the Water Resources
Regulations 2021.

The Water CEO also im-
plored on communities re-
siding around Lake Naivasha
to be on the vigilant as the
large volumes of water mov-
ing eventually end up into

the Lake, causing it to fill up
some more.

He called on parents to en-
sure that all children going
to schools through bridges
must be accompanied when
going to school and when
coming home to avoid
drowning incidents.

Shurie said that the Karai
in Naivasha area is expe-
riencing ground cracks,
faults and sinkholes with
the risk of submergence.

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Kenya’s construction sector
poised for growth with Sh2.5b
granite plant deal

he construction sec-
I tor in Kenya is poised
for a major take-off
as the Government inches
closer to signing a Sh2.5
billion mining invest-
ment deal with a private
investor that will see the
establishment of a gran-
ite processing plant at
Emwatsi village in Vihiga
County.

Construction of the
state-of-the-art gran-
ite processing facility is
part of the Government’s
policy that focuses on the
establishment of Ken-
ya-based value addition
and mineral-processing
centers. A five-acre land
parcel where the plant will
be built has already been
acquired, and land own-
ership documents pro-
cessed.

With negotiations com-
plete, the State and the
investor, Equip Agencies
Limited, are only await-
ing to sign this historic
contract to allow the pro-
ject to kick off. This is the
first granite plant in Kenya
where the government will
have a minimum of 10 per
cent stake according to the
Mining Act 2016.

State Department for
Mining Principal Secretary
Mr. Elijah Mwangi says the
granite plant is expected to
contribute significantly to
the growth of the process-
ing of construction miner-
als in Kenya.

He adds that the ag-

gressive push and relent-
less hunt by the mining
department for strategic
investors are informed by
the urgent need to have
a robust collaborative
framework to help exploit
the massive latent poten-
tial in the sector.

He notes that the gov-
ernment, keen on pro-
moting local mineral
processing, was giving
priority to investors who
had demonstrated interest
and capacity to establish
mineral processing facili-
ties in the country.

Such a move would
boost the creation of em-
ployment opportuni-
ties for hundreds of local
residents, increase the
prices and value of local-
ly-sourced minerals, and
provide a ready-market
for granite excavated by
local artisanal miners.

“The construction of this
plant speaks to our singu-
lar vision as a department
to support the value ad-
dition for minerals as we
actively create jobs and
employment opportuni-
ties by putting up mineral
processing centers across
Kenya,” Mr. Mwangi ex-
plained.

Preliminary data in the
study of geological re-
port indicates that Vihiga
County has significant de-
posits that cover an exten-
sive area of over 250 square
kilometers on the southern
part. This translates to a
granite resource occupy-
ing a land size of slightly

over 60,000 acres.

The report further shows
viable mineral occurrences
are located in Hamisi,
Emuhaya, Luanda, Saba-
tia, and Vihiga Sub-Coun-
ties. Additional deposits
are found in the neighbor-
ing counties of Kakamega,
Bungoma, Siaya, Nandi,
Kisumu, and Busia. Gran-
ite is one of the dominant
minerals that are heavily
utilized in the building and
construction sector.

Due to its rigidity, stabil-
ity, and exceptional vibra-
tion traits, it is extensively
used in engineering. Other
common uses of granite
include making kitchen
and bathroom counter-
tops, tiles, terrazzo, and
staircases. The mineral has
been gaining popularity
in architectural aesthetics
where it is utilized in the
making of artistic mantel-
pieces, statues, and mon-
uments. It is also used in
designing elaborate pave-
ments, walkways, pedes-
trian walks, and cemetery
monuments.

One main sector poised
to benefit immensely from
the establishment of the
granite plant is the housing
sector under the govern-
ment’s Affordable Housing
Program.

Being one of the main
pillars of Bottom-Up Eco-
nomic Transformation
Agenda (BETA), the Af-
fordable Housing Program
has set a target of con-
structing 200,000 housing
units annually.

cause of intricate supply
chains, short shelf life and
fluctuating demand. The
initiative seeks to address
these challenges, she said.

“As the National Government plays its role
in dealing with the current situation, I request
county governments, development partners
and the private sector to join the efforts,” the
President said.

The indefinite postponement of the reo-
pening of schools is aimed at keeping the
students safer as floods wreak havoc.

A number of schools have further been
destroyed while others are hosting thousands
of people evicted by floods.

The postponement gives time for the
reconstruction of schools damaged by floods
through the National Government Constitu-
ency Development Fund and would further
enable flood victims have shelter as they
reconstruct their lives.

The Kenya Defence Forces and the National
Police Service have deployed their personnel
and equipment to coordinate public safety.

The National Youth Service has also been
enlisted in the response measures to ensure
there is “timely, orderly and humane evacu-
ation of all persons at risk”.

These measures taken by the government
are aimed at responding to the current crisis
in the short-term, said the President, adding
that the planting of the 15 billion trees is one
of the long-term climate change mitigation
strategies.

Some 219 people have been killed by floods
and over 206,000 others displaced across the
country, according to the Ministry of Interior
and National Administration.

The Kenya Meteorological Department
and the Intergovernmental Authority on
Development (IGAD) Climate Prediction and
Application Center have both predicted that
the rains will continue until July, with most
areas experiencing above-average rainfall. l

Kwale distributes 560,000
treated nets to fight malaria

B The Kwale County
Government has started
distributing free insecti-
cide-treated bed nets to
vulnerable households in
the coastal county to help
fight the spread of malaria.
Malaria is a life-threaten-
ing disease caused by par-
asites that are transmitted
to people through the bites
of infected female Anophe-
les mosquitoes, which are,
however, preventable and
curable.

Deputy Governor Mr.
Chirema Kombo, who
launched the distribution
of mosquito nets, says the
insecticide-treated bed
nets are expected to pro-
tect residents from bites of
the mosquitoes that serve
as the vectors responsible
for malaria transmission.
DG Kombo, who was ac-
companied by Kwale
County Commissioner Ste-
phen Orinde and County
Health Executive Dr. Fran-
cis Gwama, noted that the
goal is to encourage every-
one to sleep inside the
treated nets, especially the
malaria-vulnerable popu-
lations such as pregnant
women and children under
five years old.

During the flagging off ex-
ercise, Kombo said the Fa-
tuma Achani-led devolved
government will work to
increase access to treated
mosquito nets to vulnera-
ble households and guar-
antee the wellbeing of the
general population.

He said malaria is a major
killer disease in Kenya and
constitutes a significant
public health problem, not-
ing that the distribution ex-
ercise became imperative
owing to the high rate of
malaria infections caused
by mosquitoes in the coun-
try. Mr Kombo says the
exercise will be conducted
across the county and in-
cludes the distribution of
560,000 long lasting in-
secticide treated nets to
165,000 households.
“Kwale County Govern-
ment will be waging a total
war against malaria in the
communities in a bid to
enhance the health status
of the residents,” he said,
adding that the devolved
government would not
back-pedal on its efforts
towards continued sensiti-
sation and awareness cam-
paign against malaria.

State reinforces its support to
EAC amid budgetary struggles

M The Integration Commit-
tee of the East Africa Com-
munity and the Ministry of
Arid and Semi-Arid Lands
Development have re-af-
firmed the Government’s
pledge to enhance its ac-
tive participation in the
East African Community
(EAC) to help curb budget-
ary challenges crippling the
regional bloc.

The agenda
centered on the examina-
tion of integration-related
matters, with a particular
emphasis on budgetary
considerations.

Ms. Malonza emphasized
the importance of ac-
knowledging and evaluat-
ing the contributions made
by partner states within the
East African Community.

She said the strategic ap-
proach underscores their
commitment to fostering
deeper regional coopera-
tion and realising the col-
lective aspirations of all
member states.

The Committee, and the
Government delegation,
also reviewed the perfor-
mance of the East African
Community over the past
year. Key priorities in-
cluded boosting Kenyan
involvement and enhanc-
ing bilateral relations with
partner states. Empha-
sising her pivotal role in
emergency response man-
agement within the coun-
try, she underscored the
swift and effective action
taken by the Government
in addressing the needs of
the affected counties.
Notably, the response ef-
forts extended to areas
such as Machakos and
Nairobi, where urgent as-
sistance was promptly de-
livered. “We had to send
boats to Machakos to
rescue people and from
the report | got from the
County Commissioner, the
mission was successful,
we also sent foodstuff to
Machakos,” she said.
