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Kenya’s tourist numbers increase following aggressive marketing

enya has recorded
a sharp increase in
the number of tour-

ists over the last five months
following an aggressive
campaign to help the sector
recover from the effects of

the Covid-19 lockdown.

Tourism Cabinet Secre-
tary Ms Peninah Malonza
said, the number grew from
870,000 in October 2022 to
1,487,000 in March 2023,
adding that the figure was
expected to triple over the
next two years.

“My work is to bring
numbers and within the
five months I have been in
office, we have been able to
boost the numbers by 600,
000,” Malonza said.

Through various inter-
ventions, the CS said the
ministry has projected to

grow the numbers to 5.5
million by the year 2025 to
shore up revenues from the
sector.

To achieve the target, the
CS said the government has
rolled out an elaborate plan
to diversify tourism prod-
ucts across the country to

woo international and do-
mestic visitors.

Speaking during the offi-
cial opening of the Fish Fi-
esta 2023 festival in Kisumu,
Ms Malonza said the minis-
try was reviewing the tour-
ism policy to open up more
avenues to grow the sector.

“Kenya has so far been
sold by the beach and wild-
life. Now it’s time to move
from the beach and parks
to promote other areas like
Lake Victoria and other in-
land lakes across the coun-

try.

To achieve the diversifi-
cation goal, the CS noted,
the Government was ex-
ploring opportunities in
adventure tourism, culi-
nary tourism, gastronomy,
cultural tourism, education
tourism, medical tourism,
conference tourism, agro-
tourism and leisure tour-
ism.

Through partnership
with the Council of Gover-
nors (COG), plans were un-
derway to develop unique
products in the new areas
to boost tourism across
the country.The Fish Fiesta
2023 which is a flagship
product to market Kisumu
as a tourist destination,
she said was set to open up
the western tourism circuit
with more visitors expected
to visit key attractions in
the area.

Besides promoting Lake
Victoria as a key attrac-
tion site, the government,
she added, was exploring
possibilities of introduc-
ing a luxury cruise ship
from Kisumu to Kampala to
connect the two cities and

The CS stated that the
government is also provid-
ing training to students in
tertiary institutions which
entails the concurrent
running of several digital
skills capacity-building
programmes such as the
Jitume Kazi Labs and Ajira
Programmes.

“This Jitume Kazi Labs
Programme, in partner-
ship with the Ministry of
Education, was designed to
equip Technical and Voca-
tional Education and Train-
ing Institutions (TVETs)
countrywide with 23,000
virtual desktops whose
ultimate goal is to equip
one million learners with
market-ready business and
ICT-related courses, for
free. This should then have
a roll-on effect to more
people,” stated the CS.

He further noted that by
the end of February this
year, seventeen Jitume Kazi
labs had already been set
up and connected, with the
trainees reportedly earning
from the digital jobs while
still in training.

Simon Chelgui has un-
derscored the critical role
played by MSMEs towards
national economic growth.

He said the MSME sec-
tor was the backbone of
the Kenyan economy hav-
ing created employment to
over 15 million people with
avalue output of Sh. 3.3 tril-
lion making it a high prior-
ity segment in realization of
the government’s agenda
for bottom-up economic
transformation.

Chelgui said the sec-
tor had also made a sig-
nificant contribution to the
country’s Gross Domestic
Product (GDP) at 3 percent
according to the recent Na-
tional Economic Survey Re-
port by the Central Bank of
Kenya (CBK).

Owing to its enormous
contribution towards em-
ployment creation, the CS
said there was a need to
push its contribution to the
GDP to over 20 percent by
supporting and promoting
businesses and startups.

“This is what happened
to countries such as Ma-
laysia, Singapore and Japan

day “Embu Mega Business
Expo” held at Embu Univer-
sity grounds.

Towards this, the CS said
the Ministry was in the pro-
cess of finalizing the Start-
up Bill that seeks to provide
a framework that fosters a
culture of innovating think-
ing and entrepreneurship in
the counties.

He said the aspiration for
the bill was to strengthen
and coordinate the startup
ecosystem both at the na-
tional and county level.

The CS also said the
Ministry was focusing on
providing training and ca-

pacity-building programs to
MSMEs on various thematic
areas including financial
management, digitization,
value addition, business
governance and manage-
ment.

He continued that aggre-
gation and market linkage
arrangements was another
area of focus to MSMEs at
the county and constitu-
ency level so that they can
benefit from economies of
scale and enhance their
competitiveness.

Chelgui continued that
accessibility and affordabil-
ity of funding were the two
main hurdles for MSMEs
and the launch of the Finan-
cial Inclusion Fund dubbed

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~ State receives over 100,000
passport printing booklets

he Government
| has received over
100,000 passport
printing booklets which
will go a long way in ad-
dressing delays witnessed
in the issuance of the criti-
cal travelling document.
Immigration and Citizen
Services Principal Secre-
tary (PS) Amb. Julius Bitok
said the passport booklets
had been ordered from
abroad two months ago.
“As you might be aware,
there have been delays in
the issuance of passports
because our stocks were
very low but today, I am
happy to announce that
from now on, the process of
issuance of passports will
be faster and efficient and I
urge all Kenyans who have
applied for their passports
to come and pick them
since they will be printed
in time,” said Bitok.
Speaking at the Immi-
gration Department Head-
quarters, Nyayo House, the
PS thanked Kenyans for
being patient as he assured
those who want to travel
abroad for education, work
and other purposes that

they can now get their
passports and travel at
their convenience.

Bitok said that from now
henceforth, there will be
no cases of adjustment of
the number of pages ap-
plied for where in the past
one could apply for a 66
pages passport only to be
told that it is out of stock
and they can only get the
45 pages passport or vice
versa.

“We are expecting about
20,000 Kenyans who have
applied for passports to
come for them. Right now,
we have received around
100,000 booklets and by
the end of this month we
are expecting another
100,000 booklets,” the PS
said.

Bitok explained that the
Government is discussing
with different suppliers on
the possibility of having
a Public Private Partner-
ship (PPP) arrangement so

that we don’t have to get
the passport booklets from
abroad.

“In the near future, we
are looking at a situation
where the passport book-
lets are manufactured and
printed in Kenya. We have
just had a discussion with
one of the vendors and we
are optimistic that soon we
will be making these pass-
ports here in Kenya,” Bitok
said.

Bitok explained that pro-
ducing the passports lo-
cally will ensure the cost of
production is cheaper and
the benefits passed down
to the people who will pay
less for the documents.

“The current price of a
passport is Sh.4,500 and
the cost of producing the
passport is almost the
same and we are trying to
negotiate and see if we can
reduce the cost and in the
PPP arrangement this is
definitely possible,” the PS
said.

He explained that the
cost of the passport is high
because of the security
checks that it has to go
through which is a require-
ment.

the program to be enhanced

and that is the best place to
be,” said Njuki.

Njuki, who is also the
Tharaka Nithi Governor,

was addressing the ongo-
ing first Public Health In-
ternational Conference in
Mombasa. He said counties
which have taken the bur-
den are struggling due to
limited resources channeled
to the county governments
as their revenue share.

“The last time we sat in
the Inter-governmental
summit between the two
levels, we resolved that we
are going to enforce the
community health volun-
teers program by up-scal-
ing from the current 88,000
t0 100,000 in the country,”
Njuki said.

He said the sector has
been ignored for a long time
since it deals with preven-
tive measures, stating that
the conference seeks to im-
prove and bring the com-
municable disease burden
in the country down.

New gadget to boost maternal
health in Nakuru’s remote areas

akuru county’s fight
Nto reduce maternal

and child mortality
has received a major boost
following the introduction
of a modern Point of Care
Ultrasound services (PO-
CUS) equipment for use in
remote and resource-poor
areas.

The Sh49.5 million pro-
gramme between the
County Government and
Kenyatta University is
funded by the Bill and
Melinda Gates Foundation.

County Executive Com-
mittee Member (CECM) in
charge of Health Services
Ms Jacqueline Osoro said
the technology is a decisive
step in combating maternal
and child mortality in the
devolved unit.

According to the 2014
Kenya Demographic and
Health Survey, the national
maternal mortality ratio is
currently at 362 deaths per
100,000 live births.

An ultrasound scan is a
machine that uses high-
frequency sound waves to
create images showing the
inside of the body.

Ms Osoro stated that the
equipment can be used in

Point of Care Ultrasound
services (POCUS) equip-
ment for use in remote
and resource-poor areas.

areas where a conventional
ultrasound used in hospi-
tals may be far away from
the expectant mother’s
home.

The CECM disclosed that
through the partnership,
99 healthcare workers at
the primary level across the
county have been equipped
with the skills to perform
and interpret basic obstet-
ric ultrasound diagnostic
tests, enabling timely in-
terventions and promot-
ing decision-making and
management.

She explained, “With

the provision of 99 probes
and iPads, valued at Sh49.5
million, training, and
equipping of 99 healthcare
workers, we are confident
that this project will have
a significant impact on
maternal health outcomes
in Nakuru County. The
trained cohort included
nurse midwives, clinical
officers, radiographers,
and medical officers in all
health facilities”.

The CECM went on, “this
initiative aligns with the
World Health Organiza-
tion's (WHO) recommen-
dation that every mother
should have an ultrasound
scan by 24 weeks of gesta-
tion".

The ultrasound equip-
ment has been designed for
emergency departments
and urgent care centres,
as well as other clinical
settings, and will operate
from a compatible smart
device connected to an ul-
trasound transducer.

Ms Osoro said the ul-
trasound would ease the
process of pregnancy mon-
itoring and diagnosis of
related complications dur-
ing home visits by health
workers and volunteers.

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State to achieve 30 pc tree cover goal
through public private partnerships

Tuya has revealed that the
Government will achieve
the 30 per cent national
tree cover target by the year
2032 through public private
partnerships.

Ms Tuya said her Ministry
had developed the 'adopt-
a-forest' initiative through
which organizations, in-
cluding the private sector,
can partner with the Gov-
ernment through the Kenya
Forest Service (KFS) to re-
store public forests across
the country.

"Because the Government
cannot achieve enhanced
tree cover on its own, my
Ministry is implement-
ing the ‘Adopt - a - Forest’
policy in order to engage
corporate bodies in rehabili-
tating degraded forest areas.

"This is the framework we
are signing today between
the Kenya Forest Service
(KFS), who are the custo-
dians of all gazetted forests
and Safaricom Limited,"
Tuya said.

Environment Cabinet Secretary Soipan Tuya and Kiambu
Governor Kimani Wamatangi water a tree at Kinale Forest
during the launch of a tree growing partnership between
Safaricom and Kenya Forest Service.

The Cabinet Secretary
spoke at Kinale Forest in
Kiambu County during the

signing of an ecosystem res-
toration agreement between
Safaricom and KFS that will

enable the telecommunica-
tions company and its part-
ners, among them ABSA
and Huawei, grow five mil-
lion trees over the next five
years. "Today will mark the
beginning of concerted ef-
forts by Safaricom to con-
tribute to the national goal
of raising Kenya’s tree cover
to 30 per cent by 2032.

"This goal by Safaricom
will not only contribute to
growth in tree cover, but
it will also enhance green
jobs through the Commu-
nity Forest Associations
and youth groups that will
be engaged to prepare and
maintain the sites," the CS
said. Tuya said her ministry
had prepared an elaborate
strategy to guide Kenya's
journey towards the attain-
ment of the 30 per cent tree
cover target noting that a
total of 10.6 million hectares
had been mapped out for the
tree growing exercise.

She said the new strat-
egy will bring on board
all stakeholders includ-
ing county governments,
state agencies, private sec-
tor, learning institutions,
and religious organizations,
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among others.

"Notably, my ministry has
plans to engage 40 public
primary schools per county,
a total of 1,880 primary
schools, to set up tree nurs-
eries and water harvest-
ing equipment and engage
in tree growing within the
school compounds.

"To motivate the youth,
my ministry will spearhead
the Green Army which will
engage young Kenyans to
put up private tree nurser-
ies and participate in tree
growing. "In addition, Green
certificates will be issued to
citizens who achieve a mini-
mum of 300 trees. The green
certificates will be a way to
motivate and recognize in-
dividuals and also enhance
responsible citizenship,”
Tuya revealed.

On the use of technology
in tree growing, Tuya said
her ministry had developed
‘Jaza Miti', a digital appli-
cation that will be used by
"farmers and tree growers
to market their trees and for
corporate bodies and other
stakeholders to access good
quality seedlings."

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Scientists blame high acidity levels in LIS
SOll f()r p()()r farm y1elds 1n the Country Kisii leaders unveil learners’

esearchers in the ag-
Rricultural sector have

warned of drastic food
reduction in the country soon
following high soil acidity
levels in most parts of the
country.

The rising acidity level chal-
lenge is further compounded
by lack of soil tests and low
application of lime to replace
depleted nutrients and with
continuous cropping, par-
ticularly because of popula-
tion pressure in the medium
and high rainfall areas in the
country, which has made the
soil fertility to decline.

The researchers say that
soil acidity has rapidly be-
come a serious problem to the
country, creating production
problems and limiting avail-
ability of some essential plant
nutrients, a major cause of
poor crop performance and
failure.

The scientists from the
Kenya Agriculture Livestock
and Research Organization
(KALRO) caution that acid-
ity levels in medium and high
rainfall regions currently
stand at 63 per cent and this
is denying farmers the ability
to produce more food.

Speaking at KALRO- Na-
tional Agriculture Research
Laboratories (NARL) Kabete,

Kenya Agriculture Livestock and Research Organization-
National Agriculture Research Laboratories Centre (NARL)
Kabete Director Dr. Esther Gikonyo, the importance of man-

aging acidic soils in farms.

during a farmers’ field day,
Centre Director, Dr. Esther
Gikonyo said acidity level in
soils is worrying and it
is time drastic meas-
ures are taken by all

stakeholders to improve on
production that will result in
food sufficiency.

"The situation has not been
helped by application of fer-
tilizers and farmers have lit-
tle preference of lime to boost
the nature and texture of
their soils and identify it with
the cash crops such as coffee
and tea. This has continued to
deny the country food suffi-
ciency, " she said.

“There is no awareness and
farmers are ignorant of the

benefits of lime. It is good
for improving food produc-
tion and also human health,”
she said, adding that there is
a very high correlation with
human health in soils that are
very acidic and lack micro
nutrients.

“The parameters in soil fer-
tility are soil PH which is the
alkalinity and acidity of soil
that determines the avail-
ability of crop nutrients and
considering that 70 per cent
of the high and medium areas
supply food to the nation, it
is a high time we cured the
acidity issue,” she said.

Gikonyo added that the
only remedy to acidity is ap-
plying lime which neutralizes
and enhances the crop nutri-
ents, noting that if coupled
with appropriate fertilizer
recommendations based on
the soil testing, this will not
only improve the crop pro-
duction fourfold but will
address the issue of food suf-
ficiency and nutrient secu-
rity.

Another benefit of lim-
ing, Gikonyo said is that the
impurities in the fertilizer
like heavy metal absorption
becomes less, unlike where
PH is low as is in many soils
the uptake of heavy metal is
high, thus the likelihood of
food being unhealthy as it
will have heavy metal con-
tamination.

Naivasha Special Economic Zone roars to
life as Sh 57b investments jostle for space

he government’s
commitment to
operationalize the
multi-billion-shil-
ling Naivasha Special Eco-
nomic Zone [SEZ] has borne
fruit after Sh57 billion worth
of investments have been
lined up for development.
The multi-billion zone
has been established by the
government as a SEZ and
sits on a 1,000-acre piece
of land aimed at driving the
country’s industrialization
agenda. The Naivasha SEZ lo-
cated in Mai Mahiu area has
been termed as a gateway to
the East African countries and
the wider Eastern and Central
Africa region and the govern-
ment has pumped billions of
shillings for its development.
To speed up investment in the

zone, the government has so
far spent billions of shillings
to support development of
key infrastructures includ-
ing Inland Container Depot,
railway marshalling yard and
a logistics zone. The govern-
ment has also spent more
than Shl billion to drill and

equip five boreholes from
Naivasha town to provide
treated water to the zone as
well as developing key access
roads. The zone, favored for
its proximity to the geother-
mal power wells in Olkaria,
has now attracted five inves-
tors who seek to inject more

than Sh57 billion to develop
industries in the area.

The crucial investments
from Jumbo AAA limited,
Jafro SEZ, Turkish Industry
Holdings, Sino Excellence
and Eriken MFG limited
will help boost Foreign Di-
rect Investment and support
economic recovery and job
creation. The Special Eco-
nomic Zone Authority said it
has so far signed lease agree-
ments with three investors
and issued letters of offer to
two others to establish in-
dustries at the zone. The au-
thority said the investors
have lined up for investments
ranging from sectors in iron
and steel, textile, apparels
and leather, paper and paper
products, cold storage facili-
ties and industrial warehous-

ing.

agreeing to engage President
William Ruto with a view to
supporting his development
efforts for the benefit of the
youths in the country.
Nyamira Senator Okong'o
Omogeni noted that the re-
gion’s elected leadership was
committed to instilling the vir-
tues of hard work, discipline
and resilience in learners un-
der the programme.

The Senator scoffed at insinu-
ations that last year’s KCSE
candidates from the region
who excelled did not deserve
the grades terming it profiling
of the hard working students
from the community.

Julius Kirima, the Director of
Industries at the State De-
partment for Industry, said
the proposed levy seeks to
cushion the domestic manu-
facturing sector against unfair
trade practices and create a
sustainable industrial base.
Kirima said the proposed
policy change is among a raft
of initiatives that the govern-
ment has implemented over
the past years to create a
conducive environment for lo-
cal manufacturers.

"The industry, despite being a
key contributor to the coun-
try’s GDP, faces challenges like
inadequate infrastructure and
skilled labour. The proposed
levy is therefore among other
initiatives like, Buy Kenya Build
Kenya aimed at promoting lo-
cal manufacturing,” he said at
a public participation forum

reactions on planned import levy

held at the Machakos Social
Hall.

Rooting for the proposed levy,
the Director said big econo-
mies across the world have
strong domestic industries
and Kenya needs to fully sup-
port the local manufacturing
sector to create a self-suffi-
cient economy.

"The levy also intends to
create a level field for man-
ufacturers who face compe-
tition from cheaply imported
goods and deter dump-
ing of substandard foreign
goods,’Kirima noted.
Manufacturers however ex-
pressed varied opinions on
the proposed levy with a ma-
jority asking the ministry to
reconsider the move saying
the proposed levy may ward
off potential investors further
hurting the economy.

Frank Obure, the General
Manager AAA Growers Lim-
ited, said the proposed levy
will lead to an increased cost
of production especially for
local industries that import
consumables to process their
goods or products.

Obure noted that many manu-
facturers were already reel-
ing under the impact of rising
costs of production.
