Julius Bitok, the UPI,
which will be uploaded in
the e-Citizen portal, will
give all the new born babies
a unique personal number

that will be used in schools
and colleges.

PS Bitok said the special
number will also be used as

an identification card, PIN
number, National Health
Insurance Fund num-
ber, and Kenya Revenue

Authority PIN, as well as
identify the individuals in
life and in death.

He said the introduction
of the unique identifier will
bring to an end the national
census exercise as the new
technology will be able to
provide accurate data on
the country’s population.

“The Government has
put the citizenry at the
core, by putting the digi-
tal transformation agenda
first, and this will change
many things in our coun-
try,” he said, adding that
with the technological rev-
olution, Kenya cannot be

left behind as what drives
the economy and a nation
in general is technology.
The PS was speaking
during the opening of a
training workshop on the
rollout of the Unique Per-
sonal Identifier for all Re-
gional and County Birth
and Death Registration Of-
ficers at the Kenya School
of Government, Kabete.
Amb. Bitok stated that
currently, it is only 86
per cent of the number
of births being registered
while deaths are at 60 per

Guarding Public Interest in Policing
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Police to get tips on handling
Gender Based Violence cases

he Centre for Rights,
I Education and Aware-
ness (CREAW) in col-
laboration with the National
Police Service will offer
training to police officers in
Nakuru that will enhance
the way they handle victims
of Sexual and Gender-Based
Violence (SGBV).

The training, according
to the Program Officer at
CREAW, William Mbany-
amlenge, will also focus on
how to improve on public
relations between the police
officers and members of the
public to ease the burden of
victims seeking justice.

“We have had instances
where the victims are in-
timidated or frustrated by
police officers when they go
to report abuse. Male vic-
tims of GBV are sometimes
mocked or made a butt of
jokes at police stations,” in-
dicated Mr Mbanyamlenge.

According to the Program
Officer, the training will en-
sure police officers are fully
trained on what it entails to
get statements and how to
collect samples from GBV
victims and survivors. This,

cases touching on GBV are
tight when taken to court
to ensure justice for the vic-
tims.

Mr Mbanyamlenge spoke
in Nakuru during a consul-
tative meeting on SGBV and
violence against women
that was graced by various
stakeholders including rep-
resentatives from National
Gender and Equality Com-
mission (NGEC), National
Police Service, Ministry
of Education, the county
government and the State

Department for Gender,
among others.

He said victims of do-
mestic violence are abused
at home, a place that should
ideally be the most secure
environment; and that they

end up physically

and psychologically abused
and separated or divorced,
among other ills.

“Women and children
who want to speak about
their experiences find it
difficult because of shame
or fear. When they report,
some police officers take
the offences lightly, com-
pounding the problem,” he
said, adding that the train-
ing, which will later be
rolled out for local leaders
including chiefs and their
assistants, was intended to
sensitize the officers.

In some police stations, he
added Gender Desks are not
manned by officers trained
to handle SGBV cases.

“Transfer of officers is a
hindrance because we at
times train officers who are
then transferred and replac-
ing them takes long,” he
said. He expressed concern
that investigative agen-
cies face challenges as they
prosecute such cases be-
cause GBV victims may not
be willing to open up about
what happened, there is
poor collection of evidence,
and perpetrators work hard
to stop the court process.

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Fast track cases of
mothers with childrenin
remand, PS urge courts

he Government
I wants cases involv-
ing mothers with
children in remand cus-
tody fast tracked if the al-
leged offences fall under
petty crimes category to
protect the interest of in-
nocent children.

Principal Secretary (PS)
for Correctional Services
Ms Mary Muthoni Muri-
uki said it is sad that such
innocent children find
themselves locked up in
prison facilities alongside
their mothers for pro-
longed periods yet they are
not at fault.

She expressed fears that
the children find them-
selves mixed with adults
of all manner of charac-
ters and get exposed to all
kinds of mannerisms sim-
ply because their mothers
were on the wrong side of
the law.

“If the offences involv-
ing the mothers with chil-
dren in prison fall on petty
crime cases, they should be
fast tracked to enable them

get out of prison so that
such children can grow
just like any normal child
out there,” the PS said.

The Eldoret Women
Prison currently has 20
children brought in with
their mothers.

She said apart from the
fact that the children who
come to prison with their
mothers were not budg-
eted for, they need to be
taken care of in terms of
food and clothing.

She said, “As a depart-
ment for correctional
services, we are working
on this to ensure the chil-
dren are taken care of in
separate areas also, since
they are prone to behav-
iour change that they may
get exposed to while in
prison.”

She made the remarks
while on a tour of Eldoret
GK prison and Kimumu
Probation Hostel, Eldoret,
where juveniles in conflict
with the law are hosted as
they undergo rehabilita-
tion and transformation
before being reintegrated
into their families.

Government approves five- year
National Blue Economy Strategy

he Ministry of Mining,

Blue Economy and Mari-
time Affairs in partnership
with the Inter-Governmen-
tal Authority on Develop-
ment (IGAD) has endorsed
a five-year National Blue
Economy Strategy to help
the country achieve full po-
tential of her blue resources.

Cabinet Secretary Salim
Mvurya said the formulation
of the Strategy is timely and
will go a long way to facili-
tate exploitation of maritime
resources which have a huge
potential in helping to grow
the economy and in employ-
ment creation.

“We are currently exploit-
ing only eight per cent of the
potential of the blue econ-
omy, that is oceans, lakes
and rivers which have a huge
potential to transform the
economy of the country”,
Mvurya said.

Speaking during a valida-
tion exercise in Naivasha, the
CS said Kenya has adopted
and domesticated the Blue
Economy Strategy which
was developed by IGAD
member states in 2018 and is
set to be launched at a later
date.

He noted that his Ministry
will formulate policies, rel-
evant bills and regulations
which will be transformed
into necessary legislation
to help operationalize the
strategy.

“My ministry has mapped
out over 400 Beach Manage-
ment Units across the coun-
try which will be converted
to cooperatives by June this
year to enable them access
financial credit and turn
them into commercial en-
terprises,” the CS observed.

Mvurya reiterated that the
government will establish
fish landing sites at desig-
nated areas and equip them
with key infrastructure in-
cluding storage cold rooms,
value addition units and
market linkages for fishery
resources.

“We will soon launch the
construction of a Shl bil-
lion project in Kisumu that
will be producing over seven
million fingerlings to serve
the country’s water bodies
and over 2,000 fish ponds
across the country,” Mvurya
said.

He added that his minis-
try has engaged the Defense
Ministry to enhance sur-
veillance across maritime
resources in the country to
address rising cases of illegal
activities on the high seas.

According to Council of
Governors (COG) chair on
Blue Economy Issa Timamy,
the strategy will ensure blue
economy resources are fully
tapped to create job oppor-
tunities and improve liveli-
hoods.

Timamy, who is also the
Lamu governor said they
have partnered with the
National Government to es-
tablish three landing sites in
Lamu so as to facilitate fish-
eries activities in the Indian
Ocean.

IGAD Country Represent-
ative Dr. Fatuma Adan said
the regional body will sup-
port governments to harness
the potential of their blue re-
sources.

Kenya Summit”. With a cheaper Made in Kenya
smartphone, citizens will be able to access
government services and opportunities at
their own convenience.

The gadgets will cost an average of Sh5,000
to enable widespread access. The cheapest
smartphone in the market currently costs
about Sh8,000.

“Based on the feasibility studies that have
been undertaken, we should be able to have
locally produced phones selling at $40 per
unit,” Mr Owalo added.

In seeking to produce its own smartphone,
Kenya is following in the footsteps of other
countries in Africa namely Egypt, Democratic
Republic of Congo and South Africa.

Egypt launched its locally made smartphone
dubbed Nile X in 2019. It’s specifications
include a 13 mega pixel dual camera, 4G
technology, 4GB RAM, 64 GB storage, 5.7 HD
display, Android 7.0 Nougat operating system,
fast-charging and fingerprint sensor.

Sico, an Egyptian company backed by the
government, invested in the venture over
$23 million (Sh2.8 billion), creating some
2,000 jobs.

Egypt also manufactures Samsung Galaxy
phones in conjunction with the South Korean
multinational Samsung. The first Egypt-made
Samsung phone was released in October
last year. Industry data shows that it costs
from Sh3,767 to Sh6,279 to build a low-cost
smartphone.

So, how would a Kenyan smartphone look
like? In January, Mr Owalo said the smartphone
will run on an Android system.

The phone will allow users to install other
secondary applications and access web apps
for a great digital experience, besides having
basic call, text, timing and calendar features.

Kenyans will certainly want a smartphone
that is 4G enabled, at least 10-mega pixel dual
camera, bigger capacity RAM, 64GB storage,
longer battery life and fast-charging.

Mr Owalo, who said that American tech
giant Google is helping in the manufacturing
of the gadget, believes the country is equal

President William Ruto believes that having
alow-cost smartphone will enable millions of
Kenyans access digital platforms for business
and government services.

“I want to assure the country that we will
have the cheapest smartphone in Affrica,
manufactured in Kenya, within the next eight to
12 months,” President Ruto said in November
last year at a meeting with investors in the
micro and small enterprises sector.

According to the Communications Authority
of Kenya’s latest report, the country has 48.3
million internet subscribers and 60.7 million
mobile phone devices connected to mobile
networks, out of which 32.9 million are feature
phones and 27.9 million smartphones.

Slow uptake of 4G and 5G-enabled smart-
phones has been blamed on costly gadgets,
therefore, a homemade affordable phone
would be a game-changer.

As the government strives to give the country
its first smartphone, Mr Owalo said it is also
working to ensure there is reliable internet
infrastructure all over Kenya

“All Kenyans should have access to the
internet. We will roll out 100,000km of fibre
optic cable to places that are not connected.
The government will do 52 per cent of the
cable while private sector 48 percent,” said
the minister.

Besides the cable, the government is in the
process of setting up 25,000 free WiFi hotspots
targeting people at the bottom of the pyramid.
“By June, at least each county will have two
WiFi hotspots,” he said.

Eng. John Tanui, the PS State Department of
ICT and Digital Economy, said private-public
partnerships would help make Kenya an ICT
hub in the region.

“The government has made strides in
ensuring that ICT is incorporated in all aspects
of public service. As partners, let us ensure
that Kenyans can access opportunities from
anywhere they are,” he said at the meeting.

This year’s Connected Kenya Summit will
be held between April 2 and 4 in Diani, Kwale
County. Its theme is “Digital economy: Endless
opportunities shaping our future”.

Mr Stanley Kamanguya, the CEO ICT Author-
ity, said previous summits have introduced
creative and innovative solutions to the
country’s pressing problems.

“The National Tax Policy Framework
will enhance the administrative efficiency
of the tax system, provide consistency and
entrench predictability in tax legislations and
management of tax expenditure. But more
importantly, build confidence and compliance
in the tax system,” said Mr Ndung’u in the
2023 Budget Policy Statement.

The document outlines priorities and policy
goals that guide the national government
and the county governments in preparing
their budgets.

To actualise bottom-up economic trans-
formation agenda for inclusive growth, the
government has laid out various programmes
in the different sectors.

In the housing sector, it says it will restruc-
ture long-term housing finance schemes,
including coming up with National Housing
Fund and Cooperative Social Housing Scheme,
to grow the number of mortgages from 30,000
to a million by enabling low-cost mortgages
of Sh10,000. This will help in the delivery of
250,000 housing units a year.

In health, the Kenya Kwanza administration
promises to reform the National Health
Insurance Fund (NHIF), turning it from an
occupational scheme for salaried people
in the public and private sectors to a social
insurance scheme. Therefore, the government
will change the contribution structure from an
individual contributory scheme to a household
contribution model.

For the information and communications
sector, the government will support extension
of national optic fibre infrastructure to ensure
universal broadband availability over the next
five years. The laying out of an additional
100,000km of the national fibre-optic network
will help to deliver the target.

And in education, the government will
pay for in-service teacher training to help
bridge the current teacher shortage gap of
116,000; establish a special service tariff for
all learning institutions for basic utilities such
as water, electricity and internet connection
and establish a National Skill and Funding
Council that will amalgamate HELB, TVET
and University Funding Board and increase
funding to bridge the current 45 perc ent
gap. &

250,000 fingerlings gift to farmers as
governor pledges modern fish market

irinyaga County Gov-

B ernment has distributed

254,000 fingerlings to

farmers to boost fish produc-

tion in the wake of increased

interest in fish consumption in
Mt. Kenya region.

The fingerlings which were
given out to 254 farmers, each
of them receiving 1,000, are
part of the county’s elaborate
plan to empower farmers un-
dertake aquaculture as a main-
stream activity as opposed
to having it as an alternative
source of livelihood.

To create a market for the ex-
pected bumper harvest of fish
in the near future, the County
Government will be putting
up an exclusive fish market at
Kiaga in Ndia Constituency,
where farmers will be aggre-
gating their produce for sale.

For the past three years, fish
farming in the County has been
growing gradually under the
Wezesha Kirinyaga Economic
Empowerment Program initi-
ated by Governor Anne Waig-

uru.

She noted that aquaculture
would bridge the huge deficit
of fish supply both within and
outside Kirinyaga since half
of the fish produced in Kenya
comes from aquaculture while
the other half is from ocean
and lake fishing.

Waiguru said one of the pro-
cessing factories that will be
set up in the upcoming Sagana
Industrial Park will deal in fish

processing, hence the impor-
tance of having locally avail-
able raw material. Fish farmers
will thus gain further from
value addition of their produce.

She said her vision is to see
Kirinyaga get a fair share of
fishing potential given that it
is endowed with favorable aq-
uaculture conditions which
include fresh water and ready
market.

The county head said she

wants to increase annual fish
production from the current
29.4 tons valued at Sh12.8 mil-
lion to 62 tons, which will fetch
the farmers around Sh30 mil-
lion per year.

Under the fisheries program,
the County Government has
been supporting farmers by
providing them with free fish-
pond liners, fingerlings and
six-month fish feed.

The farmers on the other
hand construct the fishponds
and thereafter nurture the fish
to maturity. They then use the
proceeds from the first harvest
to restock their ponds with
more fingerlings in order to
sustain the project.

While distributing the fin-
gerlings to the farmers, the
County Executive Committee
member for Agriculture, Live-
stock and Fisheries, Dr. John
Gachara, said the first phase
of the aquaculture program
in Kirinyaga was launched in
2019 where farmers who were
supported then were able to
produce fish independently.

Defence CS Duale appointed
regional standby force chair

ship of the Council from the
Ethiopian Minister of Defence,
Dr. Abraham Belay whose
term ended while Brigadier
Paul Njema of Kenya Defence
Forces was appointed Director
of the EASF Secretariat.

The meeting further unani-
mously agreed to have Kenya
chair the Assembly of Heads
of State and Government and
the Committee of the Chiefs of
Defence Forces (Staff).

The Ministers meeting was
preceded by that of the Com-
mittee of Chiefs of Defence
Forces from the member
states under the chairmanship
of Chief of General staff of
the Ethiopia National Defence
Forces, Field Marshall Birhanu
Jula Gelalcha.

The defence chiefs noted that
the security dynamics of the
region had changed over time
and that there was need to
enhance the capacity of EASF
beyond a Standby Force.

The Council proposed that

EASF evaluates itself to see
how it could be structured
to meet the demands of the
current security challenges.
To this effect, the participants
proposed the establishment
of the Panel of Elders (PoE)
awaiting its regularization.
The EASF Secretariat pointed
out that the African Union
(AU) had expressed inter-
est of establishing a Medical
Training Centre in one of the
EASF Member States compris-
ing Burundi, Comoros, Djibouti,
Ethiopia, Kenya, Rwanda, Sey-
chelles, Somalia, Sudan, and
Uganda.

EASF was established as a re-
gional mechanism to provide
capability for rapid deploy-
ment of forces to carry out
preventive deployment, rapid
intervention, peace support/
stability operations and peace
enforcement.

The Force is a regional or-
ganization mandated to fos-
ter peace and security in the
Eastern Africa region and is
one of the five regional mul-
tidimensional Forces of the
African Standby Force (ASF)
comprising the Military, Police
and Civilian components..

B The County Government of
Nakuru has rolled out an ini-
tiative to integrate tuberculosis
(TB) services into workplace
health programs to help reduce
transmission of the disease.
The County Executive Member
(CECM) for Health, Ms Jacque-
line Osoro, said the initiative
seeks to systematically engage
workplaces in TB prevention
and management.

Osoro explained that sub-
county health management
teams and TB and leprosy co-
ordinators will work closely
with Tuberculosis Accelerated
Response and Care (TB ARC11)
project to integrate TB preven-
tion and management in work-
places and learning institutions
across the County.

The CECM emphasized the im-
portance of regular TB screen-
ing at the workplace, including
among health workers, saying
this will help in TB transmission
control and management.

She urged the health workers to
be on the frontline and lead by
example, by taking regular TB
screening, to help build confi-
dence among the community
members on the importance of
TB screening and transmission
control.

The County Chief Officer for
Medical Services, Dr. John
Murima, urged the healthcare
workers to make use of the
empowered community health
volunteers to help cut the
transmission of TB within the
community.

The Tuberculosis (TB) Acceler-
ated Response and Care project
which capitalizes on Kenyan
expertise and know-how to sig-
nificantly reduce the burden of
TB in Kenya, was designed by
the United States Government
in close collaboration with Gov-
ernment of Kenya health man-
agers.
