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NHIF cracks down on non-compliant employers to recover Sh712m

he National Health In-
surance Fund (NHIF)
has mounted a crack-

down on employers who
fail to remit statutory de-

ductions.

NHIF Acting Chief Ex-
ecutive Officer (CEO) Dr.
Samson Kuhora said the
three week exercise targets
to net Sh712 million in re-
mittances.

This, he said, was out of

the total Sh1.07 billion the
national insurer is owed by
employers, dealing a blow
on service delivery.

The exercise, he added,
aims at sealing the gaps in
revenue collection to ensure
that operations of the funds

run uninterrupted.

Workers, he said, con-
tribute 64 per cent of the
national insurer’s revenue
adding that measures have
been put in place to seal
loopholes affecting collec-
tions.

Speaking at Tom Mboya
Labour College in Ki-
sumu during a consultative
meeting with the Central
Organisation of Trade Un-
ion (COTU) officials, Dr.
Kuhora said the move will
help clear pending bills and

ensure NHIF beneficiaries
continue to enjoy services
at all the accredited facili-
ties.

he Government,
I through the State De-
partment of Public
Works, is drafting a Build-
ings Control Bill which
will regulate the construc-
tion industry to ensure
the integrity of the built
environment and achieve
structurally sound build-
ings.

Speaking at a seminar
for architects and quan-
tity Surveyors organized by
the Boards of Registration
of Architects and Quantity
Surveyors (BORAQS) in
Nairobi, the Principal Sec-
retary Mr. Joel Arumonyang
noted that the new piece of
legislation will ring fence
the building industry from
quacks posing as quantity
surveyors and architects
and ensure cases of build-
ings under construction
collapsing are minimized.

BORAQS is a regulatory
institution domiciled in the
State Department for Public
Works under the Ministry of
Lands, Public Works, Hous-
ing and Urban Develop-
ment.

It is mandated to regulate
the professions of architec-
ture and quantity surveying

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Gov't to open security roads in
Shakahahola for rescue operations

he Government has
commenced an ex-

ercise of opening
security roads within the
Shakahahola forest in Ma-
lindi sub county to help
search and rescue teams
conduct their operations
efficiently and smoothly.

Interior and National
Administration Cabinet
Secretary Prof Kithure
Kindiki(Pictured) said,
the new and extra routes
will hasten the search for
missing persons who are
still alive and hiding in
the expansive forest and
help search teams to easily
identify grave sites.

Prof. Kindiki at the same
time said, more graves had
been discovered within
the 800-acre land believed
to belong to controver-
sial cultist and preacher,
Paul Mackenzie where 241
victims of the preacher’s
cultic teachings have so
far died. The CS launched
the second phase of post-
mortem on 129 bodies of
Mackenzie’s victims at the
Malindi Sub County Hospi-
tal Funeral Home.

He said the Govern-
ment would scale up the
security operation within

the 50,000-acre Chakama
ranch and beyond by em-
ploying the use of satellite
technology, drones and
aircraft to search the entire
ranch and in neighbouring
Tsavo East National Park
and the Kulalu Ranch.

“We have started open-
ing several security roads
effective immediately in
order to search every mil-
limetre of the Chakama
Ranch for any survivors of
Mackenzie’s atrocities,”
he said at the Shakahola
Command Centre, after
visiting officers involved in
the search and rescue op-
eration. Kindiki visited Mr.
Mackenzie’s alleged home
inside the 800-acre farm
among other areas before
holding the press briefing.

He said more graves, in-
cluding close to ten mass
graves, had been discov-
ered and would be dug up

to exhume the bodies after
the second phase of the
post-mortems.

The CS, who was accom-
panied by Kilifi Governor
Gideon Mung’aro and other
senior government offi-
cials, said it was not easy to
identify the graves as some
had been tampered with
by the perpetrators, while
others had been concealed
with vegetation.

“Even the exercise of
looking for graves we be-
lieve is not complete be-
cause some of those graves
are not conspicuous. Some
of them were tampered
with while others have
been concealed by growing
vegetation on top of them,”
he said.

He said the search and
rescue operation would not
be interrupted and that 24-
hour surveillance would be
put in place and more per-
sonnel and modern tech-
nology that include the
use of satellites to enhance
communication.

He said he had asked the
Communication Authority
(CA) and the Directorate
of Criminal Investigations
(DCI) to pull down Mr.
Mackenzies cultic teach-
ings on social media.

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MCK collaborates with counties to
weed out quacks posing as journalists

uacks posing as jour-
nalists will soon have
nowhere to hide if

a pr®wosal by the Media
Council of Kenya (MCK) to
rope in county governments
to weed out such individu-
als’ sails through.

North, Eastern and Cen-
tral Media Council of Kenya
(MCK) Regional Coordinator
Jackson Karanja says, dis-
cussions between the Coun-
cil and county governors
are at an advanced stage
to come up with stringent
measures which will ensure
only accredited journalists
are allowed to cover govern-
ment functions.

In the proposed sweeping
changes, which may finally
address the menace posed
by quacks who infiltrate im-
portant public functions and
even end-up misreporting
facts, Karanja noted that
journalists will now have
their accreditation cards
scanned at a common desk
before they are allowed to
cover any such functions.

Karanja says unlike previ-
ous accreditation cards that

lacked tamper proof secu-
rity features, the Council
is now issuing cards with
special bar codes embossed
with an individual vital de-
tails and a unique number.

“The previous accredita-
tion cards did not have a
QR (Quick Response) code
and therefore, anyone could
come up with one.

“So, what we are doing
as an institution to mitigate
this challenge is to have
journalists who have this
card -with a QR code, ac-
cess county government
and county assembly func-
tions.

“It is something we are
doing and which is ongoing
and we want to start at the
very basic level. Only jour-
nalists who have accredita-

tion cards that can be

work will be allowed access
to government informa-
tion,” said Karanja, during
a courtesy call of the Nyeri
County Information Office.

conducting themselves in
unbecoming manner before
the full glare of cameras.

He added that they are in
the process of conducting
training for media practi-
tioners on the need to up-
hold the tenets and ethics of
professionalism as espoused
in the Code of Conduct.

“We are telling accredited
journalists to be profession-
als and conduct themselves
with decorum. Be different
from quacks. Cases of jour-
nalists coming to functions
drunk portray a bad im-
age for the profession,” he
added.

The official similarly said
the Council is also partner-
ing with the Communica-
tion Authority (CA) in a bid
to inject professional stand -
ards of reporting by media
houses to ensure those re-
sponsible for managing such
entities are people who have
undergone proper training
in matters of reporting.

A. ABOUT THE AFFORDABLE HOUSING PROGRAM
1. What is the Affordable Housing Program?

The Affordable Housing Program (AHP) is an initiative by the Govern-
ment that targets the delivery of decent and affordable housing to low
and middle-income households.

2) Who will build the Affordable Houses?

The Affordable Houses will be financed and built by private develop-
ers on both public (national and county) and private land across the
country.

3) What are the target segments of the AHP?

The Affordable Housing Program is intended to address the housing
needs of the following income brackets:

1. Social - Up to KES 14,999

2. Low Cost - KES 15,000 - KES 49,999

3. Mortgage Gap - KES 50,000 - KES 100,000

4. Middle to High Income - KES 100,000+

Given that these income groups form the bulk of the housing market,
the AHP aims to provide them with accessible and standard living
spaces. The goal is to promote human dignity and goes a long way in
establishing and promoting social equity.

4) What is the Government’s role in the AHP?

The Government’s main role is primarily that of a facilitator that aims
to create an enabling environment for a private sector-led solution that
will ensure that the ambitious and capital-intensive project becomes a
reality. This will be done through several interventions such as:

1. Provision of state-owned land

2. Delivery of bulk infrastructure to the sites where the housing
units are earmarked for development; including access roads and
transportation network, power, water, and sewerage

3. One-stop-shop to streamline and fast-track statutory approvals;
including transfer of titles and architectural drawings, amongst
others

4. Offering tax incentives: Registered persons will be eligible for a

tax credit equivalent to the lower of 15% of gross emoluments
or the actual savings subject to a limit of KES 9,000 per month.
Self-employed persons who register as members are also eligi-
ble for the tax credit. Voluntary Savings will attract the same tax
relief. For employed persons, the employer will incorporate the
deductions and tax credit in the payroll, while the self-employed
persons will take credit when computing their tax liability. The
Government will also waive stamp duty for first-time home-
owners;

5. The Government is also working at other legislative and policy
reforms required to level the playing field further

6. The Government has also produced and published the Develop-
ment Framework Guidelines, which provide qualitative guidance
on how the AHP will be implemented, how projects will be pri-
oritized and programmed, and how developers/investors will
be engaged. It further addresses the financing framework, the
urban and building design standards, environmental and social
safeguards, as well as other important elements of the project
delivery framework

7. The development strategy for the AHP also integrates quality as-
surance and oversight as projects are being developed. The Gov-
ernment will ensure that the standards articulated in our laws
and the DFGs are adhered to.

5) The affordable housing program incorporates
supply, demand and enables environment in-
terventions.

6) What is the Housing Fund?

The Housing Fund is a Fund established under the Housing Act

with an aim of delivering affordable housing to Kenyans. The Fund

will therefore play a critical role in overcoming the inefficiencies

in the housing sector that have led to the housing deficit in the

country. This will entail interventions addressing challenges faced
from both the supply and demand side of the sector.

The Housing Fund will mobilize private sector investment in the
program in order to achieve its objectives. In addition, the Hous-
ing Fund will also work with Development Finance Institutions
(DFIs) and other development partners to raise the required fund-
ing for the projects

Through the partnerships, the Fund will aggregate demand and
link it to the supply from developers. Affordability and access

to competitive financing for homeowners will be secured by
addressing tenure and interest rates through the Tenant Purchase
Scheme (TPS) model. Owners will be able to make payments
over a 25 - 30 year period with financing of less than 10% there-
by reducing expected monthly payments to manageable levels as
well as a possibility for multi-generational mortgages.

7) What guarantees are there to ensure that the
Fund is run prudently and efficiently?

The Housing Fund as established by the Housing Act is under the
control of the National Housing Corporation (NHC) and is thus
fully anchored in law. It is institutionally embedded to ensure that
we safeguard public funds and that the Fund is managed diligent-
ly and transparently. Section 7 of the Housing Acts spells out the
administrative guidelines and governance structure that the NHC
should adhere to so as to ensure the Fund’s autonomy and protect
it from manipulation and misappropriation.

The NHC has set up a governance structure comprising of fund
custodians to maintain the assets and asset titles of the Fund, a
fund administrator to manage the day-to-day operational affairs
of the fund, and a fund manager to direct the fund investments.
This structure ensures there is no concentrations of risk, and that
the assets of the fund are safeguarded.

8) How does AHP differ from other housing

schemes in Kenya?

The AHP differs from other housing schemes in Kenya. It is the
first comprehensive program in which the Government of Ken-
ya seeks to use private sector funding to facilitate the provision
of homes to Kenyans in the lower- and middle-income brackets.

B. APPLICATION PROCESS
I

1) Where and how do I apply to buy an Af-
fordable house?

Individuals interested in buying Affordable Houses under AHP
will first have to register on the Boma Yangu housing portal,
either online or through the *832# USSD. Upon registration an
account will be automatically created for the member. This will
enable you to begin contributions to the Housing Fund and sav-
ing towards your own home. You will then also be able to select
your housing preference from the available or upcoming housing
stock. Once registered and contributing to the Housing Fund, ap-
plicants who qualify will participate in a regular and transparent
allocation process for the available houses.

2) Is there a fee to apply?

There is no fee for applying. It is absolutely free. To activate your
account, you will have to make a saving of KES 200.

3) What do I need to qualify?

All applicants will need to be a citizen of Kenya with a valid na-
tional ID number.

No. Members who register on the affordable housing portal and begin
making Savings and qualify for affordable housing will be allocated a
house as soon as developers begin constructing affordable houses.

5) How will the houses be allocated?

The houses will be awarded through a fair and transparent system, on a
“first past the post” basis, free of any human intervention and contact.

C. ALLOCATION OF HOMES
e S
1) Is the allocation system a form of betting?

No, the allocation system is not betting. It is a fair and transparent sys-
tem that allocates houses to qualified applicants, as indicated above.

Members will be asked to indicate their preferred location (by county)
of a house and then be provided with information on the type of home
they qualify for based on their income and required deposit payments.

Homes will be allocated on a first come-first served basis, based on the
time when members qualify for allocation meaning they have a full pro-
file (100% complete), they have selected which home they would like to
buy, and they have saved the required 10% deposit.

Potential owners will be selected from this waiting list of registered
pre-qualified, eligible applicants.

Allocation processing will be announced on the Housing Portal and
through other communication outlets.

Allocation will only be carried out for projects that are going live and
whose construction has begun.

The weighted pre-qualification criteria will include factors such as in-
come, household status (priority to families), current assets owned,
vulnerable groups, accumulated deposit, first come - first serve basis.

Concerning social housing, we will work with settlement executive
committees representing community interests and ensuring that those
living in the community are beneficiaries. This will entail registration,
enumeration, and verification of the community members.

2) What happens if I qualify for a house but do not
get allocated one?

The system is designed to ensure every qualifying applicant is allocated
a house. However, it is expected that there will initially be more de-
mand for houses than the supply of affordable houses. If an applicant is
not allocated a house in an initial allocation, their name will be put on a
waiting list, and the applicant will have a higher likelihood of allocation
on subsequent developments.

3) CanlIbe on a waiting list and for how long?
Yes, the waiting list ensures that those who might have missed out on an

initial allocation get priority.

D. DESIGN AND PROJECT INFORMATION
e S
1) What type and size of houses are offered under AHP?
The AHP homes will comprise houses ranging from one-bedroom to

three-bedroom units with varying sizes depending on the locations and
the needs analysis. The unit typologies are as follows:

One Bedroom 20sqm KES1,000,000
One Bedroom 30sgqm KES1,500,000
Two Bedroom 40sqm KES 2,000,000
Three Bedroom 60sqm KES 3,500,000

For Social Housing, the typologies are as follows:

One Room KES 600,000
Two Room KES 1,000,000
Three Room KES 1,400,000

To enhance affordability, the program caps the maximum selling price
of the housing units as indicated above.

From time to time, the unit sizes may change depending on the project
site and other relevant development factors.

2) Will there be houses in the rural areas?

Yes. The AHP is a nationwide program that also seeks to transform mil-
lions of Kenyans who live in rural areas. The Government will continue
to support homeowners to build houses that fit into the local environ-
ment and utilize locally available building materials. One of the major
challenges of housing in rural areas is the quality of building materials.

To address this, Appropriate Building Technology (ABT) centers have
been constructed across the country. We are looking to put up more in
every constituency and eventually wards across the country. These will
offer technical assistance and equipment to the members of the public
to improve the quality of their houses.

This initiative aims at addressing the housing needs of various commu-
nities in a cost-effective and environmentally sustainable manner. We
have also partnered with TVET colleges to train members of the public
on how to use these technologies and also how they can modernize con-
struction practices while preserving cultural values. We will also make
available for hire Matofali machines used to manufacture stabilized
soil blocks. The result will be creating thousands of new jobs that will
improve their quality of life and reduce rural-urban migration. Rural
housing funding will be available from NHC at an interest rates of 13%.

3) How will I know if there is an upcoming project in
my desired location?

Regular and timely updates on upcoming projects shall be given on the
Boma Yangu housing portal and other platforms such as daily newspa-
pers, radio, and at your nearest Huduma Center.

4) Who will manage the services within affordable
home projects?

The AHP anticipates that facilities management will be critical for en-
suring that communities remain livable in the long term. Under the
current delivery framework, homeowners will be required to pay an
affordable service charge towards the upkeep of common facilities. A
portion of this service charge will go towards a sinking fund for major
repairs within a housing complex.

Facilities management will be contracted to companies specializing in
these services.

5) What is a Boma Code?

All Projects on Boma Yangu will have a special code (Boma Code) ap-
plied on the specific types of units available. Boma Codes will make it
easy to select a preferred unit through the USSD channel.

E. TARGET BENEFICIARIES
I

1) Do Ihave to be low-income or a first-time homebuy-
er to benefit from the Affordable Housing Program?

The AHP mainly targets Kenyans in the low and middle-income brackets
who have previously been excluded from owning decent homes due to
the prohibitive costs and stringent financing requirements. The program
seeks to make affordable housing available to all Kenyans by lowering
the cost of financing homeownership. The KMRC will provide liquidi-
ty and longer-term financing to Kenyan banks and SACCOs in order to
increase the volume, the tenor of residential mortgages, and availability
of fixed-rate mortgages. This is expected to improve the affordability of
mortgages, increase the number of qualifying borrowers, and expand
the primary mortgage market and homeownership in Kenya.

2) Is there an age limit to qualify?
Applicants will have to be at least 18 years of age.

3) For Kenyans earning more than Kshs 150,000, will they
be included in the program, and if so, how?

Since this is a government-backed affirmative program, priority will be
given to individuals within households earning less than KES 150,000.
The KMRC introduction aims to lower interest rates on mortgages to be-
low current market rates. This will be accessible to all customers, in-
cluding those earning over KES 150,000.

4) Are civil servants eligible to participate in this program?

Yes. There are opportunities for civil servants to own homes under the
AHP. Therefore, they are encouraged to register in earnest and take ad-
vantage of their house allowances to get a better house.

F. SAVINGS AND CONTRIBUTIONS
|

1) CanI contribute over and above the amounts
required under the law?

All Savings to the Housing Fund are entirely voluntary. There are
no caps on Savings

2). Can my spouse and I contribute to our
house?

Yes. Spousal and joint Savings can be made towards the owner-
ship of one house at a time. However, there is still an option to
apply for a house individually. Collective Savings increase that
couple’s chances to get their house within a shorter time.

3) How can I make my Saving into Boma Yangu?

Upon registration on Boma Yangu, log into your account, click
on “save now”. This will allow you to save to your account using
Mpesa. The Mpesa paybill number is 005500.

You can also contribute to your account by making a deposit
through any of the authorized collection banks. The list of partic-
ipating banks and agencies will be published on the AHP website
at www.bomayangu.go.ke.

Be sure to provide your national ID number while making the
Saving into physical banks. This will assist with ensuring the
amounts are credited to your account.

4) WillI be able to monitor my Savings?

Yes. Members will be able to monitor their savings via the indi-
vidual account created on Boma Yangu housing portal.

5) Does Saving mean getting a house?

In the long term, yes. As you contribute and build your savings
up to 12.5% of the total value, you eventually get allocated a
house or remain on the waiting list - and ultimately, you get
your home as projects complete development.

6) Can I withdraw my voluntary savings at any time?
One can apply for withdrawal of Savings through the Boma Yan-
gu portal. This process requires review and approval. The Housing
Fund Regulations provide that one can withdraw their savings
after seven (7) years

7). Why should one be deducted transaction fees when
making a payment?

Transaction services providers’ fees will apply.

8). If a transaction does not go through or cus-
tomer reverses the amount, what is the pro-
cess of retrieval?

For payments made through mobile money transfer, the custom-

ers will contact the service provider and initiate a reversal. For

payments through financial institutions, they will contact the
specific banks/institutions and initiate reversal.

9). What happens if my Saving does not reflect on my

account?

Contact the Huduma Call Centre for customer support or write to
enquiries@bomayangu.go.ke - with proof of payments such as a
confirmation message or deposit slip.

G. TENANT PURCHASE SCHEME
I

1. How much will I be required to pay and for
how long?

The amount payable for the house will depend on the type of
house selected and allocated. The monthly payments will be
determined after taking into account the amount of deposit paid
and the desired payment period. The typical payment period will
be between 25 to 30 years.

2. How frequent will the payments be?
The payments shall be made monthly.

3. Will the payments increase over time?

No. The payments will be fixed over the life of the financing.

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4. How many houses can I buy?

A member is only entitled to one house under the Affordable Housing
Program.

5. Can the Housing Fund help me get a loan to pur-
chase a home?

Yes. The Housing Fund will facilitate long-term affordable financing
to members that qualify and are allocated an affordable house under a
long-term Tenant Purchase Scheme or mortgage finance.

6. Can I buy a house if I have no credit history or reg-

ular income?
Yes. However, the applicant will have to prove that they can make their
regular monthly loan repayments.

7. 1f I fall behind in my payments, will I be able to keep
my home?

The payment terms are designed to be affordable and flexible, geared
towards helping you secure your home. However, every case will be
looked at on a case-by-case basis.

8. Are there restrictions on the sales of the houses?The
Yes. A member cannot dispose of their house to the open market before
seven (7) years have lapsed. However, before the seven (7) years are over,
they have the option to sell it back to the Housing Fund and retain their
equity build up.

9. How can I meet with an advisor to guide me further?
Information and guidance shall be provided through official commu-
nication channels on the State Department for Housing and Urban De-
velopment website, on social media platforms and on the Boma Yangu
portal.

10. Are incomes assessed individually or as a household?
Incomes will be accessed either individually or jointly depending on if
the application is made individually or jointly. If an application is made
jointly, the house title will be issued in the name of all the joint appli-
cants.

11. What is included in the income?
Income includes any income sources whether regular or irregular.

12. What happens in the event of death?
In the event of death, the housing unit can be transferred to the regis-
tered next of kin.

H. MORTGAGES

1. Does mortgage pre-qualification apply to
everyone?

Mortgage pre-qualification is available to all members seeking to
finance the purchase of their homes using mortgages..

To submit documents for pre-qualification for a mortgage, log into
your Boma Yangu account. Click on “Mortgage Prequalification”
and submit the required documents

2) What are the steps of accessing a mortgage?
What arrangements are in place for members
interested in mortgage facilities?

The mortgage option is a method of payment for a housing unit.
Once you have saved the required 10% deposit and have been al-
located house, you will be required to provide a payment plan for
the balance. You can seek a mortgage or loan or payment plan from
our partner banks or other financing institutions. The bank or fi-
nancing institution on the execution of mortgage facility will then
deposit the funds in the designated institution as indicated in the
sale agreement.

3) What is the rate for the mortgage, and which
financial institutions are you in partnership
with?

The rate of the mortgage varies depending on the financial institu-
tion. SDHUD cannot influence the mortgage rates for financial in-
stitutions. However, for institution working in collaboration with
KMRC the target is to provide mortgages at a rate less than 10%.

J. OPPORTUNITIES
I B—

1. Are there opportunities for Kenyans, particularly those in the informal
sector, to participate in the AHP?

The AHP is intended to provide benefits beyond the delivery of affordable homes. The construc-
tion of the units is expected to create direct and indirect employment opportunities for Kenyans.
These will include opportunities for skilled and unskilled labor. We estimate that for every unit
constructed, 3 - 5 new jobs are created.

The AHP will create the much-needed opportunity to formalize the informal sector. Ring-fenc-
ing strategies will be implemented to ensure that the Jua Kali sector (local artisans and other pro-
fessionals such as plumbers, electricians and AGPO) can make investments and supply inputs to
the affordable housing program. This will include different strategies for standardization of inputs
such as windows and doors. Light industries will also have the opportunity to provide construc-
tion materials such as cement.

Other opportunities will be in facilities management. It will be ensured that common proper-
ty infrastructure and services are of high quality and functionality consistent with the level of
physical, social, aesthetic, and economic amenity provided by the property at the beginning of
the development’s occupancy.

The size of the developments under the Affordable Housing Program will be significant. It is an-
ticipated that during the program’s implementation, there will be a rise in the consumption of
the various building materials that are locally manufactured.

K. ABOUT THE HOUSES
I —

1. Where are the exact locations of the houses and the land where the house
is built?

Projects will be countrywide, and the initial phases are as follows: https://www.bomayangu.

2. What is my freedom when I own the house? What is the proof of owner-
ship when one possesses the house since it stands on government land?

Once fully paid, you have the freedom of any other homeowner. The proof will be a sectional title.

You own the house even if it has been built on Government land, as long as you have completed
payment.

3. What are the criteria of payment, full or partial?

There are several categories of buyers’:
Mortgage buyers. You are servicing your payment for the entire period of the mortgage.
Cash buyers. As per the purchase contract.

Each of the above will have different requirements for determining full payment.

4. Do all occupants get equal rights to payment of the units, e.g., disabled,

widows, and widowers?
Yes

5. Is the pricing of the units the same in all counties?

The pricing per unit may vary from one geographical location to another. However, because this is
an affordable housing project, the unit cost will be significantly lower than the prevailing market
value in that region.

The new package, he
said targets to scale up
screening for cancer, dia-
betes and other common
ailments to ensure they
are detected early and
managed to reduce the
burden and cost of treat-
ment.

Dr. Kuhora said NHIF
spends billions of shillings
annually on treatment,
adding that the shift from
curative to preventive

health was set to redirect
the huge expenditure to
other aspects of the health
sector.

Most of the diseases
being managed at NHIF
accredited facilities, es-
pecially cancer and renal
failure, he disclosed were
in critical stages because
of late diagnosis.

Treatment of cancer and
renal failure, he said, con-
tinues to burden Kenyans
with the number of cases
which could have been
detected early and man-
aged rising.

The national health in-
surer, he disclosed, spent
Sh3.8 billion on dialysis
last financial year, money
that could have been
saved and diverted to
other forms of healthcare.

“More than 40 per cent
of the cases that go to end
stage renal failure which

necessitates dialysis are
caused by diabetes. So, by
intervening early enough
through proper diagnosis
it will effectively reduce
the number of patients
who require dialysis,” he
said.

In an interview, Dr.
Kuhora said financing
treatment had become a
big challenge, adding that
preventive healthcare is
the way to go.

“There is a good return
on investment when you
intervene early enough. It
is less expensive because
you get the patients early
enough,” he said.

The proposal, he said,
has been presented to
different stakeholders in
government including the
economic council adding
that once approved, 85 per
cent of Kenyans will ben-
efit from the cover.

The PS said that potatoes are
the second most important
food crop in Kenya after maize
and plays an important role in
food security, poverty eradica-
tion, and economic develop-
ment, yet Africa faces a great

challenge with food security
as population growth contin-
ues at a fast pace.

Marginalized areas in Narok
to receive equalization funds

M Some eight nine sub-loca-
tions in Narok County which
have been categorized as
marginalized areas will benefit
from the Third Policy of Equali-
zation Fund.

Commission of Revenue Allo-
cation (CRA) Chief Executive
Officer (CEO) James Katule
said, the sub-locations were
identified from the data pro-
vided by the Kenya National
Bureau of Statistics (KNBS)
collected in the 2019 census
that ranked the villages as mar-
ginalized.

Katule said the Commis-
sion used five parameters to
measure the extent of mar-
ginalization which include the
availability of water, electricity,
roads and health facilities as
enshrined in the Constitution,
adding that recently, the Com-
mission added education as
the fifth parameter.

The CEO, who led a team from
his office for a four-day fact-
checking in the county said
out of 185 sub-locations in
the County, 89 were ranked in
quantile one as the most mar-
ginalized areas, 74 sub- loca-
tions ranked in quantile two, 17
ranked in quantile three, while

four sub locations were ranked
in quantile five.

“There is no sub-location that
was ranked quantile five in this
county, meaning no sub-loca-
tion met all the basic require-
ments that are enshrined in the
Constitution,” he said.

The CRA team met several
focus groups from the sub-
counties which confirmed that
the sub-locations identified to
benefit from the funds were
actually marginalized.

The commission also took
views from the residents on
the neediest sub-locations
that had not been mentioned
among the 89 sub-locations.
At the same time, the team
from CRA toured various pro-
jects that had earlier benefited
from the Equalization Fund
projects, to verify whether the
projects were benefiting the
residents.

Some of the projects visited is
Olchoro Dispensary in Narok
Central Sub- County, which
was funded to a tune of Sh4.2
million in the Financial Year
2017/2018 and Sh28 million
in 2018/2019 that was used to
drill a borehole and build staff
houses.
