To achieve this, Water, 
Sanitation and Irrigation 
Cabinet Secretary (CS)  Ms 
Alice Wahome said there are 

already several projects be-
ing implemented in different 
parts of the country to boost 
irrigation farming with the 
aim of achieving food secu-
rity.

Ms Wahome said in the 
next five years, 1.8 million 
acres will be put under ir-
rigation mainly targeting 

small-scale farmers.
The CS spoke when she 

launched three commu-
nity irrigation projects in 
Murang’a County.

The projects include Nyan-
jigi in Kangema sub-county, 
Maragua Ridge in Murang’a 
South and Boboti Kiamande 
in Kandara, which have 

cost the Government almost 
Sh500 million.

The projects aim to provide 
water for irrigation to more 
than 2,000 small-scale farm-
ers.

She underscored the need 
to support irrigation farming 
adding that the country cur-
rently has a shortage of more 

than 10 million bags of maize.
“For the government to 

attain food security, there is 
a need to support irrigation 
farming. This will require 
partnership between the 
government, members of the 
community and the private

Kenyans in the infor-
mal sector will have 
improved access to

Speaking during the 
World TB Day in Eldoret, 
Health CS Dr. Susan Na-
khumicha Wafula said the 
Government has rolled 
out plans to implement 
Afya Bora Mashinani and 
strengthening the capacity 
of the Community Health 
Volunteers (CHVs) who are 
key in promoting access to 
sustainable health care at 
the grassroot level.

The CHVs, the CS noted,  
will change from work-
ing as volunteers to Com-
munity Health Workers 
(CHWs) who will earn a 
monthly stipend.

The CS urged members 
of the public to register 
with the NHIF so as to ac-
cess the affordable health 
care through the Univer-
sal Health Coverage (UHC) 
programme that seeks to 
ensure every Kenyans has 
reliable access to sustain-
able health care services 
across the country.

“When one registers with 
NHIF, it caters for him and 
covers all family members 
including children,” Na-
khumicha said.

She noted that the Gov-
ernment experienced chal-
lenges when it launched 
NHIF recruitment as most 
of the people did not have 
birth certificates.

She urged Uasin Gishu 
Governor Jonathan Che-
lilim to facilitate residents 
to acquire birth certificates 
so that they are enrolled in 
NHIF together with their 
children.

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investor,” she added.
Wahome said the Ministry of 

Water will also drill boreholes to 
complement water sourced from 
rivers and dams.

She explained that the Nyan-
jigi Water Project in Kangema 
will support 500 farmers and her 
ministry is working to provide 
funding to distribute the water 
to other 500 farmers.

“Nyanjigi project was sup-
ported by the community and 
the government. We have come 
in to provide infrastructure that 
leads to distribution of water to 
farms,” she said.

“The project will support 
horticulture farming and it is 
estimated that annually, the 
beneficiaries will be able to make 
more than Sh100 million,” she 
added.The CS further said nego-
tiations with private and inter-
national organizations to fund 
various irrigation projects are 
ongoing.

“Galana-Kulalu will be 
changed for commercial irriga-
tion and since the government 
has no required funding, we will 
invite international organiza-
tions to partner in supporting the 
projects,” she added.

Meanwhile, the CS called upon 

farmers to form groups and start 
irrigation projects saying it will 
be easy for the Government to 
support the community-based 
projects with the needed infra-
structure like pipes.

Murang’a Governor Irungu 
Kang’ata said his administration 
will support the projects initi-
ated by the National Government 

by ensuring they are well main-
tained.

“Water is very vital in attaining 
food security and as Murang’a 
County Government, we will 
maintain projects,” he added.

Kangema MP Peter Kihungi 
lauded Nyanjigi project saying it 
has ensured locals have continu-
ous food supply.

At the same time, the CS 
raised concern over individuals 
who allegedly exploit patients 
by hiking treatment charges 
across various facilities noting 
that the Ministry of Health will 
not tolerate such misconduct.

In his remarks the Prime Cab-
inet Secretary Musalia Muda-
vadi said the Government is on 
course to look into the affairs of 
CHVs in a bid to transform pri-
mary health care services in the 
grassroots.

“The government has taken 
up the issue of community 
health workers and how they 
can be motivated. We have 
around 90,000 thousand work-
ers across the country. From 
April, the Government is tak-
ing necessary arrangements in 
the budgetary process so that 
these workers can also draw a 
stipend,” he said.

He urged healthcare service 
providers to consider doing pre-
scriptions in Swahili language 
so that the common mwananchi 
may understand instructions 
to take medicine doses as pre-
scribed.

“The fastest road to curing 
people is to communicate first, 
if we really want to help our 
fellow Kenyans to understand 
what we are doing, when you 
prescribe medicine to that pa-
tient, do not only write take 
three tablets two times per day, 
write also meza tembe tatu mara 
mbili kwa siku, we can as well 
put that in our mother tongue 
languages,” he added.

The Cabinet Secretary 
for Information, Com-
munication and the 

Digital Economy Eliud Ow-
alo has called on the private 
sector to join the Govern-
ment by putting in resources 
to revamp digital projects in 
the country.

Owalo said investing 
in projects like the Konza 
Technopolis will help Ken-
yans benefit and realize 
their IT- related goals.

He further underlined the 
need for  a symbiotic work-
ing relationship between the 
government and the pri-
vate sector, asking them to 
channel resources that will 
help the government fast 
track its policies and imple-
mentation of digitizing its 
operations.

He said the state will go 
out of its way to facilitate 
partnerships with inves-
tors to achieve the dream of 
Kenya being ICT sufficient.

Speaking during a  con-

sultative meeting between 
the Council of Governor’s 
(CoG) ICT and Knowledge 
Management Committee, 
Senate Standing Committee 
on ICT and Sector Partners 
in Mombasa, Owalo said 
the Government has suf-
ficient pilot projects that 
need funding for them to be 
operational.

“The mutual relation-
ship will go a long way to 
achieving the mandate of 
digitizing the country. The 
agenda of this meeting is 
to facilitate discussions 
between the two levels of 
government and key stake-
holders on the strategies for 

adopting ICT and iden-

tifying opportunities in the 
sector,” he said.

The CS noted that Kenya 
has made a major step in 
service delivery whereby a 
total of 5,700 services have 
been boarded on the e-Cit-
izen platform with initial 
emphasis on KRA services, 
health services, creative 
economy, E-learning and 
digital business platforms.

The CS also pointed out 
that digital entrepreneur-
ship is another important 
element to be embraced 
in the digitalization of the 
economy, adding that gov-
ernment’s efforts to lever-
age technology will make 
the country a producer of 
both computer hardware 
and software.

“We have partnered with 
the private sector so that in 
the not so distant future, we 
are to locally assemble smart 
enabled phones available 
in the Kenyan market at a 
unit cost of about Sh4,000,” 
he said. Owalo added that 

the state will soon unveil a 
smart university which will

100,000 kilometers of fiber 
optic network within the 
digital superhighway to en-
sure realization of last-mile 
internet connectivity across 
the counties.

Rotich said that counties

National Government and 
private investors to pro-
vide the much-needed re-
sources.

According to Rotich, who 
is the Elgeyo Marakwet gov-
ernor, the devolved units 
have collaborated with the 
ministry to establish a min-
imum of two WIFI hotspots 
per county by end of June 
2023 to target bus termini.

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Background

The Ministry of Mining, Blue Economy and Maritime Affairs, State Depart-
ment for Mining (hereinafter “the Ministry”), is charged with the respon-
sibility of regulating and promoting mineral development in Kenya. The 
Mining sector plays a significant role in Kenya’s social economic 
development.  

The State Department invites expressions of interest from qualified bidders 
to establish and re-start mine operations at the Fluorspar Mine located 
in Kimwarer, Elgeiyo Marakwet County, Republic of Kenya under a Public 
Private Partnerships arrangement.

It is estimated that at an average fluorspar concentrate production of 
74,000 tpa, (range 35,000 tpa to 129,000 tpa) over the mine life, the mine 
could be in production for up to 40 years.

It is expected that this project will benefit residents of Elgeyo Marakwet 
County by improving the livelihoods of the beneficiary communities, 
through creation of direct and indirect employment opportunities.

Property Location and Description
The Kimwarer Property is located within the Kerio Valley, adjacent to Kim-
warer township with a population of approximately 1,500 and about 300 
KM northwest of Nairobi.

The property is situated approximately 70 km (straight line) southeast of 
Eldoret, a city of approximately 500,000 people with regular commercial 
air services to and from Nairobi.

The property area has low to moderate relief, ranging from 25m to 100m. 
The topography of the area includes a wide valley bounded by escarp-
ments (steep cliffs) at its eastern and western boundaries, extending into 
relatively flat terrain with little to moderate vegetation.

Geology and Mineralization
The Kerio Valley fluorspar deposits are situated within a splay of the Rift 
Valley, extending from Zimbabwe to Ethiopia in East Africa. The mineral-
ized zones are situated within north, northeast and northwest trending 
shear zones with intense hydrothermal alteration. 

The host rocks are Precambrian age alternating units of steeply dipping 
to sub-horizontal quartzofeldspathic gneiss, marble, biotite gneiss and 
quartzite. Surface traces of the mineralized units, interlayered with the me-
ta-sedimentary rocks, indicate that they may represent an isoclinal folded 
sequence. In general, the surface traces of the mineralized zones coincide 
with topographic contours, and in places, with areas of topographic lows, 
and the alteration/mineralization zone ranges in width from 50m to 140m.

Mineral Resources

The Mineral Resources at Kimwarer have been estimated at a mining dis-
card cut-off grade of 10% CaF2 and a minimum horizontal width of 5m of 
mineralization.  At this cut-off grade, the Indicated Mineral Resources total 
approximately 21.9 Mt at an average grade of 31.4% CaF2. In addition, 
the various mineralized zones contain some 6.4 Mt of Inferred Mineral 
Resources at an average grade of 31.1% CaF2.

fluorspar concentrate of 97% CaF2 grade at 99.8% recovery is feasible, 
based on the mineralogy of the sample.

All other contaminants are below the 
maximum level.

Coast which meaningfully 
restores the heritage of the 
Swahili people has been 
published in the British Sci-
entific journal, Nature.

The study pushes back to 
more than 500 years of colo-
nization of the region whose 
effects still persist to date.

The researchers who co-
authored an Op-Ed titled 
“Entwined African and 
Asian Genetics Roots of the 
medieval peoples of the 

Swahili Coast” that has been 
carried by the New York 
Times newspaper in the US 
point out a surprise finding 
that Indians contributed in 
a central way to the Swahili 
people’s ancestry.

They show that around 
1000 AD, the initial stream 
of Asian migrants mixed 
with Africans at multiple 
locations along the East Af-
rican coast, contributed to 
about half the people’s an-
cestry- a mixture of 90 per 
cent from Persian and 10 per 
cent Indians.

These findings coincide 
with the oldest Swahili oral 
story 'The Kilwa Chroni-
cles', which tells of Per-
sian (Shirazi) merchants or 
princes who contributed 
to the founding of Swahili 
communities. It, too, disap-
proves the opposite view-
point prevailing in colonial 
times that Africans provided 
little contribution to Swa-
hili towns. Prof Reich wrote; 
“these findings contradict 
and complicate narratives 
previously advanced in ar-
chaeological, historical and 
political circles- contribut-
ing in a meaningful way to 
reclaiming heritage for the 
Swahili themselves.

The researchers reckon 
that mixing was highly sex 
specific, with predominant 
ancestry sources being male 
Persian individuals and pre-
dominantly African female 
individuals.Their study was 
carried out in Lamu, Mt-
wapa, Songo Mnara and 
Kilwa Kisiwani where pre-
sent day communities have 
strong traditions of connec-
tion to the people of the me-
dieval coastal towns.

They say that Persian 
males allied and married 
into local trading families 
and adopted local customs 
to enable them become more 
successful traders.

The legacy of the medi-
eval Swahili civilization is a 
source of extraordinary pride 
in East Africa as reflected in 
Kiswahili being the region’s 
lingua franca.

 “The fact that their chil-
dren passed down the lan-
guage of their mothers, and 
that encounter with tradi-
tionally patriarchal Persian 
or Arabians and conversion 
to Islam did not change the 
Coast’s African matriarchal 
tradition and confirms that 
African women retained 
their culture and passed it 
down many generations.

Njeru who was accom-
panied by Lands Principal 
Secretary (PS) Nixon Korir, 
Parliamentary Committee 

on Lands, National Land 
Commission and other NLC 
officials headed by Chair-
man Gershom Otachi urged 
the beneficiaries to use the 
title deeds to develop them-
selves and avoid selling 
their parcels at throw away 
prices.

The CS further said the 
Government is committed 
to finding a lasting solution 
for the landless and will not 
allow cartels to evict poor 

people using forged docu-
ments. 

Njeru said that besides the 
1200 titles that were issued, 
the Government had put 
aside land for public utilities 
like mosques, churches and 
social halls. 

PS Korir expressed his joy 
to issue the first batch of ti-
tle deeds since he came into 
office. 

"I hope the title deeds you 
have received today shall 

be a blessing to you and the 
community at large," said 
Korir.

He urged the beneficiar-
ies to use the land to benefit 
themselves and avoid the 
common tendency of sell-
ing it off and going back to 
being squatters.

Kilifi South MP Ken 
Chonga said the issue of 
the tittles to the residents 
of Maweni was a historical 
moment because it solves a 

historical injustice.
"The parents of some of 

the beneficiaries lived on 
this land and are buried on 
this land but they could not 
call it their home because 
some big barons used pow-
ers to deprive them of their 
birthright," said the MP. 

The chairman of the Na-
tional Assembly Depart-
mental Committee on Lands 
Hon Joash Nyamoko and the 
NLC Chairman were among 

officials who spoke at the 
event.

Earlier during the day the 
CS and PS led staff of the 
Ministry of Lands in a ses-
sion with a Parliamentary 
committee on Lands to dis-
cuss a proposed law that is 
designed to boost the rev-
enue collected by Counties.

The Health Standards and 
Professional Manage-

ment Principal Secretary 
Dr. Josephine Mburu has 
called on the county admin-
istration of Uasin Gishu to 
carry out mass screening at 
the community level to ad-
dress the increasing cases of  
Tuberculosis in the county.

Speaking during the 
World TB Day which was 

commemorated at Huruma 
grounds, Eldoret, Dr. Mb-
uru noted that the data col-
lected from screening in the 
last week revealed that TB 
transmission was still on-
going. “When we started 
screening 132 to 420 house-
holds last week, among 
them we had presumptive 
of 2,430, for those we took 
X-Ray were 610 among 
our households, suggestive 
X-ray were 81. Among the 

132 we got 112, that tells us 
within this locality we are 
not going to stop screen-
ing,” she noted.

“I am requesting the gov-
ernor to do it for another 
2-3 weeks because it proves 
that among the screened, 
we have 5 per cent cases,” 
she added. The PS urged 
the Governor through the 
CECM for Health to mobilize 
the Community Health Vol-
unteers (CHVs) to identify 

and start contact tracing to 
help curb the transmis-
sion sequence. Noting that 
the Government' agenda 
on health is on scaling up 
preventive and promotive 
health care at the primary 
level, Dr. Mburu lauded the 
County Government of Ua-
sin Gishu for the commend-
able steps it had taken in 
establishing proper health 
infrastructure by invest-
ing in TB diagnostic equip-

ment. At the same time, 
the PS reiterated the need 
to strengthen surveillance 
at the point of entry for 
the Marburg Virus Disease 
(MVD) that was recently 
reported in the neighbour-
ing countries. Uasin Gishu 
Governor Jonathan Chelilim 
revealed that the county ex-
perienced a 30 percent in-
crease rate of TB cases, the 
highest ever in the county 
in the last 10 years.

The Common Market 
for Eastern and South-
ern Africa (COMESA), 

the East African Commu-
nity (EAC) and the Sothern 
Africa Development Com-
munity (SADC) Council of 
Ministers East have lauded 
Kenya for spearheading the 
implementation of the Tri-
partite Free Trade area.

Speaking during the fifth 
SADC virtue meeting of the 
Tripartite Council of Min-
isters which brought to-
gether ministers in charge 
of regional trade who con-
stitute the Council which is 
the second highest policy-
making organ, the Council 
adopted all the legal instru-
ments relating to trade and 
customs and road transport 

developed to facilitate re-
gional trade. 

The instruments under 
trade and customs include 
the tripartite agreement on 
movement of businessper-
sons, annexes on elimina-
tion of import duties, trade 
remedies, rules of origin, 
dispute settlement mecha-
nisms and the TFTA protocol 
on competition policy. 

Under road transport, 
several instruments de-
signed to facilitate trans-
port and transit along the 
regional corridors were 
adopted. These were the 
Vehicle Load Management 
Agreement, Multilateral 
Cross Border Road Trans-
port Agreement and the 
Vehicle Load Management 
Model Law. Other protocols 
adopted are, the Cross Bor-
der Road Transport Model 
Law, Road Traffic Model 
Law, Road Traffic and Trans-
port Transgression Model 

Law and the Transportation 
of Dangerous Goods by Road 
Model Law.  

In adopting the road 
transport instruments, the 
Council applied the prin-
ciple of variable geometry 
which allow member states 
which are not ready to ap-
ply them to do so when they 
get ready.  This, the minis-
ters said, provides room for 
discussions to continue at 
bilateral level while at the 
same time allowing those 
countries which are ready 
to proceed with their im-

plementation.
With the adoption of these 

trade and transport facilita-
tion instruments, focus now 
is on the ratification of the 
tripartite free trade area 
which is currently short 
of three member/partner 
states signatures to achieve 
the 14 threshold to enable it 
enter into the enforcement.

 The TFTA was launched in 
2015 and brings together 29 
countries to create a single 
market for the COMESA-
EAC-SADC Tripartite re-
gion.

Regional ministers laud Kenya for 
applying Tripartite Free Trade Area
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NATIONAL LAND COMMISSION

The National Land Commission was established under Article 67 of the 
Constitution of Kenya, 2010.  Its functions and powers amongst others, 
include:

(a) managing public land on behalf of the National and County 
governments;

(b) recommending a National Land Policy to the national government;

(c) advising the national government on a comprehensive programme for 
the registration of title to land throughout Kenya;

(d) conducting research related to land and the use of natural resources, 
and making recommendations to appropriate authorities;

(e) initiating investigations on its own initiative or on a complaint, into 
present or historical land injustices, and recommending appropriate 
redress;

(f) encouraging the application of traditional dispute resolution 
mechanisms in land conflicts;

(g) assessing tax on land and premiums on immovable property in any area 
designated by law;

(h) monitoring and having oversight responsibilities over land use planning 
throughout the country;

(i) alienating public land on behalf of, and with the consent of the National 
and County Governments;

(j) monitoring the registration of all rights and interests in land;

(k) ensuring that public land and land under the management of 
designated state agencies are sustainably managed for their intended 
purpose and for future generations; 

(l) developing and encouraging alternative dispute resolution mechanisms 
in land dispute handling and management;

(m) preparation and maintenance of database of all public land; and

(n) conversion of other categories of land to public land through 
compulsory land acquisition.

The National Coun-
ter Terrorism Centre 
(NCTC) is drafting a 

model Prevention of Vio-
lent Extremism Law to give 
county governments a legal 
framework to handle issues 
related to violent extremism.

The NCTC’s Director in 
charge of Prevention and 
Resilience Mr. Njenga Miiri 
said drafting of the model 
law is at an advanced stage 
and that the 47 county gov-
ernments will be expected 
to customize it through their 
respective county assemblies 
for use in their respective ju-
risdictions.

The Director said NCTC is 
at the final stages of drafting 
the model legislation that 
was found necessary after 
the organization helped Nai-
robi, Mombasa, Nakuru and 

Laikipia counties to develop 
legislation on the matter; 
and was using the experi-
ences learnt to provide all 
counties with a model law 
to work with as they develop 
their own legislation.

Miiri was speaking at a 
Malindi hotel during a learn-
ing event organized by the 
Collective Resilience Against 
Extremism Programme 
(CREATE) that sought to in-
fluence decision-makers on 
the need to forge a united 
front in preventing violent 
extremism in the country.

He said plans were under-
way to incorporate Members 
of County Assemblies in their 
engagements to ensure that 
violent extremism is nipped 
in the bud by using preven-
tive measures rather than the 
reactive responses that the 
government and other actors 
have been using.

“We have also engaged 
the Council of Governors 
and Governor Dhadho (God-
hana) of Tana River, who 
is the chair of the Security 
Committee at CoG and our 
champion representing the 
governors,” he said.

“We have also involved 
the County Assemblies Fo-
rum (CAF) so that we can 
have better frameworks of 
engagement and I am sure 
very soon, God willing and 
resources permitting, we 
should be able to engage 
more with Members of the 
County Assemblies,” he 
added.

Miiri said it was impera-
tive that Kenya finds home-
grown solutions to the 
problem of violent extrem-
ism, adding that it was not 
possible to perpetually con-
tinue depending on donors 
on the matter.

denberg Base, California in the 
United States of America next 
week to witness the launching 
of the second Kenyan-made 
satellite into the space.

The satellite christened 
Taifa-1 Sat aboard Falcon-9 

Rocket was developed by a pool 
of Kenyan engineers under the 
umbrella of Space Explora-
tion Technologies Corporation 
(SpaceX) in collaboration with 
the Kenya Space Agency (KSA).

Taifa-1 Sat is the first op-
erational 3U Earth Observation 
satellite but the second satellite 
made by Kenyans after the Na-
noSatellite – Precursor Flight 
(1KUNS-PF) developed jointly 
by the University of Nairobi 

and Sapienza University of 
Rome which orbited Interna-
tional Space Station on 11 May 
2018, and de-orbited on 12 June 
2020.

The new satellite is intended 
to provide timely and regular 
satellite data to stakeholders 
in various sectors among them 
agriculture and food security, 
natural resources management, 
disaster management, land 
and physical planning, envi-
ronmental monitoring among 
other applications.

Taifa-1 was fully designed 
and developed by a team of 
Kenyan engineers whereas 

manufacturing of parts, testing 
and qualification were done in 
collaboration with Enduro-
Sat AD, a Bulgarian aerospace 
manufacturer.

The satellite mission is an 
important milestone for Ken-
ya’s space programme and is 
expected to contribute signifi-
cantly to spurring the growth 
of the satellite development, 
data analytics and processing, 
as well as applications devel-
opment capabilities of Kenya’s 
budding space economy.

The launch culminates the 
mission of the KSA to design 
and develop the satellite in a 

span of twenty-four months.
The Kenyan engineers un-

derwent thorough customized 
training on the space environ-
ment, orbital mechanics, space 
systems engineering, space 
operations and project man-
agement to enable them un-
derstand and design an object 
that would survive the extreme 
space environment.

The team spent three months 
to plan and determine the 
specific objectives, technical 
requirements, design speci-
fications, cost analysis and 
documentation regimen for the 
satellite.

The successful launch and 
operation of the satellite will 
not only demonstrate Kenya’s 
technical capacity but also 
provide valuable data and in-
formation for various applica-
tions.

Data from the 3U earth ob-
servation satellite will com-
plement what is currently 
available from open source 
within the sector.

It will further provide deci-
sion-support to stakeholders 
relying on space derived data-
driven solutions and contribute 
to realization of the Sustainable 
Development Goals.

Kenya’s move to import oil from the 
United Arab Emirates and Saudi 
Arabia on credit and payment made

The six-month oil deal will also save the 
shilling from falling further as there will be a 
declined demand for US dollars, in particular 
by oil importers.

The government-to-government deal will 
see Kenya import its oil from the Gulf states 
through local private companies for at least 
six months.

Kenya will later revert to the open tender 
system at the end of the credit period this 
September once the deal helps to stabilise 
the shilling. However, the government may 

seek extension if the procurement process 
doesn’t work as expected.
Central Bank of Kenya (CBK) governor 

Patrick Njoroge said that the government-
to-government oil purchase is a move in 
the right direction. “It will for the next six 
months or more see less demand for dollars 
in the spot market and in the long-term be 
beneficial to the shilling,” said Njoroge in his 
Monetary Policy Committee press briefing 
on Friday.

The oil will be imported from Saudi Aramco 
and the Abu Dhabi National Oil Company 
(ADNOC).

The two won the tender from seven 
bidders. Saudi Aramco, the publicly listed 
government majority owned company, is the 
world’s largest oil concern and will supply

Central Bank.

Therefore, by reducing the huge monthly 
demand for dollars, the government is 
achieving many things. First, it is freeing up 
dollars for use in other sectors, second, less 
demand for dollars means a stable shilling 
and third, the import bill will come down.

Fuel prices rose this month, with a litre 
of petrol going for Sh179.30 in Nairobi and 
diesel Sh162, an increase from 106.99 and 
96.40 about a year ago.

“Since we are moving from spot purchases 
to fixed-term contract, it means we are likely 
to enjoy economies of scale,” said Epra boss 
Daniel Kiptoo.

But what made the US dollar expensive 
and scarce, affecting most economies across 
the world?

One major cause is the Russia-Ukraine 
crisis that affected international supply 
chains, making products like oil, which is 
heavily dollar-dominated, scarce as most 
countries rushed to stock pile. This in-turn 
affected the availability of dollar.

Kenya’s biggest source of foreign exchange 
besides horticulture, coffee, tea and tourism, 
is diaspora remittances. But the ongoing 
global recession decreased remittances after 
the after-shock blows of Covid-19 economic 
containment policies, which led to massive 
job losses in the West.

Trade imbalance also sees Kenya importing 
more than it exports, creating a huge demand 
for dollars – the major world currency for 
almost 50 years.

Elections, like the one in August 2022, also 
led to reduced foreign investments due to the 
economic uncertainty, resulting in dipping 
of dollar inflows.

The oil deal is backed by the Draft Pe-
troleum (Importation) (Quota Allocations) 
Regulations 2022 and will save the country 

$66 million (Sh7.65 billion), which was 
spent monthly on petroleum subsidies, 
according to the World Bank.

Last year, Kenya spent Sh49 billion on fuel 
subsidies, which have since been scrapped 
for hurting revenues, budget and planning. 

The World Bank pegged the unsustainable 
subsidies at 0.3 per cent of gross domestic 
product. The International Monetary Fund 
(IMF) also backed the scrapping of the 
subsidies. ■

Everything about the

I have heard about
beekeeping, what
is it all about?

The honeybee
makes the honey....

But why should 
I engage in 
beekeeping?

Beekeeping is technically known as 
apiculture. That is the art of keeping 
bees for honey, beeswax, bee pollen 
propolis and jelly. The practice started 
in 15000 BC with man robbing bees 
of their honeycombs from caves, tree 
holes and rocks. He later thought of
domesticating the honeybees by pro-
viding them a home, mostly hollow 
logs, woven cones gourds, clay pots 
and calabashes.

Yes, the honeybee is a social insect 
that lives in a colony comprising one 
queen, drones and workers. A colony 
is made up of about 60,000 bees. The 
honey it produces is a pleasant-tasting 
food consisting mostly (± 80%) of 
sugars that are readily absorbed by 
the body. It’s a suitable food for chil-
dren, sick people and can be used as a 
sweetener, to treat wounds and throat 
infections.

Besides offering honey that is sold for 
at least Sh1,000 a kilo, bees pollinate 
crops. Approximately a third of all 
our food crops require pollination by 
bees. For every three spoonful of the 
food that we eat, bees are responsible 
for two. That said, with the effects 
of climate change like drought hit-
ting harder, bees are some of best 
livestock one can keep for adaptation 
purposes because they are not af-
fected much by the dry conditions and 
require low amounts of water.

So, how do I begin
my beekeeping 
venture?

I have heard that
the hive should face
a certain direction,
which one?

How many acres do I 
need to successfully 
keep bees?

Are there particular 
plants or trees I 
should plant for my 
bees?

The first thing is to get a hive(s) and 
identify a location conducive for 
setting it up. This is called an apiary. 
This should be:
•  At least 50m away from the 

homestead, public roads, public 
grounds, school and social places.

•  There must be a shade over the 
hive(s).

•  Easily accessible water sources.
•  The place should not have strong 

winds; let it be protected by wind-
breakers like trees.

• The apiary should not be in a noisy 
place or an area prone to flooding.

Besides the above-mentioned, you 
also need protective clothing, smok-
er, accessories such as hive tool, bee 
brush and catcher boxer.

Place it facing the North-South 
direction to prevent the drifting of 
honeybees when approaching or leav-
ing the hive.

How many hives 
should I start with?
You can start with few hives (even 
one) then progressively increase to an 
economic unit of 20.

Some 20 hives will comfortably be 
kept on land the size of a “normal” 
bedroom. This means on an eighth of 
an acre, one can have even 60 hives.

Not all flowering plants are good for 
bees. Natural plants, ornamental and 
cultivated ones are good. However, 
as a rule of thumb, plant as many 
trees as possible.

Ministry proposes change of law to 
make carbon credit trading vibrant

Trading of carbon credits 
is deemed as the next 
big thing as the war 
against climate change 
gains momentum

A new bill formulated by the Ministry 
of Environment, Climate Change 
and Forestry seeks to offer policy 

direction on regulation of carbon markets 
in the fight against climate change.

The Climate Change Amendment Bill 2023 
proposes to alter the Climate Change Act, 
2012, to offer policy direction on sale and 
purchase of carbon credits.

“This bill seeks to amend section 2 of the 
2012 Act to provide for the definition of 
the new terms introduced in the amend-
ments such as carbon markets, designated 
national authority and carbon budget,” said 
the ministry, which is seeking public views 
on the proposed law.

Under carbon markets, the bill covers 
the following: carbon reduction credits 
that aim to reduce emissions from 
current sources through projects and  
removal or sequestration credits 
that take carbon dioxide out of the at-
mosphere and either use or store it  
via afforestation, reforestation, nature-based 
solutions or technology-based removal and 
emission reductions that have been achieved 
in violation of human rights.

The bill notes that every carbon project 
undertaken pursuant to the law shall take 
into consideration and aim to improve the 
economic, social and cultural wellbeing of 
the community around the project. 

The law proposes to create a National 
Carbon Registry, which will be managed 
by a national authority, that will keep track 
of carbon credit projects and programmes 
implemented to reduce greenhouse gas 
emissions in Kenya and the amount of carbon 
credits issued or transferred by the country, 
among others.

Trading of carbon credits is deemed as the 
next big thing. Carbon credits or Emission 
Reduction Credits (ERC) is the amount 
of greenhouse gases reduced by certain 
mitigating activities, including decrease in 
deforestation and forest degradation. 

The carbon reduced is measured by ac-
credited organisations and converted into 
credits per tonne of carbon dioxide equivalent 
and monetised, with the World Bank paying 
for them through several climate financing 
arrangements like the Emission Reduction 
Payment Agreement (ERPA).

A unit of carbon is paid at $10 (Sh1,320) 
with the biggest beneficiaries being local

ity of bee forage. One can, therefore, 
earn up to Sh60,000 from each hive 
every year.

Agricultural experts 
have warned that pro-
liferation of the real 

estate industry in agricul-
tural areas in urban places 
is threatening food security 
and should be controlled.

Kenya Agricultural and 
Livestock Research Organi-
zation (KALRO) Deputy Di-
rector Felister Makini said 
potential agricultural areas 
in urban centres are slowly 
being replaced by real estate, 
a worrying trend.

Addressing participants 
during this year's Kilimo 
Biashara Expo at KALRO 
grounds in Kandara, Mu-
ranga County, Makini said 
while the real estate sector 
is profitable, agriculture too 
remains the backbone of the 
country’s economy.

“Farm lands in urban cen-
tres that potentially used 
to produce food are being 
converted into gated com-
munities and housing in-
vestments. While the sector 
is lucrative, it is slowly de-
riving urban centres land for 
agriculture,” she said.

The official said the coun-
try can be food secure if 
youth embrace agriculture 
and stop relying on formal 
employment.

She said food production 
has been left to the elderly in 
the rural areas who lack the 
necessary incentives to pro-
duce enough.

“The youth should tap into 

new technology driven ag-
riculture. They need support 
in terms of agricultural in-
puts and network to markets 
to make the sector attractive. 
This is the main way to beat 
food insecurity that has been 
biting the country,” she said.

Kelvin Nairo, who works 
with Western Seeds Com-
pany, called on the Govern-
ment to consider putting in 

place a subsidy programme 
that will see the reduction of 
farm inputs prices.

He noted that farming has 
become costly and less prof-
itable, making many farmers 
focus on investing in other 
lucrative sectors.

Robert Musyoka, the 
KALRO Director, said the 
organization has embarked 
on teaching farmers on the 
new farming technologies 
they are undertaking say-
ing the Kilimo Biashara Expo 

2023 was one of the events 
created, as one of the outlets 
of the technologies that have 
been developed by KALRO.

Musyoka said they are 
encouraging farmers to use 
digital apps to know even 
when they would receive rain 
among other benefits in the 
digital space.

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Government to establish 
Industrial Park in Busia

   The Government, through 
the Ministry of Trade and In-
dustry will soon establish an 
Industrial Park in Busia County 
in an effort to industrialize the 
border county.
Speaking to the press during 
a visit to the proposed site at 
Nasewa grounds, the Acting 
General Manager of Export 
Processing Zone Authority 
(EPZA), Alice Atogo, said the 
initiative was part of a presi-
dential directive to the Minis-
try to undertake the spread of 
EPZ program to different parts 
of the country.
“Six counties have already 
been identified including Bu-
sia, Nakuru, Murang’a, Kaka-
mega and Kirinyaga for the 
programme of putting up in-
dustrial parks,” she said.
Atogo explained that the 
initiative will help create em-
ployment opportunities and 
increase value addition on 
products. “We are not only 
going to create employment 
for those who will be working 
at the facility but local farm-
ers and their employees,” she 
said, adding that this will help 
increase incomes within the 
locality. She stated that the 
processing zone will engage in 
fish, coconut, fruits, cassava, 
simsim, sunflower, ground-
nuts, bee farming, cotton and 

minerals.
Engineer Alex Mumbo, from 
Technical University of Kenya, 
said they had visited the site 
to assess its suitability for the 
purpose that had been pro-
posed.
 “We hope that in collabora-
tion with the County govern-
ment, these objectives will 
be merged in line with the ex-
pectations of the community 
so that the two governments 
achieve their objectives,” he 
said.He stated that the land is 
suitable and there was a need 
to carry out proper survey and 
feasibility studies to establish 
the kind of infrastructure to be 
established at the place.
"We are looking at a facility 
that will serve this region for 
the next 50 to 60 years,” he 
said, adding that the govern-
ment will take advantage of 
the 850 acres of land to set up 
infrastructure that will serve 
the locals.
The official explained that an 
EPZ will make use of local raw 
materials and will process the 
materials into final or semi-
finished products for export 
purposes. The local residents 
welcomed the move, request-
ing the government to estab-
lish an airstrip alongside the 
EPZ facility.

Experts decry proliferation of real estate in 
agricultural areas as threat to food security

 Preparations are at an ad-
vanced stage for Kenya’s par-
ticipation at the forthcoming 
East African Petroleum Confer-
ence and Exhibition scheduled 
for May 9th, 2023 in Kampala, 
Uganda.
In an update, the Principal 
Secretary, State Department 
for Petroleum, Mr. Mohamed 
Liban, said Kenya is already 
participating at the prepara-
tory meetings for the event 
dubbed EAPCE’23.
This will be the 10th edition of 
the Conference and Exhibition, 
a biannual petroleum event 
that brings together sector 
players from the East African 
region and beyond.
The Conference and Exhibi-
tion was mooted in 2013 and is 
hosted by partner states on a 
rotational basis.
The previous edition was held 
in Mombasa, Kenya in May 
2019 with 850 delegates in 
attendance. The 10th edi-
tion, scheduled for Uganda in 
2021, did not take off due to 
challenges posed by Covid-19 
pandemic. The upcoming edi-
tion of the conference has the 
theme “East Africa as a hub for 
Investment in Exploration and 
Exploitation of Petroleum Re-
sources for Sustainable Energy 
and Socioeconomic Develop-
ment.” Its thematic areas are 

exploration and development, 
infrastructure development 
and, investment opportunities. 
Others are commercialization 
and cross-cutting issues.
There will be 60 exhibition 
booths for partner states, 
parastatals, Oil and Gas com-
panies, financial institutions, 
insurance firms and other 
stakeholders from the region.
In addition, over 120 confer-
ence papers will be presented 
around the conference theme 
and thematic areas. Out of 
these, over 40 papers have 
been submitted by Kenya 
alone.
The PS further assured Ken-
yans that preparations of the 
field development plan (FDP) 
for the Lokichar oil field in Tur-
kana County are on course.
Mr.  Liban noted that the exer-
cise is being spearheaded by 
Energy and Petroleum Regula-
tory Authority (Epra).
The petroleum technical offic-
ers from the State Department 
and Epra are being assisted by 
Government legal personnel to 
ensure a flawless document.
Mr. Liban was responding to 
questions from members of 
the National Assembly's Com-
mittee on Energy during a pres-
entation on the mandate of the 
State Department in Mombasa.

Kenya to participate at 
petroleum exhibition in Kampala
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Earnings from the gam-
ing and betting sector 
have been on an up-

ward trajectory for the Kenya 
Revenue Authority (KRA).

According to statistics 
from the tax collector, in-
creased revenue collection 
from betting firms have been 
growing year after year.

Speaking during a betting 
tax sensitization workshop 
in Nairobi, KRA’s Chief Man-
ager Domestic Taxes Depart-
ment Ms Miriam Sila noted 
that the authority is upbeat 
about the increased revenue 
from betting firms and looks 
forward to earning more.

Ms Sila revealed that in 
the financial year 2021/2022, 
the taxman collected Sh21 
billion, the highest amount 
recorded yet since the start 
of collection of betting and 
gaming tax. The Chief Man-
ager said that KRA has esti-
mated a target collection of 
Sh24 billion and that so far 
it has collected Sh15. 8 bil-
lion from betting, lottery and 
gaming. “The taxman boasts 
a gross turnover of Sh50 
billion. KRA has linked its 
systems with sixteen sports 
gaming firms and hopes to 
additionally merge with 20 
more companies which will 
be equivalent to a 96 percent 
stake in the market,” stated 

Ms Sila. She disclosed that 
there are over one hundred 
and seventy betting firms 
licensed to operate in the 
country. “There are over fifty 
licensed casinos in Kenya, 
most of which are in major 
cities. Blackjack, Roulette 
and Poker are among the 
most popular table games in 
Kenya,” Sila added.

She stated that betting 
companies are required to 
register for tax through the 
iTax system which is a fully 
integrated and automated 
web-based system.

The system allows taxpay-
ers to register for various 
tax obligations and update 
their PIN registration de-

tails, file returns for various 
tax obligations, make sta-
tus enquiries with real-time 
monitoring of their ledger or 
account income, and apply 
for waiver of penalties and 
interests. Sila affirmed that 
betting companies now remit 
taxes daily and are allocated 
to account managers who 
follow up on the payment by 
logging in each companies 
Payment Registration Num-
ber (PRN). She added that 
gaming is popular among the 
youth and thus the proceeds 
received from withholding 
taxes are paid to sports, arts 
and social development fund, 
which fund activities under-
taken by youths.
