Kampuni ya Base Titanium im-
Besaﬁrisha sehemu kubwa ya

mwisho ya madini ya titanium
(rutile) kutoka Mombasa hadi Amer-
ika, kuashiria hitimisho la safari ya
miaka 11 katika sekta ya uchimbaji
wa madini nchini Kenya.

Kampuni hiyo ilisitisha shughuli
zake za kuchimba madini mnamo
Desemba 2024 baada ya kumaliza
amana za madini katika eneo lake la
uchimbaji madini la Kwale.

Base Titanium ilianza kuchimba
madini mwishoni mwa 2013 na tangu
wakati huo imekuwa msingi wa sekta
ya madini nchini Kenya, ikichangia
karibu asilimia 65 ya jumla ya tham-
ani ya pato la madini nchini.

Inasifika kwa madini yake ya hali
ya juu, yenye rutile, ilmenite, na zir-
con - madini muhimu kwa matumizi
mbalimbali ya viwanda, ikiwa ni
pamoja na utengenezaji wa chuma
cha titani na utengenezaji wa kera-
mik.

Kwa muda wa miaka 11 ya kazi
yake, Base Titanium ilipata mafanikio
makubwa ya uchimbaji na usafirishaji
wa madini hayo. Kampuni hiyo ilis-
afirisha nje jumla ya tani 5,208,000
za madini, zikiwemo tani 3,892,000
za ilmenite, tani 804,000 za rutile,
tani 295,000 za zircon, tani 93,000
za zikoni za daraja la chini, na tani
124 za kiwango cha chini. Pato hili
kubwa lilisafirishwa kwa kutumia
lori 186,000, kuonyesha kiwango na
ufanisi wa kazi yake.

Akizungumza katika kituo cha
bandari, Meneja Mkuu wa Operesh-
eni, Denham Vickers, alibainisha
kuwa Base Titanium ilituma shehena

MV Devbulk Sinem, meli ya 171
na meli ya mwisho ya Base Tita-
nium, ilisafirisha tani 4,200 za rutile
hadi Amerika. “Najivunia sana kituo
hiki cha bandari na timu iliyoende-
sha kituo hiki bila matukio yoyote
na ajali, imekuwa juhudi nzuri. Ni
ya Kenya kabisa, inayoendeshwa na
Wakenya, bila wataalamu wanao-
husika,” akasema Vickers.

Aliongeza kuwa hii ndiyo operesh-
eni yenye faida, ya kusisimua, na ya
kuridhisha zaidi ambayo amewahi
kufanya. Ni mara ya kwanza ambayo
alianza operesheni, akaiendesha ki-
sha akaifunga.

Vickers alisema kuwa Base Tita-
nium kwa sasa ina leseni tano za
kutafuta madini, tatu zikiwa karibu
na Lamu, moja ikiidhinishwa hivi
majuzi, huku mbili zikiwa bado haz-
ijakamilika. “Pia tuna leseni kadhaa
kuzunguka upande mwingine wa
Mto Ramisi, ambapo tunataka ku-
chimba visima,” akasema.

Hata hivyo, alionya kwamba kwa
kila maeneo 1,000 ya uwanja wa ki-
jani-maeneo ambayo hayajawahi
kuchunguzwa- ni moja tu ambalo
kitakwimu lina uwezekano wa kus-
tawi na kuwa operesheni yenye ma-
fanikio ya kuchimba madini.

“Kuwa na leseni ya kutafuta mad-

ini si hakiisho la kuanzisha mgodi; kwa hivyo, sio
mpango uliokamilika,” akasisitiza Vickers.

Elizabeth Kyalo, ambaye ni Meneja wa Bandari
na Usafirishaji wa Base Titanium, alielezea njia
wanazosafirisha madini yao na kusema kuwa
madini yanayochimbwa na Base Titanium yalifika
bandarini kwa wingi, kisha kusafirishwa kwa
meli. Shehena zingine husafirishwa kwa makon-
tena kupitia Bandari ya Mombasa.

Alikariri kuwa bado kuna usafirishaji wa ma-
kontena unaoendelea, ambao unatarajiwa kuka-
milika mwishoni mwa Machi. “Idadi ndogo ya
shehena imesalia, na tayari imepakiwa kwenye
mifuko, ikisubiri kusafirishwa hadi bandarini ili
kufikishwa kwa wateja wetu kulingana na ratiba
zao,” akasema Kyalo.

Wafanyakazi wa kampuni ya Base Titanium wakiaga meli kwa jina Mv Devbulk Sinem, ambayo ndiyo ya 171 kusafirisha madini iking’oa nanga katika bandari ya Mombasa
kusafirisha tani 4,200 za madini aina ya Rutile hadi Amerika.
