kwenye maeneo ya vy-
anzo vya maji kama vile 
Mlima Kenya na misitu ya 
Aberdare ambapo wapi-
ganaji wa Mau Mau wal-
itegemea kama maficho 
wakati wa mapambano 
ya ukombozi.

“Kama vijana, kila 
mara tumetumia hafla 
hii (kumbukumbu ya Ki-
mathi) kwa kupanda miti 
kama heshima kwa wote 

waliopigania uhuru wa 
kaunti hii. Tangu kuan-
zishwa mwaka 2019, 
taasisi yetu hadi sasa im-
eweza kushirikiana na 
wadau wengine na ku-
panda miti milioni nne 
katika maeneo mbalim-
bali.

Tunaamini kwamba, 
kwa kupanda mti mmoja 
pia tunachukua jukumu 
muhimu katika kuikom-
boa nchi dhidi ya athari 
za mabadiliko ya tabi-
anchi katika nchi yetu,” 
akasema.

Maasi ya Mau Mau 
yaliyodumu kati ya 1952 
na 1960 yalizuka kama 
msukosuko wa moja kwa 
moja wa uhuru na ardhi 
ambayo ilikuwa ime-
tengwa na Waafrika na 
wakoloni wa Uingereza.

Kimathi alikamatwa 
na afisa wa polisi wa 
Uingereza Ian Henderson 
baada ya kupigwa risasi 
na Ndirangu Mau, mlinzi 
wa nyumbani wa eneo la 
Kahigaini katika Msitu 
wa Aberdare mnamo Ok-
toba 1, 1956.

Pia inapendekeza kuan-
zishwa kwa Bodi ya Usa-
firi na Usalama ya Pikipiki 
ya Kaunti, kuhakikisha 
kuwa waendeshaji pikip-
iki wanazingatia masharti 
ya Mswada huo.

Mjumbe wa Kamati 
Tendaji ya Kaunti (CEC) 
anayesimamia uchukuzi 
atakuwa na jukumu la 
kudhibiti, kusimamia, 
na kuratibu masuala yote 
yanayohusiana na sekta 
ya usafiri wa bodaboda 
katika ngazi ya kaunti.

Kifungu cha 33(2) cha 
Mswada wa Sheria, 2023, 
kinawataka waendeshaji 
gari kushirikiana na 
maafisa wa bodi hiyo ili 
kuhakikisha uzingatiaji 
wa sheria mpya.

“Mmiliki au mwende-
sha pikipiki atashirikiana 
na afisa aliyeidhinishwa 
kufanya ukaguzi chini 
ya kifungu hiki na atatoa 
nyaraka na taarifa zote 
muhimu. Afisa aliyeidhin-
ishwa anaweza kumtaka 
mmiliki au mwendeshaji 
pikipiki kutoa uthibitisho 
wa usajili, bima, na nyar-
aka zingine zozote zina-
zohitajika na Sheria hii,” 
kinasema Kifungu cha 
33(3,4) cha Mswada huo.

Kifungu cha 16 ki-
naamuru kwamba wae-
ndeshaji wote lazima 

wawe na leseni halali za 
kuendesha gari kutoka 
kwa taasisi za mafunzo 
zilizoidhinishwa na 
Mamlaka ya Kitaifa ya 
Uchukuzi na Usalama 
(NTSA).

Zaidi ya hayo, kwa mu-
jibu wa Kifungu cha 16(2), 
waendeshaji gari lazima 
wapitie mafunzo kuhusu 
utunzaji na adabu kwa 
wateja, majibu ya dha-
rura, matengenezo ya 
kimsingi ya pikipiki, na 
ufahamu na tahadhari za 
usalama.

Iwapo Mswada huo 
utakuwa sheria, wae-
ndeshaji pikipiki ha-
wataruhusiwa tena 
kubeba abiria zaidi ya 
mmoja kwa wakati 
mmoja. Sheria hiyo pia 
inakataza waendeshaji 
kubeba abiria pamoja na 
mzigo unaozidi kilo 50.

Hata hivyo, kwa mu-
jibu wa Kifungu cha 17(2), 
mtoto wa chini ya miaka 13 
anaweza kubebwa pamoja 
na abiria mtu mzima, 
mradi tu mtoto ameketi 

kati ya mwendeshaji na 
abiria mtu mzima.

Sheria hiyo inay-
opendekezwa pia inaipa 
CEC inayosimamia usafiri 
mamlaka ya kuidhini-
sha matumizi ya magari 
ya kubebea wagonjwa ya 
pikipiki yenye vifaa vya 
matibabu, mradi yanaki-
dhi viwango vilivy-
owekwa na mamlaka ya 
afya ya kitaifa na kaunti.

Hata hivyo, ambu-
lensi kama hizo lazima 
ziendeshwe na wafanya-
kazi wa matibabu walio na 
leseni halali za matibabu.

Kifungu cha 28 zaidi 
kinawaagiza waendeshaji 
bodaboda kuweka pikip-
iki zao vifaa vya usalama, 
kwa kuzingatia masharti 
ya Sheria ya Kulinda Data.

Vifaa hivi vya usalama 
lazima viidhinishwe na 
CEC inayosimamia usafiri.

“Kifaa cha usalama 
kinachorejelewa ka-

cha kufuatilia ambacho 
kinaruhusu ufuatiliaji wa 

wakati halisi wa eneo il-
ipo pikipiki. Mmiliki au 
mwendeshaji pikipiki ata-

Alihoji sababu ya sheria 
hiyo mpya ikiwa ni pamoja 
na pendekezo la kulazimi-
sha Serikali ya Kaunti ku-
dhibiti sekta hiyo ambayo 
imekuwa chini ya seri-
kali ya kitaifa. “Mswada 
huu haukusudiwi kukuza 
ustawi wa sekta ya bod-
aboda bali kuiangamiza.

Pili, 
kuiweka sekta hiyo chini

Anakosoa kifungu 
cha 17(1d, f) ambacho 
kinakataza waendeshaji 
kubeba mzigo unaozidi 
kilo 50 pamoja na abiria 
akisema haiwezekani.

Ndegwa pia anasema 
kutoza faini ya Sh20,000 
kwa watakaokiuka Sheria 
hiyo ni jambo lisilofaa ku-
tokana na hali ngumu ya 
uchumi inayokabili sekta 
hiyo kwa sasa. “Ingawa 
baadhi ya sheria zinazo-
pendekezwa ziko sawa, 
kuna haja ya kuangalia 
tena zingine ambazo zi-
naweza kuathiri shughuli 
zetu zaidi.

Akili Bunifu (AI) zimezua 
mjadala miongoni mwa 
wadau wa sekta hiyo.

Tamasha la Vyombo vya 
Habari Afrika, kwa ush-
irikiano na Baraza Media 
Lab, liliitisha mjadala wa 
ngazi ya juu wenye mada: 
“Uvumbuzi: AI kwa Mus-
takabali wa Vyombo vya 
Habari Endelevu” ili ku-
chunguza manufaa na 
changamoto za AI katika 
vyombo vya habari.

Tukio hilo lilileta pamoja 
viongozi wenye mawazo, 
waandishi wa habari, 
wasimamizi, na wataalamu 
wa AI kuchunguza jinsi AI 
inaweza kutumiwa kwa 
uwajibikaji ili kuendesha 
uendelevu katika vyombo 
vya habari vya Kiafrika. 
Kongamano hilo pia lilitoa 
jukwaa kwa wadau kus-
hiriki maarifa, kuonyesha 
mbinu bora, na kushirik-
iana kwenye suluhu zina-
zoendeshwa na AI.

Majadiliano yalihusu 
uwezo wa AI wa kuimari-
sha uandishi wa habari, 
kuboresha uundaji wa 
maudhui, na kurahisisha 
utendakazi wa vyombo 
vya habari huku wakizin-
gatia viwango vya maadili 
na uzingatiaji wa kanuni.

Kulingana na tafiti za 
hivi majuzi, zaidi ya asil-
imia 50 ya mashirika ya 
habari duniani yamepiti-
sha zana za AI kwa ajili ya 
kuzalisha maudhui, ku-
tayarisha na kusambaza. 
Hata hivyo, kupitishwa 
kwa AI barani Afrika 
kumejikokota kutokana 
na upatikanaji mdogo wa 
teknolojia, mafunzo duni, 
na masuala ya udhibiti.

Licha ya changamoto 
hizi, mashirika kadhaa 
ya vyombo vya habari 
yameanza kutumia AI 

kwa ajili ya mitambo 
ya vyumba vya habari, 
uchanganuzi wa hadhira, 
na ukaguzi wa ukweli.

Baraza la Media Lab lil-
ipanga kikao hicho ku-
chunguza usumbufu 
unaosababishwa na AI ka-
tika sekta ya vyombo vya 
habari. Ingawa viongozi 
wa sekta hiyo walikubali 
jukumu linalokua la AI ka-
tika uandishi wa habari, 
walisisitiza hitaji la ta-
hadhari ili kulinda uadilifu 
wa wanahabari.

Mkurugenzi Mtendaji wa 
Baraza Media Lab, Maurice 
Otieno, alihoji jinsi ya ku-
weka usawa, akibainisha 
kuwa “ukamilifu” wa AI 
huleta fursa na hatari zote 
mbili. Aliwataka waandi-
shi wa habari wa Kiafrika 
kushiriki kikamilifu ka-
tika kuchagiza jukumu la 
AI badala ya kubaki kuwa 
waangalizi tu.

“Lazima tulinde uhuru 
wa ubunifu na wa uhariri 
huku tukitumia AI kwa 
uwajibikaji kupitia ud-
hibiti na mafunzo bora,” 
akasema, akitoa mfano 
wa utafiti wa shirika la 

habari la Reuters ambao 
uligundua asilimia 50 ya 
mashirika ya vyombo vya 
habari duniani yanatumia 
zana za AI.

Akizungumza ka-
tika hafla hiyo, Mukui 
Mbindyo, Mkuu wa Ush-
irikiano wa kampuni ya 
Africa Digital Media Group, 
alisisitiza kuwa ubunifu na 
uamuzi wa binadamu bado 
ni muhimu katika mazin-
gira ya vyombo vya habari 
vinavyoendeshwa na AI.

Alidokeza kuwa Afrika 
iko nyuma katika kukum-
batia AI kwa sababu ya 
uelewa mdogo, na kufa-
nya idadi ya watu wa bara 
kuwa watumiaji kuliko 
waundaji. “Kushughulikia 
pengo hili ni muhimu ili 
kuwa na ushindani,” aka-
sisitiza Mbindyo.

Wakati huo huo, Karanja 
Jackson, Mratibu wa Eneo 
wa Baraza la Vyombo vya 
Habari Kenya (MCK), ali-
sisitiza kuwa AI haichukui 
nafasi ya wanahabari. 
Badala yake, alisema 
kwamba wanaoelewa AI 
watachukua nafasi ya wale 
ambao hawaelewi.

Karanja alifichua kuwa 
MCK inawafunza wana-
habari kikamilifu ili kuk-
abiliana na taarifa potofu 
na kubuni miongozo ya 
maadili ya AI. Alitoa wito 
kwa hatua za udhibiti ili 
kuhakikisha maudhui ku-
tokana na AI ni sahihi na 
yanayowajibika.

Katika matamshi yake, 
Dkt. Keziah Wangui Gith-
inji, Mhadhiri wa Uan-
dishi wa Habari katika 
Chuo Kikuu cha USIU, 
atoa maoni yake kutoka 
kwa sekta ya kitaaluma. 
Alisisitiza kwamba elimu 
lazima ibadilike pamoja na 
AI, haswa katika uandishi 
wa habari. “Imekuwa ra-
hisi kugundua yaliyomo 
kwenye AI, lakini swali 
kuu linabaki: tunafan-
yaje kazi kwa busara na AI 
badala ya kuiogopa?”.

This project is going to have 
a positive impact on our 

students. It will improve ac-
ademic performance in this 
school,” Kwamboka added.

She said most of her stu-
dents are orphans who face 
various social challenges, 
hence the need for support.

The School Board of Man-
agement Member Erick 
Adede said the project will 
motivate students to scale 
academic heights despite 
disability challenges.

“The classrooms are go-
ing to attract more students 
to this school. It has greatly 
improved the infrastructure 
of this school,” Adede said.
