Tutakuwa na vituo 
vya ICT sokoni, tutumie 
kitovu hicho kufanya 
biashara ya mtandaoni 
kuuza bidhaa zetu na ku-
tengeneza maudhui ya-
takayotengeneza ajira 
na kutuingizia pesa,” 
alisema.

Mkurugenzi Mkuu, 
Idara ya Nyumba na 
Utawi wa Miji, Poly-
carp Onyango, alimtaka 
mkandarasi ahakikishe 
wenyeji ndio wamenu-
faika na mradi huo.

“ R a i s  a m e a g i z a 
kwamba malighafi zote 
zinazotumika katika 
mradi huo lazima zitolewe 
hapa. Kuhusu suala la 
ujuzi, isipokuwa ikith-
ibitika kuwa ujuzi un-
aohitajika haupatikani 
ndani ya kaunti, ni lazima 
wananchi wa maeneo 
husika wapewe kipaum-
bele cha kufanya kazi ka-
tika mradi huo,” akasema.

Abdi alisema pro-
gramu hiyo ya ushirika in-

Nchi inapoen-
delea kukumbatia AI, 
wavumbuzi wawili wa-
changa wameungana ili 
kutoa mchango wao kwa 
kutengeneza jukwaa la AI 
ambalo linaweza kufikiwa 
bila muunganisho wa in-
taneti.

Wawili hao, Morgan 
Gicheha na Paul Theceri, 
wametengeneza Rurallink 
AI, suluhu inayoendeshwa 
na AI iliyoundwa kushu-
ghulikia changamoto za 
muunganisho duni wa 
intaneti au usiopatikana. 
Mfumo huu unaweza ku-
fikiwa kwa aina zote za 
simu, ikiwa ni pamoja na 
simu mahiri na simu zina-
zotumika—zinazojulikana 
kama Kabambe—kupitia 
Huduma za Ujumbe Mfupi 
(SMS).

Akiongea na KNA, 
mwanzilishi wa Rurallink 
AI, Gicheha, alieleza kuwa 
jukwaa hilo huruhusu wa-
tumiaji kutumia nguvu za 
AI kupitia SMS, na kui-
fanya ipatikane hata bila 
muunganisho wa intaneti.

“Huduma hii inafa-
nya kazi kwenye vifaa 
vyote vinavyoweza ku-
tuma SMS, bila kujali 
aina ya simu. Inafanya 
kazi kwenye simu mahiri 
za hivi punde na simu za 
zamani zaidi,” anasema.

Gicheha alifichua kuwa 
awali alijenga jukwaa hilo 
kwa matumizi ya kibinafsi 
kabla ya kutambua uwezo 
wake wa kusaidia maelfu 
ya watu, haswa walio ka-
tika maeneo ya masham-
bani.

“Kwa mara ya kwanza 
nilitengeneza jukwaa la 
matumizi ya kibinafsi 

wakati wa likizo 

ya Krismasi nilipokuwa 
nikisafiri kwenda nyum-
bani kwetu kijijini. Wazo 
la kukaa mahali fulani bila 
Wi-Fi au muunganisho 
thabiti wa intaneti lilini-
sumbua,” anasema.

“Nilianza kufikiria hali 
ambapo ningehitaji inta-
neti kwa mfano nikipotea 
au nikijijeruhi na kuhitaji 
kutafuta kitu fulani kwa 
Google, nitafanyaje?” 
akashangaa.

Alielezea jinsi alivy-
oamua kuunda boti ndogo 
ya AI ya kibinafsi ambayo 
inaweza kupatikana kwa 
njia ya SMS, hata katika 
maeneo yenye ufikiaji 
duni ya mtandao.

“Nilitaka kupata usaid-
izi wa AI kutoka mahali 
popote, kwa hivyo nil-
ianza kukuza jukwaa hilo 
polepole,” anasema.

Gicheha alisimulia jinsi 
baada ya kumaliza juk-
waa hilo mnamo Janu-
ari mwaka huu, alikuwa 
mtumiaji pekee kwa siku 
kadhaa, akitumia jukwaa 
hilo kama msaidizi wake 
wa kibinafsi.

“Nilianza kuwaam-
bia marafiki na familia 
kuhusu jambo hilo, na 
walipenda kile nilichoki-
jenga, hasa mama yangu,” 
akasema.

Mtaalamu huyo wa Te-
knolojia ya Habari alisema 
baadaye alitangaza uvum-
buzi wake kwenye juk-

waa la mtandao la Reddit, 
ambapo uvumbuzi huo 
ulikubaliwa haraka na 
watumiaji wengine wa 
mtandao.

“Tulikuwa na karibu 
watu 100 wakitumia juk-
waa hilo baada ya saa moja 
ya kuchapisha taarifa hiyo 
na hiyo ilinitia moyo kui-
fungua kwa ulimwengu,” 
anasema.

Mwanzilishi mwenza, 
Theceri kwa upande wake 
alisherehekea mafanikio 
na hatua kubwa walizo-
piga hadi sasa, hata kama 
alikiri kuwa kama vile 
waanzishaji na wabunifu 
wengine, wanakabiliwa 
na changamoto kadhaa.

“Kuna changamoto 
kadhaa tunazokabiliana 
nazo: kubwa ni fedha 
kwa sababu kwa sasa 
tunakidhi gharama zote 
zinazohitajika kuendesha 
jukwaa hilo kutoka mifu-
koni mwetu,” akasema.

Theceri aliongeza kuwa, 

kama uvumbuzi mpya, 
utangazaji wa bidhaa zao 
ni changamoto nyingine 
wanayopambana nayo na 
alikuwa na matumaini 
kwamba wataweza ku-
fikia watumiaji zaidi.

“Tuna jukwaa am-
balo linaweza kusaidia 
watu wengi, lakini tuna 
changamoto za kuwa-
fahamisha watu kuhusu 
jukwaa letu,” anasema.

Alisisitiza umuhimu wa 
kufahamisha wananchi 
wa maeneo ya vijijini ku-
husu bidhaa hiyo, akibai-
nisha kuwa ina uwezo wa 
kusaidia watu mbalim-
bali, wanaohitaji taarifa, 
lakini hawawezi kupata 
mtandao.

“Rurallink AI inaweza

“Pia inaweza kus-
aidia wanafunzi kwa sa-
babu inaweza kutumika 
kama injini ya utafiti 
kwa wanafunzi, ambao 
hawana fursa ya kuto-
sha kupata kompyuta, 
mtandao, au hata mak-
taba,” anasema.

Alisema jukwaa hilo 
hutoza Sh1 kwa muda wa 
maongezi kwa kila SMS 
na huendeshwa na mtoaji 
huduma wa mtandao wa 
simu ya Safaricom.

“Ndoto yetu katika Ru-
rallink ni kutoa huduma 
hii bila malipo na kuifa-
nya ipatikane kwa wa-
toaji huduma wote wa 
mtandao,” akasema.

Balozi wa Ufaransa nchini 
Kenya, Arnaud Suquet, alisisi-
tiza umuhimu wa mradi huo 
katika kuboresha upatikanaji 
wa maji safi, hasa kutokana na 
changamoto zinazoletwa na 
mabadiliko ya tabianchi, am-
bayo yameongeza uhaba wa 
maji katika eneo hilo.

Akizungumza katika uzinduzi 
wa Mradi wa Maji wa Kaswanga, 
Suquet alibainisha kuwa utaal-
amu bora zaidi, kwa upande wa 
ujuzi wa kiufundi, umetumika 
katika ujenzi wa mradi huo.

Aliangazia lengo la mradi huo 
la kuwapa wakazi fursa ya ku-
pata maji safi kwa urahisi- hitaji 
ambalo limesalia kuwa gumu 
kupatikana kwa miaka mingi 
licha ya eneo hilo kuwa karibu 
na ziwa.

“Mradi huu ni mfano wa 
ushirikiano wenye mafanikio 
wa sekta mbalimbali, unaoleta 
pamoja wadau wa ndani na wa 
kimataifa ili kushughulikia hitaji 
muhimu katika jamii,” akasema 
Gavana Wanga.

Jumla ya uwekezaji katika 
mradi huo ulikuwa Sh99.5 mil-
ioni, huku Serikali ya Ufaransa 
ikiingiza Sh91 milioni katika 
kuanzishwa kwake.

Serikali ya kaunti iliongeza

Wanga alionyesha matumaini 
kuwa mfumo mpya wa usamba-
zaji maji utapunguza kwa kiasi 
kikubwa umbali ambao wa-
kazi walilazimika kusafiri awali 
kutafuta maji safi, na hivyo 
kuashiria uboreshaji mkubwa 
katika maisha yao ya kila siku.

Serikali ya Kaunti ya Na-
kuru, kwa ushirikiano 
na Shirika la Utafiti wa 

Kilimo na Mifugo la Kenya 
(KALRO), inawafunza zaidi 
ya wakulima 15,000 kuhusu 
mbinu sahihi za kilimo katika 
upanzi wa mbegu ya maha-
ragwe aina ya “Nyota” yenye 
kuzaa vizuri na kustahimili 
magonjwa.

Kulingana na Afisa Mkuu wa 
Kilimo Bw. Newton Mwaura, 
kaunti hiyo inalenga soko la 
nje. Alisema mpango huo am-
bao pia unaungwa mkono na 
Kituo cha Kimataifa cha Kilimo 
(CIAT) unalenga kuwasaidia 
wakulima wa maharagwe ku-
toka Kaunti Ndogo za Njoro, 
Subukia, Rongai, Bahati, na 
Gilgil kupata masoko ya kie-
neo na kimataifa. Mafunzo 
hayo yatazingatia viwango vya 
lazima ili mazao yao yakuba-
like katika Umoja wa Ulaya 
(EU) na masoko mengine ya 
nje.

Mafunzo hayo yanatekele-
zwa kupitia Mradi wa “Kui-
marisha Ustahimilivu wa 
Mabadiliko ya Tabianchi katika 
Afrika Mashariki” (ECREA), 
mpango ulioundwa ili kubore-
sha ustahimilivu wa wakulima 
wa Kenya, hasa wazalishaji wa 
maharagwe, kukabiliana na 
athari za mabadiliko ya tabi-
anchi. Hili linafanikiwa kwa 
kutoa ufikiaji bora wa huduma 
za taarifa za hali ya hewa 
(WCIS) kupitia ushirikiano na 
taasisi za utafiti na huduma za 
hali ya hewa katika eneo hili.

Mpango huo unalenga kui-
marisha uwezo wa nchi za 
Afrika Mashariki kama vile 
Kenya, Rwanda, Tanzania na 
Uganda kukabiliana na hali 
mbaya ya hewa na mabadiliko 
ya hali ya hewa. Unaongozwa 
na muungano wa Biodiversity 

International na CIAT kupitia 
Muungano wa Utafiti wa Ma-
harage ya Pan-Africa (PABRA).

Mwaura alieleza kuwa maaf-
isa wa kilimo na wakulima 
wakuu kutoka kaunti ndogo 
tano za Nakuru wanafun-
zwa jinsi ya kutumia taarifa 
za hali ya hewa na kanuni za 
kilimo kuboresha uzalishaji 
wa maharagwe hayo. Hili lita-
saidia kupunguza kukataliwa 
kwa nafaka ya maharagwe 
na wachuuzi na watayarish-
aji, kuhakikisha wakulima 
wanaweza kutoa maharagwe 
bora ya Nyota nchini, hata 
shuleni. Alisema kupitishwa 
kwa aina ya maharagwe ya 
Nyota yenye mavuno mengi 
na inayostahimili magonjwa ni 
muhimu katika kuwwezesha 
wakulima wa maharagwe ku-
vuna mazao bora yanayoweza 
kufikia masoko ya kimataifa.

Afisa huyo alieleza kuwa 
aina ya maharagwe ya Nyota 
hukua haraka na ina virutub-
isho vingi na huchukua kati ya 
dakika 20 na 30 kupika ikilin-
ganishwa na aina za kawaida, 
akiongeza kuwa maharagwe 
hayo aina nyekundu huto-
fautiana kwa ukomavu wake 
wa haraka na kustahimili hali 
ya hewa tofauti, na kuifanya 
kuwa chaguo muhimu kwa 
wakulima.

Mwaura alisema washiriki 
wa mafunzo hayo wanapata 
mwanga wa kufuata sheria na 

kanuni zinazotumika ili 
kuingia katika soko la 

ndani, eneo na nje ya nchi.
Alisema aina hiyo ya ma-

haragwe, ambayo ina madini 
mengi muhimu huzuia kudu-
maa kwa watoto na huongeza 
kinga ya mwili na ina uwezo 
wa kukuza soko la dunia la kil-
imo cha bustani nchini.

husu aina na mifumo ya 
hatari nyingi za kijiografia 
nchini.

“Mtandao wetu wa 
ndani utatupatia faida ka-

Maendeleo ya Jotoardhi 
(GDC) yana mitandao 
yake midogo kwa ajili ya 
ufuatiliaji wa kipekee wa 
shughuli ndani ya visima 
vyao vya jotoardhi.

Hata hivyo, ufuatiliaji 
wa ufanisi wa shughuli za 
mitetemo nchini Kenya 
unahusisha kuanzishwa 
kwa mfumo wa pembe 
tatu na vituo vilivy-
owekwa kimkakati vya 
kukusanya na kusambaza 

data kwa wakati halisi.
Tayari, utambuzi wa 

maeneo na ukaguzi wa 
kufaa unaendelea huku 
ikipendekezwa kituo ki-
moja kiwe Maasai Mara 
katika Kaunti ya Narok. 
Vituo vingine vitakuwa 
Eldas katika Kaunti ya 
Wajir, Lodwar huko Tur-
kana na Lamu huku kituo 
cha kuripoti kitakuwa 
Nairobi.

Mipangilio hii itaru-
husu muunganisho na 
mitandao ya kigeni kwa 
kulinganisha data kutoka 
kwa vituo vya kutuma.

 “Takwimu zinaweza 
kusambazwa kwa urahisi 
ndani ya mitandao kwa 
kuunganisha kwa kila 
mmoja kwa uchanganuzi 
wa kulinganisha wa ma-
tokeo yaliyopokelewa ya 
tetemeko,” anasema.

Kamati hiyo iiliambiwa kuwa 
wizara imeweka msururu wa 
programu kwa ajili ya kuun-
ganisha mafanikio na kucho-
chea ukuaji wa uchumi kwa 
kuongeza ufanisi katika utoaji 
wa huduma katika wizara.

Mhandisi Tanui alisema kuwa 
Wakenya zaidi ya 400,000 wan-
apata mtandao kupitia vituo 
1,600 vya Wi-Fi vya umma kila 
siku, akisisitiza haja ya kuweka 
vituo zaidi na kubuni mbinu ili 
kufanya vituo vilivyopo kuwa 
endelevu zaidi.

Alisema kuwa ujenzi wa 
kitovu cha habari za kidiji-
tali unaendelea kote nchini, 
ukilenga kitovu kimoja kwa kila 
kaunti 47.

Ujenzi wa vituo 33 vya 
mawasiliano ya kidijitali katika 
kaunti unaendelea.  Wizara pia 
imeunda nafasi za kazi 19,650 
kupitia maendeleo ya ICT na 
na kutoa mafunzo kwa vijana 
49,513 kuhusu ujuzi wa kidiji-
tali kupitia programu ya Ajira 
Digital.

Zaidi ya hayo, Mpango wa 
Rais wa Talanta za Dijitali ume-
wawezesha wanafunzi 400 
kupata mafunzo, watu 14,854 
wamefunzwa juu ya ujuzi wa 
msingi wa ICT na wabunifu 
zaidi ya 1000 wamefunzwa na 
kushauriwa.

Ili kuasisi kikamilifu na ku-
hakikisha mafunzo bora, wizara 
imeharakisha ujenzi wa Taasisi 
ya Juu ya Sayansi na Teknolojia 
ya Kenya (Kenya-AIST), ambao 
unakaribia kukamilika na utak-
abidhiwa mwezi Machi. Mtaala 
unaopendekezwa umewasil-
ishwa kwa Tume ya Elimu ya 
Vyuo Vikuu (CUE) ili kuidhin-
ishwa.

Zaidi ya hayo, 
Kenya Re itashirikiana na kam-
puni na wataalamu wa ndani 
ili kupata maarifa kuhusu 
changamoto na fursa za eneo, 
na kuimarisha zaidi mbinu zake 
za kudhibiti hatari.

“Lengo letu liko wazi-kuta-
yarisha masuluhisho yanayok-

idhi mahitaji yanayobadilika 
ya wateja wetu, ndani na nje ya 
nchi,” akasema Dkt. Wachinga.            

Zaidi ya hayo, Dkt. Wachinga 
alifichua kuwa upanuzi wa 
Kenya Re umeegemezwa ka-
tika mpango mkakati wake wa 
2026, unaozingatia uundaji wa 
thamani kupitia nguzo kadhaa, 
miongoni mwake ikiwa kuzin-
gatia wateja na kutumia te-
knolojia kukuza ukuaji.

“Tunazingatia biashara ya 
muda mrefu kama moja ya 
maeneo tunayolenga katika 
kukuza uchumi. Kuanzia 2022 
hadi 2024, tumeona ukuaji wa 
ajabu katika biashara ya maisha 
huku malipo yakiongezeka ku-
toka shilingi bilioni 2 za Kenya 
mwaka wa 2022, hadi lengo la 
zaidi ya bilioni tatu mwishoni 
mwa 2024,” akasisitiza.

Kulingana na Mkurugenzi 
Mtendaji, mafanikio haya ni 
ushahidi kwa uaminifu am-
bao wateja wameweka katika 
Shirika na kujitolea kwa timu 
yake ya kipekee ya utangazaji.

Zaidi ya hayo, Dk. Wachinga 
alisifu mafanikio kwa wa-
teja wake waheshimiwa, mi-
ongoni mwao ni kuongeza 
nguvu za kifedha ambazo wa-
teja wataweza kukabiliana na 
hatari kubwa, kwa kujiamini 
sana. 

Alihakikisha kuwa wateja 
watafurahia mabadiliko 

ya haraka katika utatuzi wa 
madai yanayoboreshwa na te-
knolojia, kupitia utumiaji wa 
mitambo ya roboti, Akili Bunifu 
(AI), na Mfumo wa Kudhibiti 
Hati (DMS) ambao unasaidia 
Kenya Re kushughulikia ma-
dai kupitia michakato isiyo na 
karatasi.

Alitaja mafanikio mengine 
ambayo wateja watafurahia 
ikiwa ni pamoja na ufikiaji wa 
mwandishi wa chini mwenye 
uzoefu na ujuzi wa timu, pamoja 
na wataalam ambao wanaweza 
kushirikiana na wateja kuten-
geneza suluhu pamoja na wa-
teja kuweza kufikia Chuo cha 
Kenya Re Academy, ambacho ni 
muhimu katika kuinua ustadi 
kama mwandishi wa maisha.

Mkurugenzi Mtendaji huyo 
pia aliongeza kuwa wateja 
sasa wataweza kupata miun-
dombinu ya kisasa ya teknolojia 
ya habari na mawasiliano (ICT) 
ambayo ni kichocheo kizuri 
sana na jukwaa la uvumbuzi.

“Ninataka kuthibitisha ku-
jitolea kwetu kwa wateja 
wetu wote na washikadau. 
Wewe ndio kiini cha kila kitu 
tunachofanya Kenya Re,” ali-
unga mkono Wachinga, huku 
akisisitiza kujitolea kwa Kenya 
Re kudumisha viwango vya 
juu zaidi vya uadilifu, uwazi na 
taaluma.

Aidha alizitaka pande zote 
husika na washikadau kuja 
pamoja na kujenga mustaka-
bali unaokidhi mahitaji yao na 
kuchangia ukuaji na uthabiti 
wa wateja wao ndani na ndani 
ya nchi, akitoa wito kwa pande 
zote husika kufafanua upya 
mustakabali wa uhakikisho wa 
maisha.

Kaunti ya Kiambu in-
akumbatia suluhu za 
kupikia ambazo ni 

bora kwa mazingira ili ku-
punguza hatari za kimazin-
gira na kiafya zinazohusiana 
na mbinu za jadi za kupikia, 
huku Kenya ikielekea kwenye 
matumizi ya nishati safi kwa 
asilimia 100 kufikia 2030.

Kutegemea kuni na mkaa 
kwa kupikia kumekuwa ki-
chocheo cha uharibifu wa 
misitu, uchafuzi wa hewa na 
mabadiliko ya hali ya hewa. 
Nishati ngumu inayochoma 
hutoa gesi ya kaboni na ka-
boni nyeusi, uchafuzi unao-
changia kwa kiasi kikubwa 
ongezeko la joto duniani.

Kulingana na Muungano wa 
Hali ya Hewa na Hali ya Hewa 
(CCAC, 2023), kaboni nye-
usi inachangia asilimia 10-15 
ya ongezeko la joto duniani, 
kuathiri uundaji wa mawingu 
na kuharakisha kuyeyuka 
kwa theluji na barafu.

Uchafuzi wa hewa ya ndani 
na nje kutokana na mbinu za 
jadi za kupikia huua zaidi ya 
watu milioni 3.8 kila mwaka, 
na kuifanya kuwa shida 
kubwa katika mataifa mengi 
yanayoendelea, Shirika la 
Afya Ulimwenguni (2022) lin-
aonya.

Ili kukabiliana na changa-
moto hizi, teknolojia za 
kupikia safi kama vile jiko la 
miale ya jua, mifumo ya gesi 
asilia na majiko yanayoweza 
kutumia nishati zinapata 
umaarufu. Suluhu hizi hupun-
guza utoaji wa hewa chafu, 
kuokoa mafuta, na kulinda 
misitu, na kuifanya kuwa 
muhimu kwa mpito wa Kenya 
kuelekea vyanzo vya nishati 
safi na endelevu.

“Kuna faida nyingi za ma-
jiko yanayotumia nishati safi. 
Lengo letu kuu ni kuanga-
lia wakulima kwa sababu 
mkulima mwenye afya njema 
husababisha kuongezeka 
kwa uzalishaji wa chakula,” 
akasema Lorraine Kirigia, 
mwakilishi kutoka kampuni 
ya Lowaki Eco-Solutions Lim-
ited.

Majiko ya Lowaki hutumia 
briketi na mkaa, yakitoa njia 
mbadala ya gharama nafuu na 
rafiki wa mazingira. “Majiko 
yetu yameundwa kupunguza 
matumizi ya mafuta kwa hadi 
asilimia 50, ambayo ina maana 
ya kupungua kwa ukataji miti 
na kupunguza gharama za 
kaya,” Kirigia aliongeza.

Zaidi ya manufaa ya kimaz-
ingira, teknolojia za kupikia 
safi huwezesha jamii, hasa 
wanawake na watoto, ambao 
mara nyingi hubeba mzigo wa 
kukusanya kuni.

“Kwa kubadili majiko am-
bayo ni rafiki kwa mazin-
gira, familia zinaweza kuokoa 
muda, pesa, na kulinda afya 
zao kutokana na madhara 
ya moshi wa ndani,” Kirigia 
alisema.

Kenya inaharakisha mae-
ndeleo yake ya kaboni duni, 
kustahimili hali ya hewa kwa 
kuhimiza suluhu za nishati 
mbadala. Kupitishwa kwa 
teknolojia ya kupikia safi ni 
hatua muhimu katika kushu-
ghulikia mabadiliko ya hali ya 
hewa, kupunguza uchafuzi wa 
mazingira, na kukuza ukuaji 
wa uchumi.

“Masuluhisho ya nishati 
endelevu hayahusu tu kulinda 
mazingira; zinahusu kubore-
sha maisha na kupata mus-
takabali wetu,” akasema 
Kirigia.

Aidha Mathu alisema

Mpango wa Nyumba za 

bei nafuu wa Diani wenye 
nyumba 154 eneo la Uku-
nda, Kwale, pia ulian-
zishwa.

Rais pia alizuru Taita Tav-
eta, Lamu na Tana River 
kukagua miradi ya maende-
leo inayoendelea ya ambayo 
inafadhiliwa na serikali.

“Tunaboresha sekta ya 
uvuvi, hivyo wavuvi wetu 
wanapata zaidi. Pia tun-
awekeza katika sekta ya

Kulalu na Bura ili kubore-
sha mavuno ya kilimo na 
uzalishaji wa chakula,” 
akasema Naibu wa Rais DP 
Kindiki.

Akizungumza katika 
uwanja wa Shule Iliyoi-
dhinishwa ya Kakamega 
wakati wa kongamano lin-
alolenga kufufua sekta ya 
kahawa na maziwa katika 
Kaunti ya Kakamega, Wa-
ziri wa Ushirika, Ustawi wa 
Biashara Ndogo na za Kati 
Wycliffe Oparanya alisema 
kuwa kahawa imeleta ma-

badiliko katika sekta ya 
kilimo. Alisema mageuzi 
muhimu yaliyoanzishwa na 
serikali kufufua sekta hiyo 
yameanza kuzaa matunda.

Oparanya alitangaza 
kuwa serikali imetenga 
Sh500 milioni katika bajeti 
ya mwaka huu kusaidia se-
kta ya kahawa na maziwa.

Kama sehemu ya mpango 
huu, serikali imeanza kutoa 
mafunzo ya bure kwa kar-
ibu wakulima 5,000 wenye 
uwezo wa kuzalisha ka-
hawa na kuwapa miche ya 
kahawa iliyoidhinishwa.

“Tumetambua Kaunti 
ya Kakamega kama mradi 

wa majaribio kabla ya 
kuusambaza kwa kaunti 
zingine,” alisema.

“Katika Kaunti ya 
Kakamega, tunapanga ku-
tambua na kutoa mafunzo 
kwa angalau vijana 1,200-
20 kutoka kwa kila wadi 
60-pamoja na wanawake 
juu ya kilimo cha kahawa 
na usimamizi wa mazao,” 
akaongeza.

“Tayari, wakulima 1,700 
wametayarisha ekari 1,400 
katika Kaunti Ndogo ya Li-
kuyani kwa ajili ya upanzi 
wa kahawa, na nawaomba 
wengi wenu kujiunga na 
vyama vya ushirika imara 

ili kufaidika na usaidizi wa 
serikali,” alisisitiza.

Waziri alisema seri-
kali ilianzisha Hazina ya 
Coffee Cheery Advance 
(CCARF) ili kutoa msaada 
wa bei nafuu, endelevu na 
unaoweza kufikiwa kwa 
wakulima wadogo wa 
kahawa.Oparanya, hata 
hivyo, alilalamika kwamba 
Kaunti ya Kakamega il-
ipokea Sh1.7 milioni pe-
kee kutoka kwa Hazina 
ya Cherry huku Bungoma 
ikipokea Sh368 milioni kati 
ya jumla ya Sh7.7 bilioni 
zilizotengewa wakulima wa 
kahawa mwaka jana.

biemit.
Kituo hicho, kilichojengwa 
kwa ushirikiano na Wiz-
ara ya Mashauri ya Nje ya 
Finland (SUOMI Finland), 
kilifunguliwa rasmi na Ga-
vana wa Kaunti ya Elgeyo 
Marakwet Wisley Rotich.
Kitengo hicho cha kisasa 
cha uzazi kina wodi ya 
wajawazito yenye vitanda 
vinane, sehemu ya kujif-
ungulia iliyo na vifaa ka-
mili, na vifaa vya matibabu 
vya hali ya juu, zikiwemo 
sehemu za wanaozaliwa 
kabla wakati na mashine 
ya kupiga picha kwa ajili ya 
kutibu homa ya manjano 
na hali nyingine za ngozi 
kwa watoto wachanga.

 Kituo cha Elimu ya 
Hisabati, Sayansi na Te-
knolojia Barani Afrika 
(CEMASTEA) kimez-
indua programu ya 
uhamasishaji na ushauri 
wa Sayansi, Teknolojia, 
Uhandisi na Hisabati 
(STEM) ili kuhamasisha 
wanafunzi wa shule za 
msingi kuchangamkia 
masomo ya sayansi.
Mpango huo unalenga 
kuwashauri wanafunzi 
wa Madarasa ya Saba, 
Nane, na Tisa wanapo-
jiandaa kuhamia shule 
ya upili. Serikali inatara-
jia kuwa asilimia 60 ya 
wanafunzi hao watafuata 
njia ya STEM. Mratibu wa 
programu wa CEMAS-
TEA, Beatrice Macha-
ria, alisema wakufunzi 
wenye uzoefu kutoka 
taasisi hiyo wamejitolea 
kuhamasisha vijana 
wanaojifunza kwa ku-
toa mawazo na mikakati 
ya kuwasaidia kukuza 
ujuzi kama vile ubunifu, 
uvumbuzi, na utatuzi wa 
matatizo katika masomo 
ya STEM.
Alisisitiza kuwa STEM 
sio tu kuhusu fomula na 
milinganyo bali ni kue-
lewa na kutumia dhana 
katika maisha ya kila
